Kit Review of the Carl Goldberg

" Staudacher S300-GS" Chapter 1.

| recently began building the Carl Goldberg
"Staudacher S300-GS" that | had won at one of the
club's holiday dinners afew years ago and was
very pleasantly surprised at the quality of the kit.
Upon opening the kit | found alumberyard of high
quality balsa, plywood, and light plywood fuselage
parts. All die cutting was probably the best | have
seen yet and | have been building for ailmost 33
years (not the same plane al this time, as some of
you might think). The various parts were bundled
according to the part being built (i.e. al stabilizer
and rudder parts were bundled, wing parts were
bundled, etc.) There is an assembly manual that
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pegs down all thelittle tricks and stepsto
guarantee success, however | think some previous
building would be recommended before
attempting this kit.

On to the building: According to the manual the
tail fins (stabilizer, elevators, fin, and rudder) are
built first. Place wax paper over the plans and here
we go. Find the bundled kit of wood for the tail
feathers, and let's begin. The stabilizer and fin are
built up and then sheeted, which isafairly
standard approach to most kits. The elevators and
rudder are open framed. All parts are assembled
over the plans, just like any other kit. | am not
going into the specific building in depth, as most
of you are already familiar with this technique,
BUT the interesting thing about this kit is that the
Goldberg people have included plywood jigs to be
assembled, that will sand the bevels for the front
of the elevators and rudder. Thereisalso ajig that
will help you sand the rounded |eading edges on
the front and sides of the fin and stab. A very nice
touch for this high quality kit. | assembled the jigs
and had a great deal of success - things actually
look like the factory did all the beveling and
rounding. Thisisthe difference between a good kit
and a great kit. 1 will bring samples of my work
"In process' for you to inspect and comment on.
Some of the long time members know that thisis
something | do just to keep the meetings
interesting. For the record, | began the building on
01/15/02, and | have spent 1.25 hours on 4 nights
(non-consecutive), giving atotal of 5 hours of
building, and | have built, sanded, and hinged all
the tail surfaces. That'sall for now ... the next
installment will be the wing, BUT don't hold your
breath waiting ... After al - look who is doing the
building (hahaha) - ChrisL.

December's Mystery Ship oy sill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was an early
variation of John Northrop's Flying Wing
technology, starting as far back as 1929. Initially
developed by Mr. Northrop's Avion Corporation
(later Northrop Aircraft Corp.), the project lay
dormant until 1940, when the Northrop NM-1
flew with two 65 HP Lycoming engines driving
pusher props. The low drag gave excellent speed,
with considerably less power needed for takeoff
than similar size and weight craft. Initial
development led to the installation of 120 HP
Franklin engines and 3-bladed props. The N-1M
has survived and isin the US National Air and
Space Museum. The present Stealth Northrop B-
2A shows the foresight of the genius of John
Northrop. Some of the above datais from the
Complete Encyclopedia of World
Aircraft..............

Z Bends

| have been building or assembling alot of small
planes of late, and they definitely require different
building and assembly techniques. One of the
biggest problems |
ranintowasin
creating the Z
bends for the servo
arm and control
horn. For me,
trying to hold two
pliers, align the
wire, and then twist, turn, and squeeze was too
much. Even with all that effort, | was never
satisfied with the end result. My local hobby shop
had aZ bend pliers, but it was for wire larger than
1/16", and the owner did not know of any others
available at that time. While searching web sites, |
found a pliersthat will bend wire up to 1/16". So,
if you need a Z bender, visit Hobby Lobby; they
have a nice bender that solved my problem.
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
