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This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship this month is a relatively little-
known commercial model produced by a very well;
known company. If you look closely, you can see
that it's a four-engined plane. Its history is very
interesting. In addition, it was one of the first
transports to be pressurized. Whatzit??

January's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our mystery ship last month was Britain"s WWII
heavy bomber, the Avro Lancaster. "AVRO" goes
back to 1910 and stood for A.V.Roe, who's initial
designs were triplanes. Many successful British
designs were the result of the critical goal of
improving an initial flying brick. The prototype
Lancaster was in fact a converted twin-engined
Manchester airframe with an enlarged wing center
section and four 1145 hp Rolls-Royce Merlin
engines. The prototype flew on Jan. 9, 1941 and
went into service evaluation in Sept. 1941. Succes
was immediate, and large production orders were
placed. War priorities are amazing, and a large
number of Manchester airframes were converted
on-line to Lancaster Model 1's. Four other British
companies were put under contract to provide
these heavies. In 1942, Victory Aircraft in Canada
produced 430 units. Estimates show that
approximately 7377 were produced, and sources
indicate that only two survive. Final performance
was 287 mph, with (4) 1640 hp Merlins giving a
ceiling of 24,500 ft. and a gross weight of 70,000
Ib. Some of the above data taken from the

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To get that nice rounded leading edge, Chris used
the fixture in the center of the photograph.

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On either side of the leading and trailing edge
shaper are the fixtures for sanding the bevel into
the hinge side of the fin, rudder, stabilizer, and
elevator. This is a well thought out system that
insures that the plane is built as the designer
intended.

Man stole plane and crashed it twice in a
night

A man in Western Australia allegedly stole a plane
and crashed it twice in one evening. Kevin James
Turner, who's 48, pleaded not guilty to stealing the
twin-engine Cessna 337. Prosecutors say he stole it
from an airport, then crash-landed it before taking
off and crashing again. They say he stole it from
the Kalgoorlie-Boulder airport on October 26,

AAP reports. Police say he crash-landed near
Lake King, 462km southeast of Perth. Drinkers at
a nearby pub helped him to restart the plane before
he crashed it again 2km away, they say. He's due
to reappear at Kalgoorlie District Court on
February 22

Pilot survives two crashes in one day

A pilot has escaped from two air crashes in one
day with just a few scratches and bruises. Justin
Kirkbride of Farmington, New Mexico survived a
plane crash in the southwest Colorado Mountains.
An air force helicopter picked him up but then
crashed near his single-engine plane. Mr.
Kirkbride, 31, spent six hours walking in knee-
deep snow and heavy woods before being found by
the search and rescue team. After picking him up,
the helicopter plunged 70 feet to the ground after
its rotor struck a tree. Its tail and rotors were
damaged, but no one was injured. The helicopter
crashed just under a mile from the Cessna plane,
which Mr. Kirkbride brought down in a patch of
trees after struggling to control it. His two
passengers, his friends, Larry Diamond and Tom
Robbins escaped serious injury. Mr. Diamond
broke a leg and a foot and suffered a neck injury,
while Mr. Robbins sustained two cracked ribs and
cuts and bruises. Mr. Kirkbride played down the
crashes, saying: "l like to think of them as landings
because | walked away. "He also says he wasn't
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scared: "I don't think scared is the right word.
There was definite concern. | was concerned for
my passengers. As a pilot, that's your number one
concern."

Air 2771. Nobody wanted to engage the irate
ground controller in her current state. Tension in
every cockpit at LGA was running high. Then an
unknown pilot broke the silence and asked,
"Wasn't | married to you once?"

The controller working a busy pattern told the 727
on downwind to make a three-sixty--do a complety
circle, a move normally used to provide spacing
between aircraft. The pilot of the 727 complained,
"Don't you know it costs us two thousand dollars

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Without missing a beat the controller replied,
"Roger, give me four thousand dollars' worth."

Saturday afternoon. As usual | arrived at 1:15 an
got a front row parking space in the big lot. | had
to fight the crowd that was leaving and crossing
the road to the parking lot, but there wasn't any
line at the ticket booth.

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There were a lot of nice planes, but | was most
impressed with a 1/4 scale D.H. Gypsey Moth that
not only had folding wings and a complete cockpit,
but the owner had even built his own working 4
cylinder Cirrus scale motor. This model was the
only one on the stage and there was a crowd
around it all the time. | was able to sneak in to get
one photo that didn't turn out too good, but here it

IS anyway.

A 1/4 scale Siemens Schuckert DIl sat alone on
the end of one table and didn't seem to draw the
crowds that the Gypsey Moth did. The plane was
also very detailed, and the lozenge pattern was
superb. Speaking of lozenge pattern, a company
called GTM, Inc. had exact, 1/4 scale models of
the Fokker DR-I Tri-plane and DVII, and they had
fabric covering material with the lozenge pattern
printed on it.
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A 60" wing span Albatros DIl was a wood
worker's delight with all of the nicely stained
veneer on its fuselage and fin.

A D.H. Tiger Moth sat proudly between a Spit and
a T-6. With it's 88" span it looked a lot bigger
than the 1/4 scale it was built to.
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After touring the model display area, which

seemed more crowded that the main floor, | went
out to the balcony area to take in the overall scene.
From up above the floor, | didn't see anything that
really stood out from the rest of the displays, so |
started my walking tour.

First up, | noticed SIG was not present. | was
interested in them because they had just released
three new indoor electric flyers that got my
interest.
