This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery ship this month is a high-performancs
light bomber, quite popular in European action for
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short distances. The plane was very versatile,
owing to the skill of the designers (DD). Variants
were many, and it was also flown in great numbers
by the French, British and Russians, Whatzit???

June's Mystery Shipby Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was the unusual and
very effective Boulton Paul P-82 "Defiant." The
British Air Ministry proposed the use of a manned
multi-gun turret in what was usually a single-seat
fighter. It relieved the fighter pilot of the dual task
of flying the aircraft and holding position on the
target; it also gave a far greater field of fire than
conventional fixed wing-mounted guns. The
Defiant made its first fight on Aug 11, 1937, using
a 1030hp Rolls Merlin. Lotsa horsepower was a
must to overcome the extra drag and weight of a
manned,4-gun hydraulic turret. On May 12, 1940,
over Dunkirk, Defiants claimed 38 enemy aircraft
destroyed, and by the end of May, a total of 65.
The Defiant's vulnerability was the frontal and belly
attack, which was soon exploited. The P-82's were
then used as night fighters, equipped with the latest
radar. During the winter of 1940-1 they recorded
more victories per interception than any other
aircraft. When production ended in 1943, 1065 had
been produced. Max speed was 313mph with a
ceiling of 30350. Takeoff weight was a hefty
8421lb.....Some of the above data taken from the

Going Back in Time.

Wilbur and Orville did it. Fokker did it. Bleriot,
Taub, and a bunch of other early pioneering planes
had it. What, do you ask? Wing warping. Take a
wing, make it flexible in chord, and you can
control the banking of the plane. Fly fast though
and a flexible wing will probably flutter, and that's
not good. So, it's a technology of the past, right?
Well, it was until recently. NASA's Dryden Flight
Research Center is using it again. However, they
call it by a fifty-cent phrase - Active Aeroelastic
Wing (AAW). And to prove that wing warping

can be beneficial in flight, they have modified an
F/A-18 fighter to test the theory. The object is to
demonstrate roll control through "aerodynamically
induced wing twist." By using actuators and
thinner wing skins, they will be able to twist the
about five degrees. The wing still has flaps and
ailerons to backup and assist in flight and landing,
but they are smaller. So, some time in the future
you may see the technology on an airliner or
maybe even on our aerobatic planes.

Product Review - Epoxy

Over the years | have used many different brands
and types of epoxy. In the beginning of my R/C
modeling experience | used a lot of epoxy. As |
progressed | used less and less epoxy, mainly to
save weight and also due to the fact that epoxy
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takes too long to cure. Now | use very little epoxy
in my building. Sometime | don't use any in a
model. Consequently, a lot of my bottles of epoxy
are old. One time | mixed up a batch of epoxy ang
used it on a model only to find out later that the
stuff never cured (don't ask!) That caused me to
do some research on shelf life of epoxy with little
results.

Since | started using epoxy, | have always mixed
up my batches on a flexible plastic surface,
typically a plastic lid from a margarine container or
a clear plastic yogurt container cap for small
batches. This is done for a few reasons. First is
that the lid is flat and has a lip so it won't run off
the edge. Second, when mixed in a thin layer the
epoxy will cure slower than if you mix it in a cup
where the catalytic action heats up the epoxy and
quickens the curing. Third, | can check to see
when the batch has cured. Fourth, with a twist of
the lid the epoxy will pop off and | can reuse the
lid. Fifth, | can take the leftover epoxy and "test"
its quality. Some epoxies are brittle when they
cure, while others are fairly flexible.

In need of some new epoxy, | purchased a packa
of Hanger 9, 12-minute epoxy. Horizon Hobby
Distributors, Inc. distribute Hanger 9 products. It
has a seven-minute working time and a 12 minute
set time. Well, | have mixed up a few batches of
this stuff and is it ever different! Yes, it is epoxy,
and yes, it does the job. However, this is the first
epoxy that | cannot remove for my favorite mixing
containers. The epoxy hardens in the time
indicated, and it is somewhat flexible. However, |
cannot get the epoxy to release from the plastic
lids. The lids will break or tear, but the epoxy still
clings to the plastic. Fantastic stuff. |1 don't know
if this same tenaciousness carries throughout the
complete product line, but if it does... | went back
to some of my other brands of epoxies - the five-
minute and 30 minute blends - and tried a batch o
each on a couple more lids. Each mix, after
curing, peeled off as if a release agent had been p
on the lids.

Lead shot is a useful modeling tool. Most aircraft
need some weight added to them, usually in the
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nose, to move the center of gravity (CG) to its
proper location. If your aircraft tend to come out
as tail-heavy as mine do, it often takes more than
just putting on a heavy prop hub to fix the
problem.

| use a plastic sandwich bag and slowly pour a bit
of shot into it. The bag is usually located in the fuel
tank compartment, and | can get just the right
amount of weight in just the right spot.

Re-warp a Wing

Use a hot air popcorn popper! | came across this
idea while perusing an old publication. It was
timely in that | was tuning up two ships, both of
which were heat-shrink covered, and both needed
more washout in one wing panel. Being an Orville
Redenbacher connoisseur, | happened to have a
hot air popper, so away we went. Unlike working
with a heat gun, you can just set the base of the
popper down, freeing both hands to twist the wing
panel. At first it didn’'t seem as if the popper would
get hot enough, but you just work closer to the
opening than with a heat gun. And the broader area
of coverage lets the whole wing panel heat more
uniformly. I'd do it again!

Screw Holes and Strong Joints

A good way to line up where the screw holes
should go when fastening your cowl to your
fuselage is to put a rubber band around the cowl
and use it as a guide to keep all of the holes lined
up. If you want to beef up the stress points or
where two halves of a cowl or wheel pants are
glued together, try this. Apply a piece of fiberglass
tape over the desired area on the inside of the
cowl. Next glue it down using PVC pipe glue. The
PVC glue will soften the plastic and allow the
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fiberglass to permanently bond to the cowl. This
process makes a very strong joint and is easy to
do. PVC adhesive is cheap, fiberglass parts are not.
