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This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship for this month should be easily
identified. It's unusual, fast, rugged, and a
"termite's delight." That should be all the clues you
need!...... Whatzit?

July's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was the Douglas A-
20, known primarily as both "Havoc" and
"Boston." The A-20 was one of the most
extensively built light bombers of WWII. The basic

design started as early as 1936, and as you can see,

it was excellent, providing great service in a variety
of roles throughout the war. Bomber versions
carried the bombardier in the Plexiglas nose; attack
variants had an aluminum nose housing both
cannon and machine guns. In 1939 the French
ordered 100. This showed the need for
modifications to a mid-wing version, as well as
fuselage changes, deeper and narrower, for
increased bomb and fuel loads. Another variant
was a night fighter, equipped with radar, 8 nose-
mounted machine guns, and flame-dampening
exhaust. Russia even had their A-20's mounted
with 2 dorsal turret machine guns. US forces in
New Guinea equipped theirs with 40 para-frag
(parachute-fragmentation) bombs. Final engines
were 1700 HP R-2600-29 Wright-Cyclone units
giving a cruise of 230 MPH and a 25,000 ft ceiling.
Take-off max weight was 27,200 Ib. Some of the

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Transatlantic Crossing

Maynard Hill is attempting to set a new world
record for model airplanes. Maynard is going to
attempt to fly a R/C plane across the Atlantic
Ocean. He just may do it. Maynard is the current
altitude record holder for model airplanes at 26,
919 ft. on September 6, 1970. He set the closed
course distance record of 776 miles in July of
1995. Maynard also set a duration record of 33
hours, 39 minutes, and 15 seconds on October 12,
1992.

From: John Hawkins To: Red Scholefield
Sent: Saturday, August 03, 2002 8:19 AM
Subject: Trans-Atlantic Flight of an FAI legal
model

Hi Folks,

Some of you may ask, "What's FAI legal?" In this
case, it's a model limited to 5Kg, a wingspan &
length not exceeding 2M, and an engine
displacement of 10cc. Imagine using those criteria
to design a model to cross the Atlantic Ocean!
WOW!

Maynard Hill and his team from STAR (Society of
Technical Aeromodel Research) have done just
that. The model is not unlike most of the models
we fly. It is built of balsa with Monokote covering
and is powered by an OS .65 4S. It weighs
approximately 5 1/2 Ibs. dry, and it holds 5 1/2 Ibs.
of fuel (that's a little less than 1 gallon). The fsel
Coleman fuel, white gas - yes - the same stuff you
can by at Wal-Mart or Canadian Tire. The flight
will take between 30-35 hours, depending on tail
winds, and the plane will fly at an altitude of 500 ft
with an airspeed of 65 KPH. The model will be
hand launched and initially controlled with an R/C
transmitter. Once everything is checked and OK,
the control is switched to GPS guidance for the
trip across the Atlantic. Progress of the flight will
be monitored with an on board tracking
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transmitter. The transmitter is similar to thoseduse
to track the migration routes of birds, and the

telemetry data will be transmitted via satellite backl
to the team in St.John's, NF every 20 minutes.

The launch will take place in St. John's,
Newfoundland on the evening of Aug. 7th,
weather pending. When the aircraft reaches
Ireland, it will circle a field in Spanish Point, wieer
it will be landed, using an R/C transmitter.

This project has taken many years to design,
organize, and develop. It is a private venture,
depending on donations of modelers and others
interested in supporting the record attempt. This
flight retraces the route of Alcock and Brown's
first trans-Atlantic flight.

Radio Range Testing

When was the last time you preflighted a model
plane? Was it at the field just before the first fligh
of the day? Maybe it was at the beginning of the
month, or the flying season, or the beginning of thg
year, or before the first flight, or more than likely
never!

How do you preflight a model? Do you check the
hinges, engine and motor mount? Cycle the

batteries? Wiggle the sticks just before the throttle
goes full bore for takeoff?

Well there are a lot of ways to do a preflight, like
at least one for every pilot with an opinion. Even
the editors and columnists of our magazines
occasionally come up with all kinds of things to
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check. However, when was the last time you
heard anybody talk about range checking the radio
installation? Not recently, and basically the
authors have just mentioned to "check the range."
My latest radio system's manual devotes almost
fifty pages to programming, but gives one sentence
to range checking (Have an observer verify that the
system works with the transmitter about 30 paces
away with the transmitter antenna collapsed.)
Years ago radio manufactures would devote at
least a page to range testing the system, and some
went as far as suggesting possible causes, effects,
and solutions.

So why all of the verbiage? It seems that Alex
came across an article in a "newsletter" (I would
call it a magazine) that explained how to test the
range of a PCM radio. | know, | know, none of us
have PCM radios. However, most of what is
talked about in the article pertains to all radios.
The author just uses the "failsafe” mode to help the
pilot recognize when the receiver no longer "hears"
a good signal.

There are seven simple steps to performing a range
test. The article mentions that your restraining
system can affect the test as can the motor and
control linkages. The author even lists variables
that can affect the testing and breaks them down to
type, their significance, and the reason(s) why.

Stud Threads

You know those threaded metal studs you get with
your Ny-Rods? If you use a small electrical wire
nut screwed onto one end of the stud, you'll find it
a lot easier to screw the other end into the inner
pushrod of the Ny-Rod. Saves the stud threads,
too.

Airplane Cleaning Solution

For those of you who like to keep a clean bird, try
a few drops of this in your spray cleaner bottle. It's
called Kodak Photo Flo (put out by Kodak). It's a
super wetting agent and works like magic, even a
little in the bucket when washing the car. It comes
in a 4-ounce size bottle. Buy it at any photo supply
shop.

Applying Trim Schemes
When applying MonoKote® trim, first remove the
backing and spray the sticky side with Windex.

This allows the trim to be easily positioned on the
aircraft before it permanently adheres to the
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surface. Be sure to remove the trapped air bubbles
by rubbing them from the center to the outer edge
using a paper towel.
