August's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month was (as you probably 
guessed) the de Havilland D. H. 98 "Mosquito." It 
was the "Lockheed SR-71" of its day, like the 
"Skunkworks" Blackbird of Kelly Johnson. Only 
this one was built by de Havilland and made of 
plywood and balsa (sound familiar?) due to 
anticipated light-metal shortages brought on by 
WWII. The Mosquito was a home-run design, far 
exceeding its flight goals. It could flat-out leave 
any attacker far behind and was used initially for 
unarmed recon/photo missions, exceeding 400 
MPH. For display purposes, it could do climbing 
slow-rolls on one engine. The wood/composite 
structure enabled it to absorb intense punishment 
and still bring the crew home. The fuselage was 
built in a plywood-balsa-plywood sandwich on top 
of spruce formers, and constructed in two halves, 
each having the control/component hardware 
installed, then glued together. The demand for 
Mosquito's dictated that they also be built in 
Australia and Canada; a total of 7,781 being built. 
The basic airframe was built into 43 variants. What 
a hot-rod: 14,000 lbs. and powered by two 1620 
HP Rolls-Royce Merlin engines, giving a service 
ceiling of 33,000 ft. and a range of 1650 miles.

Helpful Hints from the Shop: 
 

1. AMA Number Lettering – I suggest you 
check out Vinylwrite.com, as they can 
make up any kind of graphics in Vinyl to 
meet your needs. They specialize in 
working with modelers – all you need to do 
is measure the space you want to fill and 
tell them what you want and presto – you 
got it. I met these people a couple of years 
ago at Toledo and have used them several 
times now. Reasonable prices and good 
quick service with a quality product. 

 
2. Did you ever cut the hatch covers on a 

cowling too short? I admit to it. The fix is 
to bond fiberglass with epoxy glue and then 
sand. In my case I placed wax paper over 
the surface, bolted down the short hatch 
and smeared the epoxy over the exposed 
fiberglass in the gap. Let it dry and sand – 
goof fixed! 

 
3. This one is not mine, as I give credit to 

Roger Sakash for telling me about this one 
years ago. When you have a MonoKote 
type covering and can’t seem to separate 
the backing film, use two pieces of masking 

tape and pull it apart easily. Thanks Roger I 
used this many times!

I am currently assembling a .60 sized ARF.  The 
plane uses a servo in each wing for ailerons and 
servos mounted in the tail for elevator and rudder.  
Because of that, servo lead extensions are 
necessary.  The instruction manual suggests tying 
the extension in a knot like in the following 
picture. 

 
 
The problem with that is you lose about two inches 
in length.  The old standby, taping, would work, 
but if the model lives to a ripe old age (don't they 
all?) the tape will probably dry out and fall off.  
What I did was use Dental Floss (Cinnamon, but I 
think any flavor will work) to tie the connection 
together like the next picture. 

 
 
That is one piece of floss that is wrapped around 
the connectors twice and tied with a few knots.  I 
can't take credit for this.  I remember seeing this in 
a magazine many years ago. 
 

Nine-O-Nine* By Bill Keller with photos by John

Several years ago I toured the B-17 and B-24 that 
were on display at Mercer County Airport. Limited 
rides were available (not cheap, but I'm cheap as 
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well), but I didn't take the opportunity. Thinking 
about it in the months that followed, I should have. 
This year they were back again, Aug 28-29-30. 
Before I could procrastinate too much, my oldest 
daughter said, "Dad, your upcoming Christmas 
present is a ride in the B-17 this week!." So I 
signed up for Thurs. evening and talked John 
Schwolow (former B-17 combat pilot) into going 
along. (Did it take much talking?...Why ask?) My 
daughter and wife were going to videotape the 
happening; grandkids wanted to see what I was so 
excited about- all were to go. Phone rings late 
afternoon...no flights today, ceiling dropping below 
minimums. We volunteer for the first flight Fri. at 
10AM- but no entourage this time. We got there 
early and got some nice pics of both planes as they 
were being preflighted (8 radials and no oil on the 
tarmac!). Planes were spotless. Our group of 8 
passengers was given basic instructions: belts on 
for climb and descent; OK to move around; don't 
lean against the rear access door or you'll depart 
the plane before we land...and #4 engine primer is 
out and we have to hopefully start it on throttle 
and mixture. Seating is on the floor on small 
cushions; belts are fastened on the floor. In we 
went, scattered thru the fuselage, John and I in the 
radio compartment aft of the upper turret, sitting 
on the floor. no visibility. Twenty minutes later ol' 
#4 finally catches and off we go- very smooth taxi 
and climb-out. The ceiling was below 2000 ft. but 
it provided lots of viewing. The pilots flew us up 
along the Delaware River...we stayed away from 
the NYC-TCA for obvious reasons. 
  
The take-off acceleration was very 
smooth...smoother than passenger DC-6's and 
Convairs I've been on (yes, I traveled before the jet 
age). But maybe the crew was thinking about the 
200GPH fuel rate under full load/speed. The pilot 
did a lot of fairly steep turns, perfectly coordinated 
as far as I could tell, and my cohort John is the 
expert. He was a great "tour guide" for me (and 
others), and it was priceless having him along. 
Two "kids" in a big olive-drab round-engined 
craft...and the best part is: no flak or fighters. 
John got some good shots of the 
cockpit/instruments. I took a few out the waist 
gunner's windows, and we both took some out the 

OPEN roof hatch at the radio compartment. 
Directly I noticed we had put down several 
degrees of flaps, and then it was seat belts on, sit 
on the floor. A smooth chirp and the airport was 
just where we left it.  
  
We talked about it for hours, and I found out later 
that my daughter did get there while we were in 
the B-17 waiting for #4 to light off, and she got 
some startup, taxi and takeoff video. Come this 
Christmas, I'll be the one with not too many 
presents, but better than that, I have great kids and 
my grin will still be there. And thanks, John, for 
your priceless commentary and company. It all 
came together perfectly. 
  
*Note:Nine-O-Nine was built by Douglas and 
since Douglas built a lot of seaplanes/amphibs, they 
were all thoroughly rustproofed.  We're told that 
only Douglas-built B-17's survived. John 
Schwolow's B-17 in Europe was 0-Nine-Nine.
