John Donnelly had a Hanger 9 ARF P-51 that 
weighed 8 pounds, has a wing span of 65 inches, 
came with retracts installed, and has a OS 91 4 
cycle for power. 
 

 
Pat Creed brought in his and Jim's Lanier Predator 
500 ARF.  This is a Vee tailed quickee 500 racer 
that was sporting a OS 40 and Nelson Aluminum 
wheels.  All up weight is 2 lbs, 9 oz. 
 

 
Norm Berger brought in his Great Planes U-CAN-
DO 3D ARF.  Norm installed an YS 91 4 cycle in 
the 65 in wing span plane.  A JR radio is installed, 
and Norm used a swivel extension on the muffler. 
 

 
Chris Knief had his Northeast Sailplanes Elfi 
Electric Park flyer.  This 39 in. plane uses a 7 cell

Our Mystery Ship this month was manufactured 
by a contemporary/competitor of Orville and 
Wilbur. The planes were built in the USA and 
Canada in large numbers to train WWI pilots, and 
continued to be popular (due to their military 
production numbers) even into the late 20's. 

Barnstormers used them (and used them up) in 
their daredevil acts. .......Whatzit??? 
 
October 's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month was the WWII 
Hawker "Typhoon." Mr. Sydney Camm initiated it 
in 1937. Two prototypes were built: One with a 
Rolls Royce "Vulture" engine and one with a 
Napier "Sabre" engine.  Power plant development 
problems with each had to be overcome: Rolls 
Royce was too busy with the famous "Merlin" to 
stay with the program, and Napier improved the 
Sabre engine successfully. First flight was 
February 1940. However, the 2180 HP (!) Sabre, 
although giving spectacular performance, 
uncovered severe airframe structural problems 
(like losing all the tail feathers). The program was 
almost canceled; too many pilots were lost. By the 
end of 1942 all the major problems had been 
solved, to the delight of its pilots. The Gloster 
Aircraft Company built 3330 units. Armament was 
heavy and varied: machine guns, cannon, bombs, 
and/or rockets. Continued low level ground 
support was a critical contribution on D-Day. Max 
speed was 405 MPH; payload was 2600 lbs. 
consisting of four 20-mm cannon, eight 60-lb 
rockets, or two 1000 lb. underslung bombs... Some 
of the above data was taken from The Complete 
Encyclopedia of World Aircraft......Bill Keller

Both Hitec and JR Radios have posted notices of 
product problems on their web sites.  Specifically, 
Hitec has a series of digital servos that may act 
erratically when used with non Hitec radios and 
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the ATV settings exceed 125%.  These servos 
need to be reprogrammed.   
 
JR Radios has a failure problem with their series 
8411 digital servos when used under high loads in 
helicopter applications.

Products in Use 
 
Having assembled the Hanger 9 P-51, I have used 
some interesting products that make modeling life 
easier. 
 
I have always had problems using CA type glues 
directly from the bottles, even when I use the 
extension nozzles.  I have recently used both 
Testors and Dave Brown Products CA 
Applicators.  What is nice about these are their 
long (6") reach, large reservoir, and the 
"adjustable" tip.  To use you squeeze the bulb end 
flat, insert the tip into a CA glue bottle, and then 
let the bulb expand.  If you want more control over 
the flow, grab the tip with a pair of pliers and pull.  
The nozzle will stretch, making the tip a smaller 
diameter.   

 
By using these applicators I have more control of 
the glue and I use less to attach my fingers to the 
structure. 
 
When I was mounting the servos into the P-51 
fuselage I found that I needed to tie down the 18" 
servo lead extensions.  I stopped at my local Radio 
Shack store and purchased some phone cord 
clamps.  

 
These little clipc come 9 to a package.  The have a 
foam adhesive on the flat surface that sticks to 
balsa quite firmly.  The wires slip easily under the 
clip.  The edges of the clip are fairly smooth and 
rounded, so they shouldn't damage the wire.  The 
photo above is looking through the fuselage at the 
tail.  The little white object in front of the former 
is the clip.  As you can see, there is very little 
structure in the P-51.
