The model must be built from a kit or
scratch built. No A.R.F.'s

(3) AR.F.
In this class the model must be almost ready to fly.
No built up kits. The model may be sport or scale.

There will be one winner per class. A member may
enter a model in each class. However, the member
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may only have one winning model. If the member
has more than one winning model, the winning
model will be chosen from the class that has the
least amount of models entered. Models that hav
been in the model of the month contest from last
October may be entered.

This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship this month is obviously British
and was active in their FAA (Fleet Air Arm) from
1933 to 1945.

sometimes attacking their own ships! (None of the|
"Fish" found the target, thankfully!)...How many
Mystery Ships can you count in this picture?

February's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

174
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Our mystery ship last month was (officially) the
Curtiss-Wright CW-20, known to most of us as the
C-46 Commando. This plane started out (first
flight) on March 26, 1940, as the prototype for a
36-seat commercial airliner. Immediately noticed
by the military, with anticipated use for cargo,
transport, and casualty evacuation, a military
version was ordered and designated C-46
Commando, using two 2000hp Pratt and Whitney
R-2800-43 engines. These planes became the
largest and heaviest twins to serve with the
USAAF. Three thousand were built by war's end.
Their cargo capacity and huge loading doors
proved to be of great importance when flying "over
the hump"--supplying our troops by flying over the
Himalayas to China from India, making a vital
contribution to this airlift program. The USAF still
used C-46's in the Korean conflict, and early in the
Viet Nam war. Maximum take-off weight was
45,000Ib (30,000lb empty). Max speed was
270mph (173mph cruise) with a ceiling of
24,500ft. Truly a landmark aircraft!...Some of the
above data taken from the Encyclopedia of World
Aircraft....... Bill Keller

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I understand some of you are beginning to get
guestions about AMA's insurance situation. Our current
policy expires on 3/31/03. Generally we have a
renewal in place well before the expiration date,
usually months. This year has been difficult. There's a
rumor going around that our current carrier, Royal, has
dropped us. This is not true. Although they have not
yet offered us a renewal quote, we are still negotiating
with them. We do have one quote in house (came in
last Friday afternoon) and more are expected this
week. After the policy is written we need to have blank
insurance certificates printed. We can't do that ahead
of time because they need to name our insurance
carrier. Once those are in house the certificates need
to be individually printed for each of our 2,600 plus
clubs. It's going to be difficult for the HQ staff to get
everything printed and distributed before 3/31. They're
working as hard as they can on this. As soon as we
have something in place | will let you know.
