The flying season is upon us; too bad 
the weather has been so strange this 
year. I personally have only made it 
out once so far this year.

I took my new U-CAN-DO-IT to the 
field for the maiden voyage. Big 
surprise when I realized that I did not 
cut a hole for the glow plug.

This is an 
exceptional flyer, flew right off with zero trim, 
tracks straight, and has no funny tendencies. This 
airplane is definitely one I would highly 
recommend – the price is right, it goes together 
very easily, and it’s a great flyer! 
 
During my flying session I exhausted both the 12 
volt gell cells I use for getting my aircraft 

launched. I have one I use to power my panel (fuel 
pump, glow plug, and small starter and a second 
one dedicated to a heavy duty starter I use on the 
120 size powerplants.) These were both freshly 
charged. On the way home from the field I stopped 
at Sears, intending to buy a motorcycle battery 
with more oomph! I wound up buying a garden 
tractor battery along with a trickle charger (total 

cost similar to two, 12 volt 
cell costs.) While this is 
heavier, it has plenty of juice 
for the largest starter and the 
largest engine. I will let you 
know at the end of the 
season or the end of the 
battery how well this works 
out.  
 
I have also been busy in the 

shop where I have completed a couple of other 
projects so that I have plenty of aircraft for the 
season. Please don’t ask about that 172 because it 
is still not finished, but I really believe it is looking 
at me and it is not a happy camper! 
 
Relative to our field there is still not the answer we 
are all looking for; however, this year more people 
are actively involved and there is more activity. 
Our quest won’t end until we have a success, and I

This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 
Our Mystery Ship this month looks somewhat like 
a famous WWII fighter...but it isn't the one you 
think it is.  Its name is the same as a Dodge of the 
sixties. Any guesses??? Tune in next month...and 
there is also a wine with the same name!! 
 

March's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 

 
Our Mystery Ship fron last month is the 
Messerschmitt 410 "Hornisse" (Hornet, like the 
insect or the 1ll-fated WWII USN aircraft carrier). 
The aircraft started out as " Me-210," and on the 
first flight of September 5, 1939, it let its pilots 
know that it was a real handful to fly: " Extreme 
instability" was the description; stalling and 
spinning were all to common. However, 200 were 
ordered without the stability problems being 
solved! Manufacturing was halted in April, 1942, 
and the production process was abandoned. 
Messerschmitt continued to try to get an 
acceptable fix on the airframe: leading-edge slats 
and lengthened fuselage. Engines went from 
Daimle-Benz 601A (1050 hp) to 603A (1750 hp) 
and the plane was designated Me-410. If more 
grunt is good, much more is better (final engines 
were up to 1900hp). Performance was 364mph, 
ceiling of 32,000 ft and a range of 1050 miles. 
Armament consisted of forward-firing cannon and 
machine guns, and two fuselage side-mounted 
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fixed rear-firing machine guns. Final use of the 
aircraft was in homeland defense and attacks on 
southern England. Production terminated in 
September 1944 after 1160 were produced.

SAFETY ALERT  by Red Scholefield,  Model 
Aviation July 2003        AMA Safety Committee 
 
Do not use conventional Nickel Cadmium battery 
chargers of any type to charge Lithium batteries. 
This can be hazardous to your health! 
 
Lithium batteries are becoming an increasingly 
popular choice for powering electric models and 
for the Radio Control system. They offer 
dramatically improved energy density compared to 
commonly used Nickel Cadmium and Nickel Metal 
Hydride batteries. One can save as much as half the 
weight of conventional batteries and/or greatly 
increase operating time. Lithium Metal, Lithium 
Ion, and Lithium Polymer batteries are now on the 
market. 
 
Increased performance comes with an increase in 
potential hazard in their use, and old methods of 
handling and charging batteries will not suffice.  
These batteries can rupture if overcharged or 
shorted, and if this happens, fire may result if the 
Lithium is exposed to the atmosphere. 
 
There have been reports of fire with each of those 
battery types. The root cause of the failures has 
been improper charging and battery shorting. 
 
The safest approach is to use only prepackaged 
battery packs assembled by reputable vendors with 
the appropriate protective devices installed, and 
use only chargers designed for this purpose. 
Buying individual cells which are modeler-
assembled and charged with conventional chargers 
is discouraged.

