August's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship from last month was the Curtiss 
(A competitor for first flight of Orville and Wilbur) 
Model 71 (SOC Seagull). This was the last of the 
Curtiss-designed biplanes to be used operationally 

by the US Navy. A similar design was the Fairey 
"Swordfish"; both of these planes should have been 
phased out at the beginning of WWII, but due to 
their excellence of design, they stayed in operation 
for "the duration." The Seagull was designed in 
1934 as fitting the Navy's requirement for a 
scouting/observation aircraft, and first flight  was 
April of 1934, and dubbed SOC (Scout 
Observation Curtiss #1). Initial design was a float 
plane with conversion to wheels (incorporated in 
the central float). The pilot and gunner were 
housed in tandem cockpits; the rear gunner had a 
flexibly mounted 0.30 machine gun in the aft 
compartment covered with a sliding turtle deck. 
Power was the 600 hp Pratt & Whitney R-1340-18 
Wasp radial engine giving 165mph top speed, 133 
mph cruise, and  range of 675 miles. Production 
ended in 1938; Curtiss proposed as its successor 
the SO3C "Seamew," but it proved to be 
unsatisfactory, and was withdrawn from front line 
service. The tried-and-true Seagulls went back into 
operational status until the end of the war.

N.E.A.T. 2003 
 
Well, Marlene and I made the annual pilgrimage up 
to Shinopple, NY Saturday, September13th to see 
the great electric fly-in.  We almost didn’t go, 
based on the weather report, current conditions 
(heavy rain), and a doctor’s appointment.  
However, we left late, drove through rain, drizzle, 
overcast skies, and general dreariness until we 
reached Roscoe, NY, where the rain stopped and 
the roads were clear.  We arrived in the middle of 
the lunch break/demonstration hour where we 
joined the largest crowd ever at the show.  As we 
walked to the spectator line, it started to rain, so 
we headed to the vendor tents.  Within 10 minutes 
it stopped raining.  I was generally dry for the rest 
of the day with the exception of a few sprinkles 
about ever hour. 
 
Right after we got there we met up with Ed 
Pochinski who decided to make it a three day 
weekend to learn all about electrics and make 
purchase to get him into the game. 
 
 
We also saw a lot of other big names in the 
modeling arena - names like Dave Mathewson, 
Keith Shaw, Leon, Don, and Jason Schulmann, 
Bob Aberle, John Worth, Tom Hunt (who was 
inducted into the AMA’s Hall of Fame at the 
show) Jim Ryan, and a host of others I cannot 
remember. 
 
The planes ranged from a 6 inch indoor flyer to 
35% scale offerings.  A lot of planes were 
purposely built electric, not conversions.  Many 
planes were ARF glow or gas conversions to 
electric.  Because of the rain, most planes were 
under the tarps or in cars, so it was hard to get 
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picture.  Besides, I got so engrossed in the flying, 
and talking to the pilots about their setups that I 
forgot to take pictures. 
 
 
Last year (2002) brushless motors with Nickel 
Metal Hydride batteries were the items to have.  
Unlike years of the past, where Nickel Cadmium 
was the battery of choice, and duration was at best 
6-7 minutes, Hydride upped the duration, but at a 
slight loss of the brute power of Ni-Cd.  
 
This was the year of power and performance.  
“Everyone” (well almost everyone) was using 
Hacker brushless motors and gear boxes and 
Lithium Polymer batteries, but only if you had gobs 
of disposable income.  Pilots were flying their 10 
minute flight limit, landing, and flying again (big 
and little planes) without recharging their batteries.   
 
There were a few helicopters flying.  One with Li-
Po flew three, 10 minute 3D flights without 
recharging.   
 

 
This is part of the crowd at the ½ time show.  It 
was misting at the time, and a moment later it 
rained hard for about 15 minutes.  The tents are for 
all the flyers.  Behind those tents is a row of over 
50 vendor tents, along with an impound tent, 
seminar tent, and food concessions.  
 

 
Here is a 60 inch sized Sig Rascal with a video 
camera in the windshield.  The pilot can view the 
flight from the screen attached to the transmitter. 
 

 
Jason Shulmann is flying one of the Hacker 
Ultimate 3D bipes 
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This 95inch Hanger 9 Cessna 182 ARF had a 
Hacker motor and Li-Po batteries.  It flies with 
more power than the recommended gas motor.   
 
 

 
The pilot of this 80 inch World Models Zero had 
one major complaint about converting from a 1.60 
engine to a Hacker Motor and Li-Po.  It was that 
he didn’t have enough weight to balance the plane 
until he moved all the batteries to the front of the 
cowling and around the motor.    
 

 
This is Keith Shaw’s latest design.  It is an Italian 
Bucatti racer with counter rotating props, just like 
the full-scale plane.  This plane was designed just 
before WWII, but never flown. 
 

 
This is a flying car.  Behind the car is the Rascal 
with the video camera.  To the right rear are three 
competition pattern planes.  They are all ARF 
conversions from their original 120 4 cycle power. 
 

 
Here’s another purpose built 3D plane, one of the 
Esprit Models Diablotin series, under the tarps.  
The plane, like its owner’s World Models Zero, 
had a Hacker motor and Li-Po batteries. 
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The Hobby Lobby Air Fforce.  There were foam 
scale warbirds, fiberglass and balsa twins (B-25 
and F7F Tigercat), ducted fan jets, and 3D foam 
fliers.  They all flew during the day.   
 

 
The plane on the left is and Northeast Sailplanes 
Accord 63.  The other plane is an Esprit Kabriolin. 
 

 
Here’s an all foam C-130 with about a 4 foot wing 
span. 

 
 

 
An all foam chicken flew OK until it was skewered 
by a Live Wire Champ.  The chicken spiraled 
down, with one wing panel floating down behind 
it.  The Champ continued to fly on as if nothing 
happened.  
 

 
This is a photo of the field from the west end of the 
flying area.  This picture was taken after five, when 
the official flying ended. 
 
The trees and hill on the left looked a lot closer 
that they were.  NO one flew into the trees the day 
we were there.  To the right, about 400 feet to the 
right of the tents, is the East Branch of the 
Delaware River.
