November's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was the Bellanca
" Skyrocket"-not to be confused with the Republic
twin-engined aircraft of the same name.
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Bellanca® Skyrocket first flew in 1930 and was
essentially developed from the "Pacemaker" series.
The Skyrocket was initially fitted with six seats
and was also available with Edo floats. More
performance was desired, so in 1932 aModel D
was released with a 450 HP Wasp engine. Part of
theinitial sales went to the US Navy and Marines
for radio research, light transport, and atwo-
stretcher ambulance version. Wheel brakes
(always nice to have!) were fitted to these variants.
A Deluxe Senior Skyrocket was released,
providing more refinements and more grunt (550
HP P&W Wasp), giving 180 MPH. Northwest
Industries in Canada built final versions under
license. Some of the above data was taken from
the Complete Encyclopedia of World
Aircraft.........

There werefive
models
presented at the
November
meeting.

First up was John English with a Great Planes Gee
Bee R-1. Thisisan ARF that uses afiberglass
fuselage and a built up, balsawing. This giant
scale R-1 has awingspan of 68" and is45” long.
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The covering is Top Flite MonoKote. John
installed an O.S. 1.08 2-cycle engine to power the
beast. John used 4 channels on JR radio and five
servos. The plane weighs about 12 Ibs.

If you are interested, Dick Pettit reviewed the R-1
in the February 2004 issue of R/C Report.

Next up was new member Gus Marin and his very
tired little mechanic with a Hanger 9 Funtana 3D
ARF. The plane was built from balsaand lite
plywood and covered with white Ultrak ote.
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Gus installed a Saito 71 4-cycle motor for power.
A Futaba radio supplies guidance using 5 servos
and 4 channels. The plane has awingspan of 56"
and is56” long.

Milt Silverstein keeps getting smaller and smaller
planes. Thislittle guy isaCox Sky Ranger..

Thislittle foam electric plane uses one servo and a
9-volt battery. Milt thought it was a great bargan
at $20.

Alex Szemere brought in his freshly restored

Precision Aircraft Design’s Extra260. Thiskitis
the Patty Wagstaff version.
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Alex managed to re-kit this way back when we
had the field off of Applegarth Road.

The planeis built up of balsa and plywood with
foam ribs. The plane weighs 25 pounds and has a
115" wing span. Power is supplied by a3W78
twin cylinder motor.

Milt helped Alex with the rebuilding.

Last, but first (place, that is) was Charlie Bissette
with his“BB” Bipe. The plane has afiberglass
fuselage and built up wings, and lots of E-Poxy.

Thisis Charlie’s own design that he has built,
rebuilt, redesigned, and modified over many years
(morethat 20.) Initscurrent form it weighs 15
pounds, hasa 7” 6” wing span (top), and is
covered with UltraKote. An OS 91 and a14/6
prop is used to motivate the ship. A Futabaradio
isused for control.

Charlie got to take home a gallon of fuel for his
efforts.

DAYTON WRIGHT 'FLYER'

REPLICA FLIES

A Wright "Flyer" replica built by the Wright
Brothers Aeroplane Company of West Milton,
Ohio, hasflown, is continuing to fly, and will keep
on flying. Two replicas were built using wing ribs
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made by children from around the nation at
supervised workshops.

Ribs built by those living in North Carolina and
Ohio were used in the replica that flew
successfully for 150 feet to a safe landing on
January 7 in afield at Dayton International Airport
in Ohio. US Airways Capt. Connie Tobias, 53, of
Raleigh, North Carolina, piloted the aircraft. She
has previously flown other historic replicas. It is
powered by a modern snowmobile engine derated
to 16.1 hp but will use aWright "Flyer" replica
engine in the future. It flew again on January 9.
There have been four successful flightsin all. Nick
Engler, founder of the Wright Brothers Aeroplane
Company and Museum of Pioneer Aviation, an
educational organization dedicated to telling the
Wrights&tory, said the aircraft will be tested
further and then used for public exhibitions and
possible demonstration flights if permitted by
FAA officials.

M odeling DefinitionsFrom Rich bvorin

-Glide Time: The time between the engine falling
out and the airplane hitting the ground.
-Aeromodeling: The art of turning precision cut
and glued balsawood and foam into toothpicks
and confetti.

-Crash: Method of seeing inside amodel airplane.
-Receiver: Part of theradio that picks up
interference.

-Tank: Temporary storage place for chemicals
before they saturate the plane.

-Elevator: Deviceto prevent level flight.
-Mixture Screw: Device to meter too little fuel to
the engine at critical moments.

-Nose Whesdl: Device that prevents an airplane
from landing without bouncing.

-Spinner: Critical part of landing gear

-Luck: Very sparse on your side, but plenty with
your flying colleagues, only they refer to it as
SKILL.

-Tough Luck: Thisiswhat you usually have.

Y our flying colleagues refer to it as lack of skill.
-Bad Luck: Same as TOUGH.

-Good L uck: What you need the most, but rarely
have.

-Crash: Quick method of removing radio and
engine from amodel to fit them in your new one.
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-Crash: Also: Synonym for "rekitting" a model
-Center Of Gravity: Point in which G-forces,
dedicated to separating wing from fuselage, do
their stuff.

-Cyanoacrylate: Special glue, designed to
instantly glue fingers to balsa structures.
-Cyanoacrylate: Also: Specia glue, instantly
curing when parts are misaligned, will hardly (if at
all) cure when parts are correctly aligned.

-Dead Stick: Two of these can be found on your
transmitter after failing to properly charge your
batteries.

-Engine: Device designed to make noise. Will
suddenly stop making this noise when beyond
glide-in distance.

-Epoxy: The stuff that has replaced the balsa after
the flying season.

-Fail Safe: Option on PCM radio®that allows a
pilot to choose whether to crash near him, or a
long way away

-Fuel Tank: Plastic bottle, designed to leak when
placed in totally inaccessible locations.
-Fuselage: Optional interconnecting structure
between wings and engine.

-Glitch: What you shout when you pull up
elevator while flying inverted at 10 feet.
-Landing Gear: Structure to separate fuselage
from runway after landing. Does not aways
succeed in doing so.

-Propéller: Handy tool to cut away excess skin on
knuckles.
