This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 
.  Our Mystery Ship this month is a twin engined 
air-sea rescue, trainer, and minelayer, 
manufactured by a well-known German company.  
The plane was also made with conventional 
landing gear.  Whatzit?  (Bill had originally sent in 
an extra credit question but the plane in question 
was not in the photo that I have. ed) 
 
January's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month was the Northrop A-
17.  You may remember that John Northrop©s 
company started the design of the Flying Wing in 
1927 and later single engined transports (The 
Alpha/Beta/Gamma series). 
     Northrop used the Gamma series to develop a 
light attack bomber (Gamma 2C).  This plane went 
through several engine changes as the XA-16.  
Too much horsepower (!) led to the A-17 project, 
using the 750 HP Pratt & Whitney R-1535 Twin 
Wasp Junior; the first of a production run of 109 
aircraft was delivered in December 1935.  
Improved A-17A versions were next (retractable 
tail wheel and 825 HP P&W engine), but Douglas 
acquired 49% of Northrop©s stock and built 129 
units.  The U.S. Army Air Force took 31 in 1942, 
and they were equipped with 6 machine guns and 
1800 lbs. of bombs.  Max speed was 220 mph, 
with a max. take-off weight of 7543 lb.  Some of 
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the above data was taken from the Complete 
Encyclopedia of World Aircraft..........  Bill Keller

5A.  That model brought back many old memories 
for Charlie.

AMA Carefully Watching the 
Proposed FCC BPL Regulation. 
 
Alex forwarded on the following document 
through the government’s web site. (www.fcc.gov)  
Information can also be found on the AMA web 
site (www.modelaircraft.org/templates/ama)  
 
 

As I understand the proposal, the FCC is 
proposing the use of BPL (Broadband Power Line 
transmission of data) to make broadband signal 
(internet access) available to virtually even home 
that has commercially generated electric power. 

 
So, what does that have to do with us?  Well, there 
is a concern that if the transmitted signal leaks 
from the power line grid, it could interfere with 
our transmitted signals and cause a loss of control.   
 
The pessimist in me says that if they (the FCC) are 
requiring “devices to employ adaptive interference 
mitigation techniques to prevent harmful 
interference to existing users,”  then they know that 
there will be interference and they will deal with it 
after it happens through a proposed database to 
track interference issues.  That’s not good for us. 
 
My take on this proposal is that it is different than 
past proposals in that it is proposing to implement 
a service without first establishing a frequency 
spectrum, power level, or acceptable levels of 
control.  Kind of like, “We don’ t need details, lets 
do it.”   So signals could be broadcast in our 
spectrum, or in other industrial user’s spectrums.

FCC PROPOSES RULES FOR BROADBAND OVER 
POWER LINES TO PROMOTE BROADBAND 
SERVICE TO UNDERSERVED AREAS AND 

INCREASE COMPETITION 
 
 Washington, DC - As part of its ongoing efforts to promote 
access to broadband services for all Americans and to 
encourage new facilities-based broadband platforms, the 
Federal Communications Commission today proposed 
changes to certain technical rules that will foster broadband 
deployment using the significantly untapped capabilities of 
the nation’s power grid, while safeguarding existing services 
against harmful interference. 
 

The Part 15 rule changes, proposed in a Notice of 
Proposed Rulemaking (Notice), set forth procedures to 
measure the radiofrequency (RF) energy emitted by 
equipment used to provide broadband service over power 
lines and establish particularized interference mitigation 
requirements.  By facilitating access to broadband over 
power lines (BPL), the Commission takes an important step 
toward increasing the availability of broadband in rural and 
underserved areas because power lines reach virtually every 
home and community in the country.  In areas in which 
consumers already have broadband access, BPL enhances 
competition by providing another broadband alternative.  
These proposed changes will also facilitate the ability of 
electric utilities to dynamically manage the power grid itself, 
increasing network reliability.   
  

Specifically, the Notice adopted by the 
Commission: 

 
- proposes rules requiring BPL devices to employ 
adaptive interference mitigation techniques to 
prevent harmful interference to existing users, such 
as public safety and amateur radio operators.  These 
techniques would enable BPL devices to cease 
operations altogether, dynamically reduce transmit 
power, and/or avoid operating on specific 
frequencies to prevent harmful interference;  
  
- proposes developing a public database that would 
include such information as location, operational 
frequencies, and modulation type of BPL devices, 
which will facilitate the resolution of interference 
issues in a timely fashion; 
 
- seeks comment on specific RF measurement 
guidelines for BPL devices and other carrier current 
systems.  These guidelines will ensure that emission 
measurements for these systems are made in a 

consistent manner.  While the Notice addresses RF 
measurement guidelines, it does not propose any 
changes to existing applicable emission limits. 

 
Notably, some electric utilities already use a lower 

speed version of BPL technology to manage their internal 
networks.  Widespread deployment of BPL devices will 
afford these same companies added benefits such as, remote 
power outage notification, load management to reduce peak 
power usage, improved load balancing, and remote meter 
reading capabilities.
