April'sMystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery ship last month was the V ought
0O2U-4 "Corsair" scout duty aircraft. These were
manufactured starting in 1927, utilizing an all-
stedl fuselage structure, and were the first to use
the new Pratt & Whitney Wasp 9 _cyl radia
engines. Production to the US Navy totaled 291 in
several versions. An additional 289 "SU" versions,
including floats, were built again for the USN
prior to WWII. When the war started, these
biplanes were thankfully removed from first-line
service. Variants of this second batch included
radio-controlled drones and tricycle gear for ease
of remote controlled stability during taxi, takeoff
and landing. Final production also included the
600 hp P&W Hornet engines, which gave 167
mph, 5670@eiling and arange of 680 miles.
Armament (There®a scary thought against the
futuristic Japanese Zero) consisted of one forward
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firing machine gun and atwin gun in the rear
cockpit.

Protecting Yourself From the Heat

With the coming of summer we will again
experience the hot and humid conditions typical of
New Jersey. And when we fly many timeswe
over expose ourselves to this weather and the sun.

Now, we aways make sure that our planes are
protected from the heat and effects of the sun. We
do this by making sure that enough cooling air gets
to our motors (and batteries for the electric flier),
and keep a path open for the heated air to escape.
When the sun is redlly intense, we move the planes
to the shade or cover them with awhite cloth to
keep the interiors cool. We know from past
experience that overheated electronics can fail.

But, do we do the same for our bodies?
Sometimes. Most times not. We should come to
the field as protected as we can be. How do we do
that? Waell, in many ways. We want to be
hydrated and fueled up. We should drink plenty of
fluids before going to the field, with water or
sports drink the preferred liquid. We should aso
eat something light but filling before flying.

Before you leave, and after you are at the field,
you should cover all exposed skin (don’t forget
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your head and behind the ears!) with a sun block
of at least an SPF of 40. Get onethat isn’t greasy
—you wouldn’t want to drop the transmitter while
flying. Try to find one that includes a good bug
and insect repellent.

Make sure you have glasses or sunglasses that
block both UVA and UVB rays.

Cover as much skin as possible with *breathable,”
light clothing. Wear ahat with the brim over the
eyes. Cliponalight cloth to the hat so t hat the
neck is covered (hey, you'll have that exotic
foreign legion soldier look.)

When not flying, stay in the shade and drink plenty
of liquids.

| haven't tried thisbut | have heard of and seen
people carrying around bottles of water with
misters attached, spraying themselvesin the face
and on other exposed skin. The evaporating water
creates a cooling effect.

| have used a device that has some sort of salt or
rice in a cotton-polyester tube that you chill in the
freezer or on ice and then wrap over the back of
your neck. Thisis supposed to cool your head and
make you feel comfortable. It may work for some,
but for me, | get a headache.

So, how do you know if your flying buddy is
having problems with the heat? (I know you
won't have a problem because you take al the
precautions.) Well, you can use the information
that Alex Szemere has supplied me that was
copied from a pamphlet dealing with heat
exhaustion. This document is from the U.S.
Department of Labor, Occupationa Safety and
Health Administration. Document number OSHA
3154 dated 2002. (Seethe next page.)

Heat Exhaustion

What are the symptoms?

STRAIGHT;

UPSET STOMACH; VOMITING; DECREASED OR

PALE, CLAMMY SKIN

What should you do?

__Act immediately. If not treated, heat exhaustion may advance
to heat stroke or death.

__Movethevictim to acool, shaded areato rest. Don’t leave
the person aone. If symptoms include dizziness or
lightheadedness, lay the victim on his or her back and raise
the legs 6 to 8 inches. If symptoms include nausea or upset
stomach, lay the victim on his or her side.

_ Loosen and remove any heavy clothing.

_ Have the person drink cool water (about a cup every

15 minutes) unless sick to the stomach.

_ Cool the person’s body by fanning and spraying with a cool
mist of water or applying awet cloth to the person’s skin.

_ Call 911 for emergency help if the person does not feel better
in afew minutes

Heat Stroke—A Medical Emergency

What are the symptoms?

