Our Mystery Ship last month was the Swiss-

made "Dornier DO-X" which made its first flight
on July 12, 1929. Power came from twelve (1) 500
HP Siemens Jupiter engines, underpowered, and
later replaced by 640 HP Curtiss Conqueror V-
12@ Interior luxury was provided by individual
sleeping cabins, lounge, smoking room, bathroom,
kitchen, and dining, all arranged on 3 decks.
Cruising speed was 131 MPH with a ceiling of
only 4100 ft and arange of 1367 miles.
International travel was the design goal, but
performance was still marginal. Only three were
built; our bombers bit the Berlin Museum and
destroyed the first plane; the remaining two were
used by the Italian Air Force and then scrapped.

From The Shop — Tips —By Norm Berger

Plastic Heat Shrink Covering

a. If you need to line up trim over another
color, use astraight edge or other guide and
draw, using the felt tip pen lineto aign as
needed. Thisfelttiplineiseasly removed
with a paper towel and alittle acohol.
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b. If you want to put trim shapes on top of
abase color, cut out trim shapes as needed
and then lightly spray the base with
Windex. Put the trim on top and squeegee
the trim to force out the liquid once you
have the trim lined up. Apply heat with an
iron, and you have trim in place where you
want it with almost no air trapped under it!

Cowl Cut Outs

If you need to cut holesin cowl for a
needle valve, cylinder head or mufflers,
just use masking tape as a guide. Put
masking tape on the item you want to cut
out of the cowl and run it back to the
fuselage. Place Y2 inch marks on the tape
from the cut point back to the fuse.

When you put the cowl on you can see the
line of the tape and know the distance on
the tape so you can then transfer these
measurements onto the cowl and cut
perfectly every time.

This requires that you mount your engine
and place the tape, then take off your
engine and mount the cowl and use the
tape to transfer the measurements.

Of course agood Dremel Tool with either
adrill bit or arotary sanding drum (comes
in several sizes) isthe tool of choiceto
make the openings you need.

With alittle care you can do areal
professional job.

Bulk Items

Do you get tired of looking for the ‘one’
clevis or connector? Do you long to go to
the hobby shop and pay a dollar for 2 4/40
screws? Can you find a hobby shop that
knows what a 4/40 screw is anymore?

Hobby Lobby has a section in the back of
their catalog that offers bulk packages of
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many items you ‘need’ to finish that new
airplane you are building.

It might be agood ideato look at what is
offered since the parts are generally less
than half as expensive, are of excellent
quality, and are well sited to airplane
hobby etc.

Put in a stash of the items you use most
frequently, and you will find you are
getting your airplanes done at lower cost
and not spending your time hunting down
stuff or walking away for extended periods
of time because you lack one last part to
complete.

Examples are threaded rods, clevis pieces,
whed collars, CA hinges, stand offs,
flexible pushrods, fuel tubing, wheels,
tanks, etc.

MoreHintsand Tips

The following hints are from the May AMA
National Newsletter

Threading wires

Use kite string or fishing line to thread servo wires
through awing. Place a Shop-Vac near the servo
bay and drop the string or line into the exit hole.
Be sure to hold onto the end of the string and to
turn on the Shop-Vac.

Removing glue

To remove parts that were glued with epoxy, use a
heat gun along with a scraper, knife blade, or
screwdriver to carefully pry them apart.

Storage ideas
Use your old prescription bottles to store nuts and
bolts. Pedl off the label and you'll have a see

They aso are good for holding bolts when
disassembling an engine.

Cowls

To keep cowls from cracking, drill the screw holes
abit larger and use asmall, 1/16-inch piece of fuel
tubing as awasher in the hole. The washer will
compress and protect the cowl from the screw
head. For even more protection from cracks,
before you drill the new holes, reinforce the area
where the screws will go.

Loose exhaust deflectors

If you have ever lost a silicon rubber exhaust
deflector from your muffler in flight, try putting a
small bead of J-B Weld or epoxy around the end
of the outlet pipeto form alip. Now you can push
the deflector on and tie wrap it ahead of thelip.
Thiswill hold it securely in place. It aso should
work with tuned pipes.
