July's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 

 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month was from the 
German manufacturer Henschel, who made 
aircraft before and after WWII, and who made 
heavy-duty truck diesel engines well into the 70©s. 
Our photo ship was the model Hs-123, designed in 
1933 to meet dive bomber requirements. Three 
prototypes were constructed (first flight in 1938) 
using BMW©s 132-A3 radial engine. Flight testing 
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included dive-bombing, during which time two 
prototypes were destroyed because of wing 
structural failures. A 4th aircraft was built, 
updated, and successfully tested to the relief of the 
test pilots. The days of biplanes as first-line 
aircraft were numbered, and the production Hs-
123©s were replaced by the familiar Junkers Ju-87 
"Stuka.”   The planes were reassigned to Spain and 
saw service in Poland, France, and Belgium in 
1940. The few that were left were used up in battle 
with the Soviet Union in 1943.  Max speed was 
211 MPH, with a service ceiling of 29,500 ft (!). 
Armament was two forward firing machine guns 
and 990 lbs’  of bombs.... Some of the above data 
was taken from The Complete Encyclopedia of 
World Aircraft......Bill Keller.  
 
This Month's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 
 
Our Mystery Ship this month, as you can see, is a 
"flying boat." This type of design was very popular 
in the "thirties" because of the USA©s expanding 
world presence and a flying boat made its own 
runways. The basic design goes back to a 1927 
government contract, and variants were built all 
the way thru 1934.  The wing was mounted way 
above the fuselage (and water spray) and held two 
750-hp Wright R-1820-90 radials. Whatzit?
