We had our Picnic at the Edison Field on 
Saturday, the 11th of September. We started off the 
day with coffee and donuts at 10:30 and began the 
barbecue around 1:00 pm. 
 
We invited any of the other flyers from the other 
clubs present to partake, and I think all really 
appreciated the gesture! 
 
A special thanks goes out to Mrs. Rachael Bissette 
and daughter Cheryl for tending the grill for us. 
Nobody went hungry as there was plenty of food.

The flying went on all day, with only one member 
experiencing a catastrophic system failure (battery 
failure) that caused him to leave early. 
 
We have another event on Sunday, September 
26th, when we go to Dorbrook Park in Colts Neck 
(Route 537 east of Route 34) as guests of Jersey 
Coast Sport Flyers. We will provide the 
refreshments this time as we participate in their 
R/C Baseball Game. 
 
R/C Baseball is something anyone can participate 
in and presents no need for any special skill other 
than spot landing. It is a lot of fun, although the 
JCSF guys are a little too serious and look to beat 
us bad! 
 
Even if you don’ t come to fly I,t would be nice to 
get a good spectator turnout from the club, and 
besides, you can still partake in the picnic food 
that will be available.

Personally I have been having a pretty interesting 
flying season. 
 
I get out to one field or the other one or sometimes 
two times on a weekend.  
 
I recently flew my Great Planes Tiger Moth (Enya 
80 4Cycle), which was a delight after I coupled 

aileron and rudder. The first flight was hairy when 
it wasn’ t turning well on aileron alone, and with 
the power being slightly more than marginal for 
this 72”  bipe I had to use rudder and aileron. Well, 
given first flight jitters, more like a case of severe 
Parkinson’s Disease, I brought it around, landed 
and re-adjusted the radio to couple the two 
surfaces, and proceeded to get a couple of good 
flights after that. 
 
Contrary to what I had been told by others, the 
Tiger Moth flew quite well, was very gentle, and 
did not exhibit a scale flip-over on landing! 
 
-- 
 
I also recently first flighted one of those Thunder 
Tiger G200 Profile airplanes. Yes, I know enough 
to reinforce the tai,l especially since the first one 
of these I had way back when we flew on the farm 
lasted 9 seconds in the air until the tail folded. 
Plywood reinforcement is standard on this 
airplane.  
 
The new G200 is powered by a ST 51 and a sports 
JR channel 29 radio. It flew right off the deck and 
I only had to add more throw (started out at 50%) 
until I got to 65%, and now it is doing what it is 
intended to do. The only thing lousy about this 
plane is the covering that looks like Monocote but 
is some kind of cheapee contact paper that you 
can’ t shrink or easily repair. The trick with this 
one is to keep it pristine (impossible) as it gets 
ratty once you have to start patching anything. If 
you want one, I suggest you look for the ARC 
version and cover it with real Monocote or 
UltraCoat as what comes on the ARF is really a 
poor substitute.  
 
Also, if you buy one then I recommend that you 
take all the hardware out of the box and throw it in 
the garbage immediately; otherwise you will suffer 
problems from the sub standard quality of these 
ingredients. 
 
The saving factors for the G200 is that is a very 
good flyer, it is really not costly, and it goes 
together 1-2-3. 
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-- 
 
My Electric Vermont Belle has been a delight to 
fly but continues to have different issues with each 
flight. Recently I stripped the gears on one of the 
micro servos and had a servo mount in the wing 
tear out. It is waiting right now for some purple 
see-though covering to complete a repair after the 
servo mount incident. 
 
This one is a good flyer, but has taken some kind 
of maintenance almost every other flight for one 
reason or the other. Oh well, being electric at least 
means that there is no fuel to clean up and nothing 
to drip in the car! 
 
