From The Leader of Your  Pack! 
 
I don’ t know about you, but I get out to fly as often 
as possible since I know it soon will be too cold 
for these old bones! 
 
Let me tell you about on interesting flying day. I 
went out with a dark blue G200 I have been flying 
of late. It was a beautiful day, sun out and the sky 
clear. There seemed to be a little bit of wind, but 
nothing to speak of. 
 
I got to the field and unpacked my equipment. I 
was flying just the day before in the same place 
around the same time and had had a great day. 
 
As I did my first take off on this day I headed east 
into the wind (what there was of it), and the 
airplane acted funny.  As I raised the nose it kind 
of swiveled to the right and was over the nearby 
woods against the bright blue sky. 
 
I saw my G200 go up, then kind of behind the 
horizon of trees, but miraculously it was still 
climbing, although I could not tell if it was 
upright, going left or right! 
 

Instinctively I cut the throttle and worked the 
controls slowly to try and figure out which way it 
was going. One of my flying buddies walked over 
and offered encouragement and slowly I brought it 
back, spooled it up, and cleared the trees! 
 
Several passes around the field and I slowly 
figured out what was going on. We were in a field 
completely surrounded on all four sides with trees 
and experiencing WIND SHEAR, and given the 
brightness of the day there was no contrast with 
this airplane and it was no longer fun. 
 
Frankly, I tried flying 3 or 4 times but the SHEAR 
was too much for me. I felt very uncomfortable. 
Even my electric was highly affected anytime it 
got near the top of the trees. I did the next best 
thing and just packed up and went home. 
 
This is the first time I experienced this with a 
model airplane, and it is no fun at all. When you 
see the wind shift several times in a short period of 
time by 180 degrees this must be WIND SHEAR, 
and it is time to go home! 
 
I have also been busy in the shop. I recently 
acquired a YAK-54 from Chief Aircraft and added 
a G26 to the front of it. I am in need of an airplane 
with cahones. I am not sure why, but somehow it 
just seems like the right thing to do. 
 
The YAK-54 is set up for a 120-140 4 Cycle, and I 
had to do some reengineering to place the G26 in 
the nose, but it is in there now and fits well inside 
the cowling. 
 
I am installing all heavy duty Giant Scale fittings 
and pull-pull on the rudder. 
 
Given where I am with it right now, it might fly 
before the season is over, but then I have two or 
three other new craft in the shop that are finished 
and have not flown yet either. A little bit of good 
weather and maybe…. 
 
I will not be at the meeting again this month as 
business takes precedence and I am off again!  
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We have our auction on Saturday, Nov. 6th and 
need your support the Friday night before to set up 
and then again on Saturday 8AM to pull it off.

September 's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month was of German 
manufacture, as you can see from the license letter 
("D" for Deutschland) on the wing. It's a Dornier 
Do-18K-1, developed in 1934 for Lufthansa's 
"Transatlantic Mail Routes."...Yeah...Right.  First 
flight was March 15, 1935.  Later variants had 
improved engines (more grunt), one Do-18 set a 
non-stop seaplane record of 5214 miles (!) in 43 
hours, from England to Brazil.  Wartime use of 
these seaplanes was coastal reconnaissance.  
Unfortunately, one of the Do-18's became the 
second WWII aircraft to be downed by the RAF 
flying from the carrier "Ark Royal.”   Performance 
included two Junkers Jumo 205D DIESEL engines 
(That's what that smell is!), a cruise speed of 137 
mph, and gross weight of 22,000 lb with a normal 
range of 2200 miles.  Armament consisted of one 
machine gun in the bow position and one cannon 
in the dorsal turret, plus two 110-lb bombs.  Not 
an amphibian, no wheels were provided.  Some of 
the above data taken from the encyclopedia of 
World Aircraft
