January's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was obviously
German, and is a "fighter-bomber" produced by
Messerschmitt. Designated "Bf-110,” three
prototypes were built and first flight was May 12,
1936. Theinitial engines were very unreliable
910HP Daimler-Benz units which gave atop
speed of 314 MPH. Later production units used
Junkers Jumo 680 HP "reliable but slow™ engines.
Many variants of the "110" were built; the Bf-
110C using new and reliable Daimler-Benz units
of 1475 HP. However, maneuverability was still a
problem against modern single-engine fighters
(Hurricane/Spitfire); there were heavy losses in the
Battle of Britain. The Bf-110D, equipped as a
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night fighter, used various versions of on-board
radar (some not so successful). About 6,050 total
aircraft were built, ending, as fuel dried up, with
the Bf-110H-4. Performance was 342 MPH,;
26,000 ft ceiling; 1300 mi range.
