Rebirth Of the Big Buff

Last year ayoung man by the name of Gordon
Nichols crashed one of the most spectacular RC
aircraft ever built. The 23'-3” wingspan, 300 Ib,
B-52. Shewas less than ayear old. Though no
cost to the plane was ever publically stated, I've
seen many guesses in the $50k US dollar range.
Her construction, highlighted by 8 Wren turbine
engines, great scale details and a truckload of
failsafe electronics, was otherwise not

unusual ....just enormous.

| recall reading about it when it first debuted and
sending the link to my wife with a“What | want
for Christmas” header. Just afew months later at
the BMFA Nationals the plane met its demise —
not in thein the actua airfield, but in the backyard
of the neighboring house. The home video made
the Internet the very next day.

Britain's Large Model Association held an official
enquiry, revealing what modelers around the world
didn’t want to hear. Dumb Thumbs:

“In afull and frank report the pilot stated that,
partly due to distractions on the flight-line but
principally as aresult of an "incorrect input"”
due to disorientation, the model was over
banked and crashed...”

Much like Mr. Nichols' model, the full scale B-52
does not use regular ailerons, but instead a system
of spoilers, which lose effectiveness when banked
too far. In 1994 afull scale B-52 — known as
Czar-52 - crashed at Fairchild Air Force Base just
prior to an air show. The pilot, well known as a
hotshot and rule breaker, killed himself and his
three crewmen in a crash that has an eerie
similarity to Mr. Nichols crash. The difference,
aside from the tragic loss of life, wasthat Mr.
Nichols didn’t intentionally over-bank the plane.

Our Mystery Ship last month was the popular
Lockheed PV-1 "Ventura." Lockheed's success
with the earlier "Hudson" in RAF serviceled to
the development of the larger Lockheed 18
"Lodestar" and the following "37." In 1940 a total
of 675 units were contracted again for the RAF,
which named this version "Ventura." Compared to
Hudson, Ventura had better armament, heavier
bomb load and obviously more power. These
went into British service in November 1942.
Additional numbers were supplied across the pond
under the famous "lend-lease” program and aso
built for the US Navy and US Army Air Force
who designated it "PV-1 Ventura" A similar
design was named "Harpoon." Production models
of both these designs totaled 3,028 units.
Construction continued after WWII that supplied
these reliable mini-bombers to Japan, the
Netherlands, Portugal, and Peru. The USA used
them in coastal observation well into the fifties,
equipped with a.50 caliber dorsal turret and a
bomb bay.

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How to Prevent Crooked Takeoffs by
Ron Scott from the Simi Valley Flyers, Simi Valley
CA

This article appeared in the May 2005 issue of the
AMA National Newsletter.

In airplanes with tricycle landing gears it’ s fairly
easy to control the straightness of take off with the
front wheel and rudder. During takeoff, you guide
the airplane with the front wheel down the runway
until the speed gets to about 10-20 mph, and then
the rudder takes over and guides the airplane the
rest of the way—hopefully straight down the
runway to a smooth takeoff. Other factors that
affect takeoffs are obviously the pilot, wind
direction, and model dynamics.

Toe-in iswhen the front wheels are slightly angled
inward. Typically 1 or 2° of toe-in will do the
trick.

Tail-dragger airplanes are dlightly different
animals and require alittle toe-in in order to guide
the airplane down the runway as straight as
possible during takeoff and landing. Front wheel
toe-in plays avery important role, much more so
than in an airplane with tricycle landing gear.

An airplane with tricycle gear’s center of gravity
(CG) isin front of the main gear. This helps
straighten out an airplane that has developed ayaw
angle between where it is pointed and where it is
actually going.

A tail dragger’s CG is behind the main gear, and a
dlight yaw angle is not automatically corrected but
is made worse and can result in ground looping.

Toe-in of the wheels can help both types of
airplane. A model rolling straight ahead has equal
drag from each of the wheels. When the airplane
takes an unwanted turn to the left, the drag from
the left wheel is reduced to near zero, while the
drag at the right wheel increases. The net effect is
an unbalanced drag on the wheels. This exerts a
retarding force and tends to turn the airplane back
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to the desired direction. This wouldn’t happen
without toe-in.

A dlight toe-in on float models also works well for
maintaining a straight takeoff into the wind. The most

important thing I’ ve learned about float flying is to keep the
airplane directed straight into the wind during takeoff and

landing.

Flying electric airplanesis just one more facet of
this great hobby and more and more pilots are
trying electric flight. Therefore, for those budding
e-fliers, | thought | would share afew thoughts
from my four years of experiencein this part of the
hobby.

1. Once that battery is plugged in, assume the
propeller has only one goal in lifeand that isto
hurt you. Even with throttle locks on transmitters
and switches on speed controllers, once you plug
that battery in, you want to make sure you keep
away from the propeller.

When a gas or glow-motor driven propeller hits
something it will generally stall the motor, but not
without doing some damage. An electric motor
will not stall; it'll just draw more current in an
attempt to keep going. So, an electric driven
propeller can do much more damage. Thus, it must
be given your utmost respect.

The switches on speed controllers are no guarantee
either. I’ve had motors start spinning even with the
speed controller switched off.

2. Use quality connectors. | see some folks using
Tamiya connectors. Tamiyas are not really suitable
for RC flight since it’s not a matter of if they will
fail, but rather a matter of when. For small models,
Dean’s makes micro connectors which are well
liked. For larger models, Sermos (AKA Anderson
Powerpoles) or Dean’ s Ultra connectors are liked
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aswell. These are just a couple of choices, but the
bottom lineis to use a quality connector.

3. Finding a good motor, propeller, and battery
combo is abit science and a bit art. On a glow
model, you generally combine a known engine and
aknown propeller (eg. .40 enginewithal0x 5
propeller or something like that). In electrics, it
can be a bit more complicated since you aso have
to account for the number of cells, plusthereare a
number of motor and gearbox combinations. The
easiest thing to do is simply find a combination
someone else is successfully using in asimilarly
sized model and copy that. One source for this sort
of information is the electric power systems forum
like www.rcgroups.com.

| hope this hel ps those thinking about trying out
electric flight. And, fedl free to contact me at
telemitch@wowwav.com if you have any follow-
up questions.
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And findly, thisisthe result of Alex attempting to
teach newbie Bob the fine art of dead stick
approaches around a power pole in 30 mph winds.

Bob said he learned two important lessons. One
was that RC flying was not easy and two is not to
fly in the wind.

The plane will be or is currently back to flying
thanks to master rebuilder Milt Silverstein.
