May's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 

 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month is the only one of the 
three prototypes completed and flown, of 
Germany©s Dornier Do-19.  This was a four-
engined long-range strategic bomber.  Their air 
force©s chief of staff, Walther Wever, authorized 
these three units to be engineered, built, and flown 
in 1935, and three like units from Junkers (Ju-89).  
The Dornier had a rectangular cross-section 
fuselage, twin tail fins and rudders, fully 
retractable gear (including tail wheel), and was 
powered by four Bramo 322H-2 (750 HP) radial 
engines. The crew of nine consisted of pilot, co-
pilot/navigator, bombardier, radioman, and five 
gunners. The craft was designed to haul a 3500 lb 
bomb load and cruise at 155 mph. Unfortunately, 
Germany©s air force chief of staff was killed in a 
plane accident and his replacement, Albert 
Kesselring, was a proponent of medium twin-
engine bombers, and ordered two of the three 
prototypes scrapped. In 1939 the surviving 
prototype Do-19 was converted to military 
transport use.

AEROBATIC LEGEND CURTIS PITTS DIES AT 89 
Curtis Pitts was still 
involved in the design of 
his new Model 14 before 
he died in Miami June 10 
of complications resulting 
from a heart valve 
replacement. Steen Aero 
will finish the nearly 
completed design. Pitts 
sold the rights to the 
famous Pitts biplane in 
1977, yet it remains in 
production at Aviat 
Aircraft. He helped 
design Aviat©s Pitts S-2C 
wings in 1998 because, 
"It keeps me out of the 
bars," he once joked to 
AOPA Pilot. He first flew the famous design in 1945; you 
can see that flight, (www.steenaero.com/PittsS1) conducted 
without permission of Civil Aviation Authority inspectors, on 
the Web. The Pitts was used by Charlie Hillard and Mary 
Gaffney to win top honors at the 1972 World Aerobatic 
Competition. Pitts suffered a stroke in 2004 but was still able 
to direct others to do design work. His wife, Willie Mae 
Pitts, who is credited with some of the work on early Pitts 
models, died in 1998.
