1.5 miles to Swimming River Rd., turn left. Follow 
Swimming River Rd. to Rt. 537 west, turn right. 

Make left into 
park on dirt road. Travel around white barn and 
continue down dirt road as far as you can to our 
flying field.   
 
 State Highway 34 to Rt. 537 east. Southbound, 
turn left; northbound, turn right.

June's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 

 

 
 
Our Mystery Ship last month was the German 
D.III “Scout,”  manufactured by Pfalz.  This 
company started by making aircraft under license, 
primarily the Roland D.I and D.II models in 1916 
and 1917.  In the summer of 1917 Pfalz finalized 
their own design of a single-seat fighter and called 
it the D.III “Scout.”   First flight was in the summer 
of 1917, and, as can be seen from the picture, it 
was an unequal wingspan biplane with fixed 
tailskid landing gear.  Initial power was a 160 HP 
Mercedes Benz D.III engine.  First production 
(still in 1917, a very busy year) went to the 
Western Front.  Early in 1918 the D.IIIa that was 
powered by an up rated Mercedes Benz engine 
with additional power was introduced.  It is 
estimated that more than 600 Scouts were built.  
One example was modified with a third wing, but 
history cannot confirm that this test unit was ever 
flown.

The Freak Show. 
 

Pink Floyd fans unite! Not the band, but the plane, 
of course. Last year, a young aeronautical student, 
Hans Wildebush, built a monstrous 24-foot 
wingspan RC airplane in his dorm room. He 
‘modeled’  it after a basic .40 trainer – boxy, high 
wing, generous dihedral. Being on a student’s 
budget, he built the whole thing out of pink Fan 
Fold Foam house insulation, thus the name “Pink 
Floyd” . His first project flew on April 2nd and 
again on April 16th. Not content with such a 
record-breaking achievement, he scaled up the 
plans 2 times and added a bit to the wings to bring 
it to an even FIFTY foot wingspan. His new 
monstrosity, dubbed the Big Floyd, is also being 
built entirely from pink fanfold foam (2000 sq. ft!) 
with some pine here & there at key points. The 
power system consists of 3 belt-driven AXI 
5330/24 motors, 3 Jeti 125amp speed controllers 
and approximately 7.5 pounds of Li- Po cells. 
Construction of the airframe is nearly complete 
and the maiden flight is tentatively scheduled for 
the end of August. See details here:

Group’s member has scaled down the plans for the 
NorthStar .40 amphibious plane into a 24”  WS 
park flyer that uses an inexpensive CD-ROM type 
brushless motor. In homage to its big brother, it’s 
named the ‘Twinkle’ .  Construction is 
conventional balsa, and it features plug-in landing 
gear for ‘dry’  landings.  Performance reports have 
been very positive, so I’ve ordered a set of plans 
for myself. Though a nice flyer, its ability to scoot 
across water and snow at high speed means that 
flying is only part of the fun.  No kits are available, 
but rolled plans are $15.

ONE LAST TIME 

 
Air show performer 
extraordinaire Wayne 
Handley is about to 
perform before a crowd for 
the last time in his unique 
Raven airplane. After the 
performance on Saturday, 
August 20, at the 
Northwest Antique 
Airplane Club Fly-In (Mc 

Minnville Municipal Airport, Mc Minnville, Oregon) 
(http://www.nwaac.com/flyininfo.htm ), the 
airplane will be retired to the Evergreen Aviation 
Museum in McMinnville, Oregon, home of 
Howard Hughes© giant Hercules. Handley actually 
retired from the air show circuit six years ago after 
an accident left him with serious injuries, 
including a broken back. On October 3, 1999, a 
special aerobatic airplane, dubbed the Oracle 
Turbo Raven, which featured a huge turboprop 
engine, flamed out while Handley was on a steep 
approach to landing during a maneuver at an air 
show.  After a miraculous recovery, Handley 
returned to fly a few performances and stayed 
active in the air show business. He has been an 
inspiration to many young air show stars.
