August's Mystery Shipuy Bill Keller
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Our mystery ship last month was the Lockheed
(from the early “Skunk Works”) A-29. Most of us
don’t recognize this designation; it’s the tried-and-
true “Hudson.” The original design was for the
British RAF in 1938 for maritime
patrol/navigational trainer aircraft. It started out,
as a lot of rush jobs, as a version of the Lockheed
14 Super Electra, with a modified fuselage to
incorporate nose and dorsal gun turrets, a bomb
bay, and a mid-mounted navigator’s position. A
great number of variants were made from this basic
design. The first US Navy sinking of a U-Boat (U-
701) was credited to an A-29 on July 7, 1942.

| recently came across this little rocket at
www.stevensaero.canhordered myself one and
had it assembled in about 2 hours....easier than
most ARFS. A 24” wingspan, 3 ¥2 oz. all-up
weight, and 40mph top speed in level flight makes
it the smallest, the fastest, the cheapest, and the
lightest plane | own. The only part of the
construction that is remotely time consuming was
sanding the airfoil out of the flat balsa slab. | used
an orbital sander and had it done in 10 minutes.
The plans are free to download, or you can order a
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laser cut kit that includes the balsa, carbon boom,
and linkage material for only $12. The sum total of
the entire plane was $120, including radio gear an
a lipo pack.

It really is a blast to fly — it’s so quick, with atlé
$10 GWS direct drive IPS motor, it's hard to keep
track of. A little bright orange and yellow spray
paint helps a lot. It was tough to get her trimmed
out because of the speed, but once | got her diale
in she behaved very well. Good low-speed stability
but the tiny elevator becomes rather ineffective
below 2/3rds throttle or so. I'm getting about 8~10
minute flights at full throttle using a tiny $18
450mah lipo.

Bill Stevens, the designer, thought it would be fun
to offer a cheap racer that could be used for club
Spec-class racing. If anybody is interested in a littlg
friendly competition, | could get a few lengths of
PVC pipe to make up some pylons....
