On the flying front I am keeping busy.  The 
continuing story of the YAK-54 I told you all 
about last month goes like this: 
 
I took it out to the field and obtained some 
assistance from my buddies, as this is my first 
Zenoah G-26 powered airplane.  
 
We fiddled with the engine for awhile and got it 
idling well and developing plenty of power. 
 
Of course I had to endure the comments of  - 
“Why do you have a wood prop and not a $65 
special edition”  to the “A Sullivan Starter is a 
piece of s…, you need an xyz starter for one of 
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these”  and followed by “You can start it by 
hand….“  
 
Well, wood is fine as I don’ t need an extra 300 
rpm right now.  The Sullivan starter I have works 
fine, and I’m not putting my fingers in front of a 
G-26, glove or not, thanks so much! 
 
Of course, this new bird stopped all activity. We 
taxied to the end of the runway, stood dead center 
of the strip, and gave it the gun. The airplane took 
off easy enough, but seemed just slightly tail 
heavy. 
 
With lots of trimming we got the beast under 
control and were setting up for a landing. My 
coach stood behind me and, surprisingly, I wasn’ t 
shaking too much. 
 
Then the airplane seemed to dive, and when I 
pulled on the elevator it went into some wild 
gyrations. Needless to say it made a loud sound in 
the nearby woods of this field we were flying from 
– actually more like we felled an old oak tree. 
 
This day in the park where I fly was a horse outing 
with lots of horses and people too, and one person 
was sitting by our entrance gate. 
 
We took off in two cars for the entrance gate, 
thinking it was in that vicinity. 
 
Well, we were all stunned when a lady was 
walking down the road holding my airplane to 
return it to us, and it was in one piece too! 
 
The aircraft sustained some minor damage to the 
fiberglass fuse and a loosening of the internal 
firewall. Oh yes, one of the two pilots was 
decapitated! 
 
The problem was that half of the elevator was 
disconnected from the push rod. It seems that 
when you give up elevator on one side only, you 
get a climbing twist maneuver instead of just a 
climb maneuver. I would say that the connection 
was not in far enough as a result of the trim 
adjustment before flight. 

To make matters worse, when I got this beast 
home I went over it all and found that I did not put 
the cotter pins on the elevator linkages either! 
While these did not fall out that might have 
happened too! 
 
Frankly, I have been doing this a long time, and 
never before made such mistakes – I think before I 
fly a new one again I will employ another pair of 
eyes for a second opinion. This might be a good 
policy for all of us to follow, come to think of it. 
 
The repairs are just about done, and the YAK-54 
will fly again. 
 
I also received my repaired YS-110 that I spoke 
about last month.  This was a new engine I could 
not get to run right.  YS reported the problems and 
repaired the engine under warrantee, replacing the 
regulator and plunger.  Now I have to see if it will 
run for me before the season is over. 
 
Today is one of those cold blustery days after all 
the rain, and I think it is “clean the shop”  weather.

September 's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller 

 

 
 

Our "Mystery Ship last month was Germany©s 
Dornier Do 17 "Flying Pencil." In 1933 Lufthansa 
solicited bids for a six-passenger mailplane. 
Dornier©s bid was a shoulder-mounted wing all-
metal monoplane powered by two 660 hp BMW 
engines. Three Do 17 aircraft were built in 1934 
and evaluated by Lufthansa. Our photo ship is one 
of those three. However, Lufthansa rejected the 
fuselage design (too narrow with no room for 
passenger accommodations) and all three were 
returned to Dornier. Four more prototypes were 
constructed, each one a step forward, but the end 
result  (with a shortened fuselage) used two 750 hp 
BMW engines and also added several machine 
guns which obviously transformed it from a 
passenger/mail plane to a light bomber, with a 
bomb rack in place of mailbags. Cruising speed 
was 186 mph with a range of 721 miles, not very 
spectacular, even with later, more powerful 1000 
hp Bramo 323P Fafnir radial engines.
