New Temporary Field:

As mentioned at the last meeting we have
permission from East Brunswick’s Mayor Neary to
make use of the new park land under construction
off of Dunham’s Corner Road until construction
begins. The start of construction isuncertain and is
estimated to be not before next fal asit stands
now.

We have picked out a spot which is on your left as
you come in, kind of on your left insidean ‘L’ of
trees.

At the moment thereisno sign or any easily
distinguishable landmarks other than the ‘L, but
what the‘L’; itisafield at last!

We ask members to be on your very best behavior
and follow the outline below until such time aswe
discuss this at our upcoming meeting:

1. Park facing Dunham'’s Corner Road on the
road (soft shoulder) on the side where we
areflying.

2. All aircraft need to be range checked at this
field before flying each and every time you
come out.

3. You must have a buddy/spotter with you —
no one is out there flying alone under any
circumstances.

4. Your ‘buddy’ isresponsible to safety check
your airplane and you his if he/sheis going
to fly that day.
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5. Flying may not start before 9AM on any
day, with exception of electrics, which may
be anytime.

6. If theairplaneistoo loud —takeit
somewhere else to fly. Thisis subjective,
and if you or any of your buddies think it
might be too loud, or if anyone makes a
comment, please withdraw.

7. Clean up after yourself, “if you bring it in,
pack it out” and let’s keep the place
pristine, like we find it or better.

Again, we will discuss this outline at the
meeting so the membership hasasay in the
field operation.

A lot depends upon how we are seen —we have
entrée to the Mayor, and heis very open and
willing to work with us. Our hope is that we can
work together to achieve a permanent spot in the
East Brunswick area once the park development
starts. Please be a safe flyer and a good neighbor.

At present the field itself is rather rough and best
used with hand launched aircraft. We will see
what can be done to get some short term
improvements in this situation, so please stand by
as we hope it gets even better.

October'sMystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our October "mystery ship" should have been easy
to identify for al fliersthat had an interest in
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WWII aircraft. 1t®@the Douglas A-26/B-26 Invader.
In 1940 the USAAF issued arequirement for an
attack medium bomber. Three prototypes were
built: one with abombardier in the nose (XA-26);
one with heavy armament for night fighter duties
(XA-26A); and an attack aircraft with anose-
mounted canon (XA-26-B). Testing in the USA
and eval uating reports from Europe and the Pacific
led to the initial production of 1355 aircraft
delivered up to April 1944. This basic design, and
many variants, was in use thru the Korean conflict
and even Viet Nam, although the airframes were at
or past their time limit. After the war(s) some were
even converted to freighters, staff transport, target
tugs, and even fire-fighters, showing that the
original design was really well done.
