ThisMonth's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our neighbors out on Long Island, al'so known as
“The Iron Works’ made this month’s Mystery
Ship. Identifying this should be easy; if you can®
tell, go back to square one and take another 1ook.
We® give you a hint on the name; initiadly it was
caled "Martlet" but that®not the name weee
looking for. Whatzit?

December's Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was the
bomber/airliner Junkers Ju-86, powered by Junkers
Jumo 205 Diesel engines. Thefirst of five
prototypes was built in 1934, with disappointing
results; however, the program continued, and in
1935 they went into service. The second prototype
was used by Swissair as an airliner, carrying
passengers between Zurich and Frankfurt-am
Main. Many variants were built; the first group
was used as bombers in the Spanish Civil War,
with the same poor performance. German
Luftwaffe experience was not very good, and to
correct the marginal power complaints, BMW
radials were installed. Later variants used Jumo
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208 engines, a supercharged version climbed to
47,250 feet!! It isinteresting to note that SAAB of
Sweden built quantities of these aircraft under
license. Production ended in 1938, probably
because the Heinkel He-111 outperformed the Ju-
