This Month's Classic Mystery Ship by 
Bill Keller 
 
Our Classic Mystery Ship this month is a little-
known aircraft from a well-known manufacturer 
(not Boeing). In fact, all the USA plane builders 
knew in the late 30©s that Boeing©s B-17 was the 
up-and-coming landmark design. Our Mystery 
Ship was an interim design for a medium bomber, 
correcting a lot of their earlier efforts. 
Whatzit??

Our Mystery Ship last month was the successful 
Fokker DVII. This design was, obviously, the 
seventh of a long line of his designs; the DXXIII 
(Twenty-third) being similar to the pusher-puller 
Cessna Skymaster, but I digress.  Our Number 
Seven was the result of Fokker©s entry to 

Germany©s request for a "modern" single-seat 
fighter, so the old designs were updated with more 
wing and a 185 hp BMW-III in-line six cylinder 
rather than the old redial. The design was so 
successful that at the end of WWI (Armistice on 
11-11-18) all the DVII©s were to be turned over to 
the Allies. BUT...Fokker his own self was not 
from Germany, but Holland, and he craftily 
smuggled a number of DVII©s, other planes and 
tooling, into his native Holland where he set up a 
new aircraft factory, supplying the needs of many 
European nations.  Fokker is still building aircraft, 
such as the twin turboprop Model 100 
"Friendship" commuter.  Watch for it at your 
neighborhood municipal airport

First up  was Mike Forbes who converted a House 
of  Balsa kit of the P-51 from ½ A glow to electric.  
Mike said he took 9 months to finish the project.  
The plane is powered by a HiMaxx 2025 brushless 
motor and GWS gearbox, and a 3 cell Li-Po 
battery.   

 

 
Next Mike talked about his Cessna 206.  The 
plane is covered in Solar Film and Solar Film 
Trim Strip.  An E-Flite Park 370 outrunner electric 
motor will be used for power.  A neat feature is the 
rare earth magnets Mike used to hold the various 
parts of the model together, such as are the cowl, 
landing gear, and wing struts.  Mike was the 
MOM winner with this plane.

Aerobird Extreme, a Testimonial  
by Milt 
 
Two weeks ago, I got a chance to go out around 
1:30 to the East Brunswick field.  Alex, Bill Keller 
and his daughter and another member, I don©t 
remember his name, were there also.  It was a little 
windy.  Alex flew his electric.  When the wind 
died down, we took my Aerobird Extreme up for a 
maiden flight.  It has a 55-inch wingspan, weighs 
2.4 pounds, has V-tail controls and a 6 cell, 1700 
MHA battery.  I was surprised and excited how 
well it flew.  You can get more than a 15-minute 
flight.  It will take off from the ground with no 
trouble.  It has a speed 540 motor.  You can put 
this ARF together in about a 1/2 hour.  It goes for 
less than $200.  I think we can have a lot of fun 
with this plane.  For more fun you can add an 

“Aerial Drop Module”  or a “Sonic Combat 
Module”  to the plane.  Here is a picture and the 
official specifications.

A Lancaster  
 
Doris’  Canadian friend, Albert Whiting forwarded, 
the following information on his latest project.  
I’m not really certain, but I think Albert wants 
Doris to hurry up and get her wings so she can fly 
the Lanc for him.  It is a very nice job, and I hope 
that they both are successful. 
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Avro Lancaster  Bomber.  
Wing span  105 "  
Plans are from Chris Gold, which are available 
from Nexus Plans service UK.  
Foam construction of fuselage is built around a 
plywood core; Wings are 2" blue foam with a 
plywood spar and were shaped using a Feather Cut 
hot wire system.  
Fixed undercarriage; operating flaps were not 
considered necessary for flying so I saved some 
weight.  The canopy and gun turrets moldings 
were purchased from Nexus Plans UK.  
Motors are 4 AXI 2820/12 with individual Jeti40 
controllers.  
Batteries 4 x 10 cell sub C NiMH in parallel/series 
wiring.  These were used in preference to Li-Poly©s 
because the weight was needed in the nose to meet 
CG balance. 
The finish was a first primer layer of water soluble 
aluminum onto the foam, (then a thousand rivet 
lines) finished by Latex camouflage,  All decals 
and numbers were done with a computer program 
(which a fellow club member possessed).

A Plug 
 
I needed a few batteries recently, specifically a 
battery for a set of mechanical retracts and flight 
batteries for some electric models that I have been 
flying for some time.  I decided to stay with “old 
technology”  so I opted for Nickel Metal Hydride 
for the retracts and Ni-Cd for the flight packs. 
 
I used Hangtimes Hobbies (www.hangtimes.com) 
for the Ni-H and Cheap Battery Packs 
(www.cheapbatterypacks.com) for the Ni-Cd.  
Both companies web sites were easy to use and 
were quick with delivery.  They do a nice job of 
building the battery packs too.  (I gave up on two 
competitors that will stay unnamed because I had 
difficulty getting through all the steps required, 
excessive cost of shipping, and invalid links. One 
site had a simple overnight charger I wanted.  
However, when I clicked on the picture, part 
number, or quantity box it jumped me to a product 
that was six times more expensive and way too 
complicated for what I needed.)

Congratulations are in order to the club.  38 years 
ago (March, 1968) the club was chartered and 
incorporated.
