Our Mystery Ship last month was the Douglas B-
23 Dragon. Donald Douglas© 1934 original design 
(B-18) for a medium bomber was built to the same 
government specs as Boeing©s B-17, but clearly 
was not in the same league; only 350 were built 
compared to 13,000 B-17©s. In an effort to improve 
the design, Douglas improved the plane, and it 
became the 1938 Douglas B-23 Dragon. All major 
components were improved, including faired 
engine nacelles, retractable tailwheel, the first 
design to have a tail gun position, and 60% more 
power using Wright Cyclone R-2600-3 (14 cyl) 
radials @ 1600 HP each. The first flight was on 
July 27, 1939. However, performance was still 
disappointing. As a result, the Dragons saw limited 
service in patrol capacity on the USA Pacific 
coastline; 15 became UC-67 transports doing 
glider towing and engine and weapons testbeds.  
Cruise speed was 210 MPH, with a 31,600 ft 
ceiling and a range of 1400 miles. Some survived 
the war, and Pan Am used them for another 30 
years, carrying a crew of two and 12 passengers ( 
Not the same people!!)....Some of the above date 
taken from the Complete Encyclopedia of World 
Aircraft............Bill Keller

June 2 to 5.  9AM to?  16th annual Mid-Atlantic 
Air Museum’s World War II Weekend.  Otherwise 
known as the Reading Air Show.  It is held at the 
Reading Regional Airport.  
 
The show is held rain or shine (Marlene and I 
know about the rain!) We’re planning to go, and 
are hoping to see the sun this time.  
 
The cost is $18 per person at the gate with kids 
$8.00.  There is even a 3-day weekend pass 
available. 
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Great show, but it’s more than a show.  This is a 
period reenactment.  Visitors are encouraged to 
dress in period clothing to enhance the experience.   
 
Mail Call’s R. Lee Ermey will be there along with 
a lot of other speaking and non speaking guests for 
the war.  There are re-enactments of battles and 
speeches by dignitaries.  On the aircraft side there 
are trainers, observation, fighters, and bombers of 
all kinds.  This year the featured plane is the 
Lancaster bomber from the Canadian War bird 
Heritage Museum.   
 
To get there from here, take I-78 West to Rte. 61 
South.  Follow Rte. 61 South to Rte. 222 South.  
Follow Rte. 222 South to Rte. 183 South (Airport 
exit).  Turn left onto Bernville Rd. Turn 
immediately left at Van Reed Rd.  Follow signs to 
Mid-Atlantic Air Museum.  It’s approximately 121 
Miles, 2:25 hours. 
 
Go to www.maam.org for directions and more 
information.  If you use Map Quest make sure you 
use the address as Museum Drive.  Museum Road 
will put you on the wrong side of Reading.  You’ ll 
probably end up parking in an industrial park or a 
farmer’s field.  However, that’s not a problem.  
Free Shuttle busses are provided. (And if you take 
this trip with a shopper, don’ t forget Reading’s 
Outlets are nearby…Marlene)

RED BULL AIR RACE TO RETURN TO UNITED 
STATES  

Europeans seem to 
be going crazy over 
the Red Bull Air 
Race World Series.  ( 
www.readbullairrace.
com )The crowd sees 
aerobatic airplanes 
hitting speeds of 250 
mph while tumbling 
around a course 

defined by inflatable pylons. At the second race of the season 
on May 6 over Barcelona©s Bogatell Beach, nearly a million 
spectators gathered to watch Hungarian pilot Peter Besenyei 
claim victory. Americans Mike Mangold and Kirby 
Chambliss followed. All three pilots are currently tied for 
first place to take the overall victory. Traffic was snarled for 
miles while others watched from boats. Red Bull officials 
said ten times more people lined the shore than were at a 
stadium to watch a soccer match between two Barcelona 
rivals. Seven more races are planned for the year as the 
series makes its return to San Francisco on October 7.
