January's Classic Mystery Ship oy sill

Our Mystery Ship last month was the British
Hawker "Fury 11" (Remember the 1965 Plymouth
"C-body" Fury I. I, and 111?). Our Fury design
started back in 1927 when Britain® Air Ministry
sent out requests for an interceptor fighter. After
some initial engine hiccups, radial engines were
discarded and power was provided by Mssrs. Rolls
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and Royce®V-12 Kestrel @ 640 hp. Ininitial
flight tests the prototype, and al initial production
units built in 1931, were the first aircraft to exceed
200 mph. Not bad for abiplane with all the struts
and wires. The Kestrel power plant was further
refined for speed (good) but range was reduced
(bad). However, the design was so successful that
Furies remained in first-line service until the
(Hawker) Hurricanes were introduced in 1939.
Ships delivered to Yugoslavia fought the Russian
invasion in April 1941. The Furies max speed was
223 mph; weight was 3609 |bs, and armament was
two forward firing 7.7 mm machine guns

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The interesting thing is that both of these diehards
arerelative newcomers, so | guess they have it bad
so to speak. | can remember those days, but that is
along time ago.

The interesting thing | saw was one of the guys
had a Giant Aeromaster with a50CC Eclipse gas
engine up front. If you want to talk about straight
up out of sight without missing a beat, that isthe
combination to meet the ‘need.’

Thisisagood timeto go over al your equipment
and insure it will be ready when the weather turns
in our favor:

1.Cycle batteries in both transmitters and
airborne — replace any battery packs that do
not have enough capacity or don’t hold a
charge. (Batteries last approximately 3
years — so if your batteries are older, it may
be time.)

2.Check al the electrical connections and the
switchto insure al are in good order.
(Include any servos, extensions, etc.)

3.Go over your aircraft to insure thereis
nothing loose — both inside and out.

4.Check all linkages and make sure that all is
in order. Now isagood timeto add a small
piece of fuel tubing over those clevisesto
safety them (especially the nylon clevises.)

5.Make sure no linkage binds and that servos
are traveling without binding.

6.Recelvers and battery packs should be
wrapped in plastic bags and then
surrounded by foam rubber in any aircraft
other than electrics to dampen vibration.
Think safety — go over all your equipment
so that you can have a good experience
next time you go out. I’m sure you can add
to the above basic list.

| would also suggest, as mentioned last month, that
you insure that your transmitters are properly
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marked i.e. 72 MHz with ared flag and your
channel number.

Those of us with synthesizer modules need to do
something too — | have seen folks that have a
plastic pouch with cards that are interchangeable —
there is no excuse AFTER you shoot someone
down — please be very careful.

Also those with synthesizer modules might be
wise to have afrequency checker to make sure
those little wheels are really set properly before
there is aproblem.

We adso will have a frequency control board
available for EB shortly, and you need aclip with
your name and frequency clearly marked.

| will gather materials discussed for the EB field in
March and be looking for some help when the
time comes, so please step up at that time.

Battery Storage

| was reading the January 2007 issue of Quiet

Flyer Magazine the other day and came across
Greg Covey's Column “Hop-Ups.” (page 100) The
sub-articleistitled “ Storing Lithium for
Longevity.” Inthe article, Greg quotes Battery
University (www.batteryuniversity.com) and their
recommendations for storing batteries for extended
periods of time. Some examples:

Most batteries should be stored in a cool (59° F),
dry environment.

Lead Acid type batteries should be stored fully
charged.

Nickel and Lithium based batteries should be
stored at 40% state-of-charge.

Do not stock-pile Li-lon batteries, and avoid
buying dated stock, even at reduced pricing.

Li-Poly capacity retention is best if you store the
batteries at a 50% charged level and at 32° F.

If you are into electric thisis good information.
Check out both the magazine and the web site for
the whole story.

A Different view of the NASM

Last December Charlie Bissette visited the
National Air and Space Museum in Washington,
D.C. Whilethere he did the normal sightseeing
routine but added a little twist — he photographed a
couple of the extraordinarily detailed models that
are offered for sale in the museums' gift shop.

The planes are modeled in a 1/32 inch to the foot
scale and in Charlie’ swords “rather expensive.”
Charlie didn’t mention any numbers.

ThisisaBoeing P-36 Pursuit Ship that was used
during the early thirties. Itisa1/32 solid scale
model. Thisisone of the most colorful planes that
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the Air Force had. This particular model sports the
Thunderbird motif.

This Solid Scale Model isaMartin PBM (Patrol
Bomber, Martin). The full sized aircraft had two
2,000 hp air cooled radial motors and a crew of 13.
Included were four pilots, 4 radio/radar gunners, 3
mechanics, and 2 ordnance members. The plane
was capable of carrying two 2,000 Ib. torpedoes.
The plane had a 169 foot wingspan.

Charlie mentioned that he was a crew member on
one of the planes from the Banana River Nava Air
Station (now Cape Kennedy) that were used during
the search-rescue attempt of the 5 TBF slost in the
Bermuda Triangle of December 1945. Charlie
mentioned that one of the PBMs was lost during
the storm search.
