April’s Classic Mystery Ship oy sill Keller

Our Mystery Ship from last month isthe
Messerschmitt 410 "Hornisse" (Hornet, like the
insect or the 1ll-fated WWII USN aircraft carrier).
The aircraft started out as” Me-210," and on the
first flight of September 5, 1939, it let its pilots

know that it was areal handful to fly: " Extreme
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instability" was the description; stalling and
spinning were all too common. However, 200
were ordered without the stability problems being
solved! Manufacturing was halted in April 1942,
and the production process was abandoned.
M esserschmitt continued to try to get an
acceptable fix on the airframe: leading-edge slats
and lengthened fuselage. Engines went from
Daimler-Benz 601A (1050 hp) to 603A (1750 hp)
and the plane was designated Me-410. If more
grunt is good, much more is better (final engines
were up to 1900hp). Performance was 364mph,
ceiling of 32,000 ft and a range of 1050 miles.
Armament consisted of forward-firing cannon and
machine guns, and two fusel age side-mounted
fixed rear-firing machine guns. Final use of the
aircraft was in homeland defense and attacks on
southern England. Production terminated in
September 1944 after 1160 were produced.

Field Level Observations: by norman

Berger

A

In the past month | have been able to get some
serious flying in — the weather has been
cooperating more than not and the prospects are
for continued improvement ahead!

| got a chance to get afew flights on my electric
CAP 232 that | brought to the meeting two months
ago. Aside from the fact that | neglected to bolt
down the motor and it fell off in the middle of the
first flight, | can report that it is an outstanding
flyer. The power provided by the motor, prop, and
battery isjust about perfect (follows
recommendation of Horizon on their site.) Other
than that the airframe is not for a beginner, thisisa
good way for an experienced pilot to try out an
electric model that has some real capabilities.

Now if | only had some real capabilities, all would
be well with the combination, | guess.
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This month has aso been battery month for me. |
cycled al my batteries since earlier this year and
replaced afew, but now that | am flying more, |
am seeing old batteries on the verge of failure. No
battery has cost me an airplane yet, but | can tell
you that there are signs to watch out for:

a. Monitor transmitter battery voltage after
charging and before going to the field, and
then monitor both before and after each
flight. Typically, agood fresh TX battery
should be showing +11v +/- after charge,
and assuming 10-minute flights, you
should expect to stay in the 10v range for
5-7 flights with anormal airplane
configuration (standard servos, 600-800 ma
airborne pack).

b. If you utilize digital servos, use no less than
1100 ma airborne packs, and the more you
can move up toward 1800-2400 the better.
Please remember that Giant Scale Aircraft
have their own requirements.

c. New batteries should be labeled with year
and month of acquisition so you can be
sure about age of batteries. Expect
realistically to be replacing batteries every
3-4 years.

d. Some systems like JR use a TX back-up
battery to retain set-up information, and
these need to be replaced every 4-5 years.
These are soldered into the system and
usually require areturn to the service
facility. You can tell when they are on the
very edge as TX may show no indication of
life or it may appear to go dead on the
computer screen but still operate. If the TX
back-up goes completely dead, you lose
set-up on the next power cycle so make
sure you pay attention. It will not lose set-
up if the back-up battery goes dead while
the system is on as long as the primary
batteries are working OK.

e. Use of amonitoring device on the aircraft or
ameter between flightsis avery good idea.

If you replace a pack, cut off the adapter plug
carefully and do not short the pack. | would
suggest you keep the adapter plug, asthey comein
handy sometimes. Make sure you dispose of the
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batteries properly —if you are not sure, | would
suggest dropping them in aBEST BUY disposal
box set up to receive old electronic batteries vs.
having them wind up in alandfill.
| would also suggest that you look at some battery
options vs. just standard batteries:
aNIMh vs. NiCad — similar pricing, better
selection on the marketplace, and often can
obtain more ma/$.
b.Most standard radios come with 600-800 ma
packsinthe TX. If you fly alot think
about moving up to 1500-2000 ma range.
c.Most airborne bstteries come in 600-1100 ma
packs for the RX — digital servos demand
more power (they are hunting all the time)
and here 1100 should be the new
minimum.
d.Larger batteries require a charger to match or
more time — make sure you are aware of
what it takes to properly charge the
batteries you ultimately choose.
e.Thereare now LIPO and Li lon batteries for
both RX and TX (Durdliteis one example)
which completely change the game and
probably represent the future for us
anyway.
f.Quality of the batteriesisimportant.
Companies like SR provide ‘matched cells
which last longer, but at a price.

While on the subject of batteries, you should know
that they need proper instalation. Lately | see
people at the field with install ations that make me
shudder; i.e. batteries and even receivers strapped
down to bare wood!

