Our Mystery Ship from last month bears a
resemblance to the good old "Jug," the P-47
Thunderbolt. However, itisa"Lancer" made by
Republic and designated "P-43.” (It isnot the
Dodge Lancer or related to the Lancer vineyard
stuff) This ship owed its heritage to the Seversky
P-35. One P-35 was experimentally fitted with a
Pratt and Whitney turbocharged engine and called
XP-41. The next step wasto take this design to
Republic and designate it "P-43 Lancer.” The
reason for the transfer from Seversky to Republic
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isunclear. However the turbocharged P& W R-
1830-35 really made it arunner, both in altitude
and speed; further engine upgrades added still
more performance. The plane®role was primarily
reconnaissance; some being transferred to the
Chinese and Royal Australian Air Forces. Max
speed was 349 MPH; 38,000 ft. service celling;
800-mile range (thirsty little devil). And I still
think it looks like a P-47.

Yes, | got in plenty
of flying; however, | put in three (count them -
three) airplanes thismonth! They say trouble
comesin threes, so | will let you know if that is
really true next month.

All of my problems were avoidable:

1. | had an older Top Flite Spitfire powered by
an Enya60. Thisflew very nicely and was
quite docile for awar bird. | decided |
needed more aileron throw and changed
the servo arm to alonger one. Needlessto
say a couple of days passed between the
arm upgrade and the next flight. | then
never thought more about it and flew it
without checking the alignment of the
ailerons with the transmitter on. Did | tell
you | was flying thiswith alot of right trim
in the transmitter previously?

So, if the airplane has a bad left
tendency and you make it worse
and you run yourself out of trim
etc., can you guess what follows?

2. Number two was a Twin Star, whichisa
Hobbico twin powered by two 25’s. This
was a good flyer even on one engine. The
sound was everything when those babies
were in sync, and they were alwaysin sync.
| flew it about 4 times on the fatal day and
decided on one more flight before going
home.

This one died mid-air from battery
exhaustion in the airborne pack —
no capacity |eft.
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3. Number 3 was a Taube (German WW | —
lookslike abird.) Thisairplane was about
30 years old (that is thirty 30!) Both
Snoopy and Charlie Brown (my pilots) are
now looking for anew home as they
survived, although Snoopy broke both legs!

It was extremely windy, and as |
took off my hat was blown from my
head and my airplane was smacked
hard to the ground by a gust of
maybe 30 miles an hour coming off
thetreeswhere | fly. It wasjust
like someone took it and threw it to
the ground.

The silver
lining in all thisisthat | was running out of
available servos and now | don’'t need to buy any
for alittle while as | just acquired some; albeit they
need to be checked for crash damage.

On-Board Glow Power

When | started refurbishing an old Antic, | decided
| wanted an on-board glow plug system. | like an
on-board system for the improvement it gives to
the engineidle and transition to full power.

In the past | had used an Electro Dynamics (ED)
system in my Mustang, and before that a
McDanidl’s system in a Sky Bolt. Well, after
searching a stack of model magazines and the web
for afew days, | settled on another ED system.
Thistime | went with the full package. That
meansitisa“plug and play” system, and it
includes a charge connector and wall charger. If
you were to just buy the electronics and battery,
you have to wire and solder alot of connections.
With this package you just plug in the
connections, bolt the ground wire to the engine,
and clip on the positive wire to the glow plug.
Stuff the battery and control box in the plane with
some foam rubber, any you’ re ready to go.

The unit has an adjustment for the shutoff point (I
sent mine at Y2 throttle) and areversing switch. As
long as the receiver is on and receiving a good
signa from the transmitter, the unit will supply
glow power from idle to whatever point you set.
Turn off the transmitter or receiver and the glow
power is shut off.
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Thetotal system witha*“Y” connector for a servo
and shipping was $90. The unit was delivered 3
days after | placed the order. Hereiswhat you get:

The battery isa1900maNiCad. Also included are
the instruction manual and a catalog. Oh, you do
not have to shut off or unplug the battery after a
day’ sflying. | left the battery in my P-51
connected all winter, and the battery still had a
good chargein it.

Thisisaclose-up of the unit. Thewhitedia on
the top adjusts the shutoff point of the glo power.
To theright of the dial isthe reversing switch. Off
theright side is the remote LED that glows when
the glow plugislit. Bottom right isthe signal
lead. At the lower left corner isthe builtin LED
that functions like the remote LED. Thered and
black wires go to the glow plug and battery.
