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June' s Classic Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship from last month was the
Douglas B-18 "Bolo." In the early thirties, the
standard USA bomber was the Martin B-10, which
had a limited payload and short range. The Army
Air Corps needed something with twice the
performance of the Baltimore-built Martin.

Donald Douglas@oys had just completed the
spectacular DC-2 and figured rightly that it could
be redesigned into a very competitive bomber,
designated DB-1 (Douglas Bomber #1). They
would compete against the Boeing 299 and Martin
146. In addition to the DB-1, work was aso
started on afour-engined variant (yep, it was the
B-17). The DB-1 was ordered into production as
the B-18 Bolo, using the wing, tail feathers, and
engines from the DC-2. The wing was stretched 4©
and mid-mounted. A new, bigger fuselage was
constructed for a crew of six, and included nose
and dorsal turrets. In addition, a bottom ventral
gun was fitted. One hundred and thirteen planes
were built on the first contract followed by two
hundred seventeen more. Thirty-three were based
at Hawaii on Dec 7, and most were destroyed. In
1942 the first-line Bolo®were replaced with early-
model B-17@ The Bolos were refitted with radar
for anti-submarine patrol and eventually retired
from active duty.

Somewhere along the way, the plans
were separated from the model. Since both wings
are swept and they are staggered, | wasn't exactly
sure of where to balance the plane. | found
information on the web on center of gravity
caculations, so | calculated. First | laid out the
wings and traced them. Then | set them over each
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other and set the stagger. Intheend | got nice
numbers. But | wasn't sure. So the search was on
for plans again. | had searched the web and
magazines to no avail when | got the plane. This
time when | searched | got about 20 hits. Most
were from RC Universe and the like. One that
came up was Precision Cut Kits. They had Miles
email address because he is one of “their
designers.” So, an email brought back an almost
instant response from Miles that he had been
cursed by “Old Age” and had sold the business.

Anyway, Dave now hasthe designs. To keep the
costs down, Dave has an email address and a
mailing address. If you email him, he will give
you the cost of the catalog that you can purchase.
The plans that are currently available are the
Weeks Special 72", Weeks 120 Solution 60",
Weeks Solution X — 77", Weeks Solution XX 90
Y4, Challenger 111 —69”, Challenger Il — 85",
Challenger Il —93”, and two Extra 260 with 80"
and 90" wing spans.

On a positive note a friend came over to me after
hearing about my loss of the Taube (WWI —looks
like a bird shaped wing) last month and presented
me with akit for one that is half-built that he had
available and thought would be better in my
hands. Talk about timing!

| have been getting out flying quite a bit — my
recent interest is with a Dave Patrick Ultimate
Biplane that | am flying. Thisairplaneisalooker
and an excellent flyer. | haveit powered with a
WEBRA 2 stroke 120 that is equipped with an
engine-driven pump built into the back plate.

The WEBRA isaodd beast. Itisasingle DYKES
ring and exhibits very low compression. The
engine starts quite easily, runs smoothly, but has
been very difficult to set up.

| have also experienced afew flameouts with it,
which are abit unnerving because | generally fly
in aplacethat is surrounded by alot of tall trees.
Needle valve settings are ‘touchy,” whereas a 1/8
turn could be amajor change. The very fine

bal ance between the high speed needle setting and
the low speed needle setting has great impact on
the transition performance and gives one the
feeling of shoveling the proverbial you know what
against the tide.

The WEBRA is pushing a 16x8 prop on 10%
S+W fuel. | started using ahot Y S 4 stroke plug
at the suggestion of Horizon Hobby tech support,
which does help some.

One would think that alarge engine like this with
apump would be unstoppable, but this has so far
eluded me and makes me rather apprehensive to
press the airplane, and | have simply been trying to
put some time on the engine, hoping it will break
in and start to improve.

| found afew threads on RC Universe related to
thisengine, and it seems | am not alone. My next
step isto try some 5% nitro fuel vs. the current
10%, since thisis an Austrian manufacturer and
there is no nitro in Europe to speak of.
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Failing the above, a box with the engine inside
headed toward Horizon Hobbies follows, as my
theory is the pump pressure is insufficient.

