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July’s Classic Mystery Ship by Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship from last month was the
German-built Focke-Wulf FW 200 "Condor."
Penned by the genius of Kurt Tank and submitted
to Deutsche Lufthansa on July 16, 1936, FW was
to have the prototype flying within ayear: first
flight was July 22, 1937. Initial power was four
875 HP Pratt & Whitney (') Hornet radias, but not
surprisingly, later production used BMW power.
Performance was outstanding, and Lufthansa set
many long-distance marks. With WWII looming,
the Condors were equipped with even more fuel
capacity, and machine guns (FW-200C). Only 280
Condors were built (hatched?) before the end of
the war and used primarily for long-range sea
reconnai ssance (2212 miles and 14 hours of flight
time). Rumor hasit that there was a plan to bomb
New York City and refuel in Central/ South
Americawith these planes. German leadership
failed to take advantage of the Condor®
possibilities of afour-engined long-range bomber
(thank goodness Goering was a WWI fighter pilot
rather than a bomber driver). ...

A

It has been a busy month — this retirement thing
makes one wonder how anyone can have timeto
work!

| was a skeptic and did not know how | would
ever stay home, but | tell you, given enough to do,
| often run out of time!

Updating my WEBRA 120 problems from last
month — reference to RC Universe chatter with the
suggestion to go to 5% nitro for this engine makes
all the difference in the world. The engine runs
much more reliably with the 5% - I’ ve gotten
plenty of flight on this Ultimate and now | believe
the engineisfinally breakingin.

Using the same RC Universe chatter | was ableto
solve someissueswithanew YS 140 FZ | put into
my ¥ scale DPM Super Cub. This one started out
pouring fuel from the carburetor in a stream and
given | was using 20/20 fuel, at that cost you don’t
want to do that too long.

| spent an entire day at the field fiddling with this
engine. | had plenty of help from other well-
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meaning soulstoo. Every time we thought we had
it, the engine would sputter and die or overheat.

| spent several hours going over all the RC
Universe chatter on this engine and found others
experienced the same problems. It seems that
much of the bad rap you hear from some about Y S
has to do with alack of understanding about how
this engine works and anyone armed with proper
information and some experience with engines
should be able to tune these fine engines.

When all elsefailsread the directions. They are a
bit lacking, but do provide a starting point. It turns
out that you have to know that the low speed
needle valve works backward in that out is |eaner.
It aso turns out that the regular screw on the
crankcase (rather unique to Y'S) does not control
the pump; it regul ates pressure to the carburetor.

Y S FZ engines use a closed system where a pump
puts about 6-8 Ibs of pressureinto the tank. A
check valve on the overflow side keeps pressure
flowing to the tank and eliminates the opposite on
that side. When the YS FZ idles, the regul ator
adjusts the pressure so that too much fuel is not
present at low end.

At first we were trying to adjust low end by
opening and closing the throttle position at low
speed (adjusting linkage) and thisis totally wrong
because of the pressure system. The throttle hasto
be closed for the pressure to drop and the regul ator
to function properly.

Simply start at factory settings with the needles
open 1.5 turns (both high and low speed) and
regulator set flush with engine case. Set the high
speed needle to max RPM and then adjust low end
with the low speed needle (remember it is
reversed) Expect a 2000 RPM idle and 7-8500
high end using standard prop sizesfor the YS.
Regulator adjustments: in to make leaner and out
to make richer. All adjustments to low speed no
more that 1/8 turn and test.

The above worked well once | had the proper
information. Again, RC Universeisagreat source
for info.

Interestingly, the other issue | have encountered
recently on severa different brands of 4 strokesis
the muffler (s) coming loose. Here | found a
promising cure in the use of plumbers Teflon tape
vs. Loctite.

Made for some interesting maneuvers. Then the
Kwik-clips that hold the pushrods to the control
horns started popping off. With that | got to fly
without elevator (landed OK with no damage.)
Fixed that problem and continued to fly until the
hinge tape came |oose and would not stay down.
Finally decided it wastoo hot to fly. Oh, after the
weather cooled | didn’t have a problem with the
tape, horns or clips again.

| learned that flying off pavement quickly grinds
down props that are longer that the landing gear.
Didn’'t have that problem on the grass.

Hegot my S-I-L. interested and so
grandson got excited. Asisthe usual situation,
grandson (3 years old) is a better pilot that the dad.

Model or Full Scale?

Rich Dvorin sent me photos of “Theworld's
smallest twin engine jet plane.”

World@ smallest twin engine plane
Noted French pilot Nicolas Charmont has

installed 2 AMT olympus turbines in his Cri Cri
together with AMT on-board automatic start-up units and
individual EDT's. (AMT is a company from the
Netherlands.)

The Cri Cri weighs 170 Kg (375 Ibs), and should have
enhanced performance with over 36 Kg (80 Ibs) of thrust
available. The Cri Cri has made his maiden flight in the
weekend of 7-8 March. Top speed at this flight was 240
km/hour (150 mph). Flying with only one engine the
speed is still 160 km/hour (100 mph).
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A few months ago Bill Keller sent me pictures of
the same plane but with the original chain saw
engines still mounted. This plane was featured on
the front cover of Mechanic Illustrated or Popular
Science back in the late 1960's.

The gentleman shown above is wearing his latest
invention, the personal wing. The man isfrom
Switzerland and has two versions. One has two
model jet engines (First picture) and the second
has four motors (Second picture). The pilot jumps
out of aplane at atitude and then unfolds the
wings (In the top photo the Black lines on the wing