Passings 
 
Peter M. Bowers died Sunday April 27 after a 
lengthy battle with cancer.  He was 84.  Peter was 
known as one of the leading aviation historians.  
He was also a prolific writer.  Besides writing 
books and numerous articles, he also had one of 
the largest collections of aviation photographs in 
the world, with over 50,000 negatives and twice 
that many prints..  He worked for the Boeing 
company as an engineer.  He was also a private 
pilot with commercial, instructor, multi engine, 
seaplane, and glider ratings.  He had over 8,000 
pilot in command hours, including 1200 in gliders.   
 
Bowers is probably best know for designing the 
Fly Baby, a low powered aircraft that won the 
EAA’s national design competition in 1962.  
Bowers sold the plans to builders who eventually 
constructed over 500 of the planes. 
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Byron L. Godbersen passed away Sunday, May 
11 at his home in Ida Grove. Mr. Godbersen, who 
was 78, died as the result of the cumulative effects 
of numerous health problems that he had been 
battling for many years. 
Godbersen, a self-made millionaire, was founder 
and Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of Midwest 
Industries of Ida Grove. He attained national and 
international recognition for his many innovations 
relating to farm and marine equipment. 
Godbersen's legacy includes a long list of awards 
and projects that led to the betterment of Ida 
Grove. 
Godbersen was best know in the modeling world 
for his Byron Originals Fiberglas and injected 
molded foam ARF models, mostly in the 1/5 and ¼ 
scale size.  He also has one of the largest model 
fuel manufacturing plants in the world.   
 
John Donnelly Sr. died Friday May 9th after a 
long illness. He was 82. He was a past and long 
time member of the Tri-County Club.  He also 
organized the “Cub Club,” consisting of many of 
our senior members. 
 

Eagles All Electric Fly 
 
Austin Kosik, Rich Dvorin, Milt Silverstein, and 
John Donnelly attended the Eagles Electric Fly 
Saturday, May 17.  Unlike last year, the weather 
was reasonable and many flyers and models were 
on hand.  Austin got in one flight on his Elexaco 
model (a limited motor run event.)  Milt and Rich 
came to watch and didn’t bring any models.  I, 
however, had an air force of 6 models that stayed 
in the car.  Four of the models had single 
conversion receivers that would not tolerate the 
activity on the field (9 very active flight stations.)  
The other two could have flown, but the pilot was 
intimidated with all of the planes buzzing around 
and decided to fly some other time with only 2 or 3 
other planes to watch out for. 
 

 
 
This little model has about a six inch wing span, a 
three channel proportional radio, cell phone 
vibrator motor, and Lithium Polly batteries for 
power. 

 
 
Bob Hunt brought this gaggle of planes.  The large 
plane on the left is a 3D Accord 63 with a 63-inch 
wing span.  The Sukoi in the right rear is a 
converted Kosho wet ARF that flies just like it has 
a glow motor in it – just a lot quieter. 
 

 
 
Didn’t get the specs on this Foker Tri-Motor.  
Didn’t see it fly either. 
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This PAA China Clipper didn’t fly either – no 
wheels.  However the owner said it had flown 
successfully off of water a few times.  The plane 
sported 4 Astro 05 motors with superbox gear 
reduction units.  That’s Milt at the far right with 
Rich standing close to the wing.  (I identified them 
by their shirts!) 
 

 
 
This old timer was very interesting.  The owner 
didn’t quite finish it in time to fly it.  The 
interesting part was that the framework was 
covered with well scuffed, clear Mylar adhered 
with balsarite adhesive.  The colors were applied 
by using colored Japanese tissue doped onto the 
Mylar with clear butyrate dope.  It looked just like 
the old time free flight models of the 40’s and 50’s. 
 

 
 
This hand-launched Sea Fury had about a 48 inch 
wing span and was very quick and agile. 
 

 
 
This Great Planes ARF Tiger Moth was recovered 
in red and gray MonoKote to make it stand out 
from all the other yellow Moths.  The 71 inch span, 
1360 square inch wing plane would normally 
weigh 10 pounds with a 91 four cycle engine.  The 
builder installed an Astro brushed 40 motor with a 
superbox geared 2.8 to 1 to swing a 18 x 10 prop.  
With 20 2400 ma batteries the plane now weighs 
12 pounds and still flies like it had a wet motor in 
it.  Flight duration with aerobatics is around nine 
minutes.