DRY, PALE SKIN WITH NO SWEATING; HOT, RED
SKIN

THAT LOOK S SUNBURNED; MOOD CHANGES SUCH
ASIRRITABILITY, CONFUSION, OR THE INABILITY
TO

THINK STRAIGHT; SEIZURESOR FITS; AND
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UNCONCIOUSNESSWITH NO RESPONSE
What should you do?

_ Call 911 for emergency help immediately.
__Movethevictim to a cool, shaded area. Don't leave the
person alone. Lay the victim on his or her back. Move any
nearby objects away from the person if symptoms include
seizures or fits. If symptoms include nausea or upset
stomach, lay the victim on his or her side.

_ Loosen and remove any heavy clothing.

_ Have the person drink cool water (about a cup every

15 minutes) if alert enough to drink something, unless sick
to the stomach.

_ Cool the person’s body by fanning and spraying with a cool
mist of water or wiping the victim with awet cloth or
covering him or her with awet sheet.

_ Placeice packs under the armpits and groin area.

How can you protect yourself and your coworkers?
_ Learn the signs and symptoms of heat-induced illnesses and
how to respond.

__Train your workforce about heat-induced illnesses.

_ Perform the heaviest work during the coolest part of the day.
_ Build up tolerance to the heat and the work activity slowly.
This usually takes about 2 weeks.

_ Usethe buddy system, with people working in pairs.

_ Drink plenty of cool water, about a cup every 15 to 20
minutes.

_ Wear light, loose-fitting, breathabl e clothing, such as cotton.
_ Take freguent, short breaks in cool, shaded areas to allow
the body to cool down.

__Avoid eating large meals before working in hot
environments.

__Avoid acohol or beverages with caffeine. These make the
body lose water and increase the risk for heat illnesses.

What factors put you at increased risk?

_ Taking certain medications. Check with your health-care
provider or pharmacist to seeif any medicines you

are taking affect you when working in hot environments.

_ Having a previous heat-induced illness.

_ Wearing persona protective equipment such as a

respirator or protective suit.

Hint and Tips

The following tips were pulled from the March
issue of the AMA’s National Newsletter.

Tail weight

During the process of building your next
masterpiece, it may become apparent that tail
weight isrequired. Lead weight for fishing linesis
available at most sporting goods stores in the form
of round (about 1/8-inch diameter) strips, severd
incheslong. This strip lead is easy to cut up and
embed in the model during construction. For
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example, strips of lead inserted under the triangle
stock can be used to reinforce the fin or stabilizer
on most model designs. It also can be inserted into
wing tips to provide lateral balance.

Tap dance

Instead of using the sheet-meta screwsthat are
supplied with plastic spinners (the slots of which
are quickly destroyed by screwdrivers), tap the
backplate posts to accept the appropriate size of
Allen-head capscrews into which you can insert a
regular Allen key.

Weight lifter

An excellent way to add ballast to the front of
your model isto straighten the tab
of your old tire weights, then bolt
them to the underside of your
engine mount. This puts the weight
well forward, whereit’s needed
and where it can be clipped away

with shears to adjust the balance point of the

model. Do not bolt ballast to the cowls. More

often than not, the little cowl mounting screws will

be torn out by the vibration. Y our friendly tire man

will probably give you some old weights.

Firewall fuel proofing

Firewalls of airplanes are usually coated with
epoxy to help prevent fuel and oil damage to the
wood. On airplanes with no cowling, apply a coat
of epoxy on the firewall after you cover the
airplane with film covering. Make sure the film
overlaps alittle onto the firewall. Thisway the
epoxy seals the edges of the film covering.
Besides, most film adheres better to wood than
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epoxy, so that’ s another plus.

UltraCote printing

Goldberg UltraCote film covering has a paper
backing that you can print on. Cut an 81/2-by-11-
inch sheet, put it in an inkjet printer, and print your
design on the paper backing. (Note: Don’t use a
laser printer or anything that uses heat as it will
destroy the covering.) Thisworks well for large
lettering. Make sure your image is reversed so
when it’s printed on the backing, you can cut it out
and it will be correct when ironed on the airplane.

If you want to use a piece of covering that is
smaller, print the design onto paper first. Then,
carefully tape the UltraCote over the design on the
paper and run the entire sheet through your printer.
The design should print in the same place.