-- 
 
I have more than a few aircraft these days and the 
fleet needs a little “wear and tear repairs”  from 
time to time. I have found that a glue called, of all 
things, Gorilla Glue, which I obtained in Home 
Depot, is very good for these little repairs. While I 
am not sure of the chemical nature of this stuff or 
if it is fuel proof, its claim to fame is ‘glue 
anything to anything’  and this is something it 
seems to excel at! Once you put this stuff on (do it 
very sparingly) it foams up and then sets. 
 
The best uses I have found are for fixing plastic 
parts onto your airplanes i.e. turtle decks and fuse 
enhancements. Try it; you will like it!

Our Mystery Ship last month was from the USA 
Company of Consolidated and is the "Admiral 
P2Y-1." This design was in response to the 
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government©s 1923 request for a "monoplane 
patrol flying boat." Although Consolidated did the 
basic design and prototype build/test, other 
manufacturers were given the specs and the Glenn 
L. Martin Co. was able to undercut Consolidated©s 
bid and built a quantity. Consolidated then added 
commercial versions and called this design 
"Commodore," the improved XP2Y-1. A new 
airline was formed to provide service from Miami 
to the West Indies; eventually merging with Pan 
Am, flying in this area even after the end of 
WWII. These 5-seat "Patrol Boats" were powered 
by two 750-hp Wright R-1820-90 radial engines 
and cruised at a blinding 117 mph..... Some of the 
above data was taken from The Complete 
Encyclopedia of World Aircraft......Bill Keller.

Our Mystery Ship this month, as you can see, is 
another "Flying Boat.”   This is in keeping with the 
weather that keeps hammering Florida and the 
Gulf Coast regions.

Charlie’s Story by Charlie Bissette 
 
In the May meeting at the Cranbury Inn in 
Cranbury, N.J. Bill Keller invited my wife and me 
to the breakfast meeting.  Keith Ferris was the 
invited guest to give a slide lecture on his aviation 
paintings. 
Keith’s father was an aviator in the U.S. Air 
Service.  During his tenure Keith and his father 
were stationed at different military facilities 
around the U.S. 
 
Growing up Keith became familiar with different 
types of planes in the service.  Keith wished to 
become a pilot himself, but it was not to be.  But 
Keith was granted the privilege of piggy-back 
riding with a great variety of plane types including 
jets.  He gained an intimate knowledge, 
understanding, and love of these flying machines.  
He grew progressively adept at illustrating them in 
realistic settings.  His greatest contribution was the 
use of “ light”  to give each plane a surrealistic 
envelope of light. 
 
Robert Taylor – a British aviation illustrator – is 
one of the best painters especially of WWII 

aircraft, but he lacks the ethereal lighting effects 
that Keith displays. 
 
One of Keith’s most famous and outstanding 
paintings is the large mural in the Smithsonian Air 
& Space Museum in Washington, D.C.  This 
painting occupies the whole back wall in the room 
where a British Spitfire, and American P-51 
Mustang (“Willet Run”), a German ME109 
Gustav, and a Japanese “Zero”  reside.

The picture of the American B-17 (which Keith 
and Sid Trink are holding) is but a small part of 
the mural.  Other aircraft in the mural include B.F. 
109’s, away below the B-17s make a graphic 
statement of “ lighting effects”  in the composition.  
One of the unusual techniques Keith uses is not to 
use the color black in his paintings.  He said he 
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uses the other colors to give the effect of darkness. 
(Primarily using a mixture of vermilion (dark red) 
and dark blue can give this.) 
 
Those wishing to know more about Keith and his 
pictures can go to his web site at 
www.keithferrisart.com .  Footnote: Keith gave 
the B-17 painting to a lucky winner at the 
breakfast.  Another note: The original picture of 
the P-47 Thunderbolt that Bill Keller and I are 
holding was found in a small book I purchased 
about 25 years ago.  There is a glint of reflected 
light off the top of the pilot’s canopy.  Also there 
is a deep depth of light in the cloud formations (an 
example of his “ light”  effects.) The size of the 
picture is 30”  x 40”  and painted in acrylics.