If you want to do it right, then both your receiver
and battery pack need to befirst put into aplastic
bag so that if thereisever afuel leak they stand a
chance to remain dry. Then the battery needs to be
surrounded with latex foam rubber and none of
this open cell packing foam stuff. Latex foam
rubber absorbs vibration, and the other products
may actually transmit vibration! | often suggest
use of Scotch strapping tape (the one with the
nylon cord in it) to secure the latex foam wrap.
Last, the RX and battery need to be secured so
they don’t have any chance to flop around in the
airplane. | suggest Velcro straps to secure the RX
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and batteries as they facilitate removal if ever
needed.

Given dl of the above, electric aircraft require
much less protection on the airborne packs,
however, to the extent you can protect the RX and
batteries, | would do so, but it is surely a different
animal vs. gas or nitro models.

Proper preparation of the aircraft is essential and
proper monitoring of the systems and batteriesis
your job to keep everyone and everything safe.
Get you stuff ready, keep and eye on it, and go
have some FUN too!

So, | went online to NoBS Batteries
www.hangtimes.com ,and within moments | had
picked out two battery styles and chose the
chemistry, capacity, shape, and connectors. | said
no to a second pack — same configuration for 25%
off and then gave them an email address and the
plastic information. Moments later | had a
confirmation. Monday afternoon | had a shipping
notice. Wednesday afternoon my friendly
mailman rang the doorbell to let us know the
batteries were here. Nice. New cells, assembled
when ordered.

And thistime | wrote the date of purchase on the
packs.
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The nice thing about NOBS is their prompt
service, selection, and information. They have
information on the proper use and charging, and
they have alink to “Red’ s Battery Clinic”, amust
read.

How fast does it go?

Humans have a funny tendency to try to race
things. Silly things sometimes, like lawnmowers,
frogs, cockroaches...thelist is endless. Doesn't
matter what it is or how fast it goes, aslong asit’s
faster than the other guys'.

With today’ s advancesin...well, pretty much
everything, you can go really fast realy cheap. A
few club members have probably seen me buzzing
around with my tiny Stevens Aero Adrenaline
Rush (www.stevensaero.com) at thefield. The
planeitself costs $12, and even the most powerful
brushless motor available that’ll fit initisonly
about $50. If you have a couple dollars more, see
the Slipso400 from Mountain Models
(www.mountainmodels.com). It'sabalsakit that
goes fast for cheap. For basically the same thing
in afiberglass ARF, Soaring USA sellsthe
venerable Sokol (www.soaringusa.com), also a
400-class pylon type. Not to be outdone,
Nesail.com has their Filip400 (www.nesail.com).
Both sites offer aLONG list of fast aircraft of all
sizes and dollar values. Both sites will aso tell
you exactly what motor/prop/battery you need for
the performance or price you expect. For toodling
around, pretty much any 20mm in-runner will do,
but if you wanna go faster, look for the Neu label
(www.neumotors.com). Steve Neu builds some of
the world’ s finest and most efficient motors, and
answers your questions here on RCCGroups:
http://www.rcgroups.com/neumotors-417/

But enough about these electron-burners... If fossil
fuels are your fancy, then
http://www.]ettengineering.com/ makes some
killer glow motors that are often in championship
planes. When .40 and .60 glow powered planes
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just aren’t big and expensive enough, talk to these
guys at http://www.starr-racing.com/. I’m not sure
if they are joking, but they advertise their * Black
Flame 280 Deluxe' twin cylinder motor at FORTY
horsepower.

Finally, if you want THE absolute fastest plane on
earth, remove the motor completely from the
equation and head for the slopes. Though FAI
won't recognize it because the upwind and
downwind passisn’t possible, the fastest plane on
earth is an unpowered glider. If you haven't heard
of Dynamic Soaring, it’s sort of like slope soaring
except it'sall done on the backside of the ridge.
By utilizing the ‘rolling’ eddy current of wind
going over theridgeline, aDS er can accelerate the
aircraft by diving into the eddy current that’s
rolling back up the face and then turn out as the
plane reaches the ridgeline and the updraft. Dive
back into the eddy current and repeat. This
slinging effect usually takes place in 30~40mph
wind and usually gets the aircraft up to the 250
mph area. Somewhere on his website

Lite covering. The 35" wing span plane weighsin
at 16 ounces. It uses a 30 watt outrunner motor
with 2 350 ma LiPo cellsand a GWS radio system.
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Norm Berger campaigned his Hanger 9 P-40
Warhawk ARF. The model is of all wood
construction and is covered in Ultracote
camouflage colors. The 9-pound, 65 inch planeis
powered by a RCV 90 engine that looks like this

(www.rcvengines.com) and swings an 18x12 prop.
(You read that right!) Norm usesaJR radio to
control the 7 servos.