The Dave Patrick Ultimate ARF kit is quite an
excellent package. | would have to say that | have
only seen thiskind of excellent quality on afew
occasions. The bad newsis dealing with Dave
Patrick’ s company!

| actualy think they are either out of business or
struggling to remain in business, but given that
they don’t update their web site and don’t answer
the phone, one would be | eft to wonder about
them.

There are any number of very negative comments
about lousy customer service and non-delivery of
product on the web. Universally everyone extols
their product and hates dealing with them.
Frankly, it is a shame that such good products
come from such alousy organization or lack
thereof. | think Dave Patrick owes the modelers
who supported them an explanation if not an

apology!

If you are not actively flying, now isthe time — get
off your backside and go out and fly!

In Flight Videos

Wéll, | couldn’'t resist. | put eighty bucks on the
plastic card for Hobby-Lobby’s new Air Ace
FlyCamOne. What isit, you ask? Well, itisatiny
digital video movie camera. Hereisapicture.

It'sacutelittle devil. Theweight is24 gramswith
the mirror and case. It uses a Secure Digital
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memory card from 512meg to 4 gig to record a
half hour to four hours of video with sound. It has
al70 mainternal Li-ion battery and aUSB
connector to charge the battery and transfer data.
Resolution is 320 x 249 pixelsat 25 FPS. It also
takes still pictures and records audio.

Y ou need Windows Movie Maker to manipulate
the video and convert the datafrom AVI format to
WMV format. Y ou also need to flip the video
both horizontally and mirrored to get the true
view. (Themirror in the carrying case inverts the
picture.)

| mounted the camera on my 3D Ultimate, using
the vertical cabane strut on the fuselage. The
weight didn’t seem to affect the model’s
performance.

| discovered afew things on the two 6 minute
flights | took. Thefirst isthat the pictures are very
clear during daylight. However, at sunset
everything was too dark. The sound is not exactly
synced to the video — there was a 2-3 second delay
from when the prop stopped to the motor/gearbox
noise stopping. Shooting video thru the prop gave
everything an orange “hum bar” effect.

I had mounted the camera pointing straight ahead.
Sincetheflat airfoil of the Ultimate requiresa
positive attitude when flying, | got alot of non-
descript sky whileflying. | will need to point the
camera down somewhat next time. | will aso
have to learn to fly smoother — most maneuvers
seemed to be too quick and jerky.

Anyhow, it was fun and | am enjoying the thing.

Can’'t wait to mount the camera under the wing of
my P-51 outboard of the prop arc.
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Now | have to master Movie Maker.

Another German Mystery plane by Hodges.

Mac Hodges of Hodges Hobbies is from
Andersonville, GA. Thisistheir crowd pleasing
half-time show planes. They demo thisteam all
over the country. The B-29 has a wingspan of 20
feet. It weights 98 pounds and has four ZDZ 80
c.c. motors. There is a smoke system on the two
outboard motors. It has 7 receivers, 16 battery
packs, 14 servos, custom retracts, and air operated
wheel brakes.

The orange Bell X 1is dropped from the B-29 at
altitude. The X-1 then glides down until it is close
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to the ground, and then the rocket motor islit. The
X-1 goes straight up under power for less than two
seconds and then glides back for alanding.

After the X-1 lands, the B-29 goes through an
aerobatic routine. The flight includes loops, low
(very, very low) inverted passes, point rolls, and
other maneuvers. To me, the most impressive
maneuver was the tail slide. The plane went
straight up, stopped and hung motionless for a
second or two, and then slid down for over four
fuselage lengths before flopping over into adive.
Very scale-like—Not. However, very entertaining.
