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August’s Classic Mystery Ship oy sill
Keller

Our Mystery Ship from last month was the Curtiss
(A competitor for first flight of Orville and
Wilbur) Model 71 (SOC Seagull). Thiswas the
last of the Curtiss-designed biplanes to be used
operationally by the US Navy. A similar design
was the Fairey "Swordfish"; both of these planes
should have been phased out at the beginning of
WWII, but due to their excellence of design, they
stayed in operation for "the duration.” The Seagull
was designed in 1934 asfitting the Navy®
requirement for a scouting/observation aircraft,
and first flight was April of 1934, and dubbed
SOC (Scout Observation Curtiss #1). Initial design
was a floatplane with conversion to wheels
(incorporated in the central float). The pilot and
gunner were housed in tandem cockpits; the rear
gunner had a flexibly mounted 0.30 machine gun
in the aft compartment covered with asliding
turtle deck. Power was the 600 hp Pratt & Whitney
R-1340-18 Wasp radial engine giving 165mph top
speed, 133 mph cruise, and range of 675 miles.
Production ended in 1938; Curtiss proposed as its
successor the SO3C "Seamew," but it proved to be
unsatisfactory, and was withdrawn from front line
service. The tried-and-true Seagulls went back into
operational status until the end of the war.

The season is still in full swing, and thereis plenty
of time and good weather ahead hereabouts to get
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in some good flying! If you are one of the
procrastinators waiting for the ‘ perfect day’ thisis
the time of the year where there can be many.
Once the clock reverts to Eastern Standard Time,
then we start the count down to the end of the
season. This year the date for the time changeis
delayed until November 4™ so thereis still agood
5-6 weeks in front of you!

In the past few weeks | have been looking into
various electronic ‘gadgets' which | think others
may be interested in and herein | will let you know
about some of them.
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Opt04 Optical Isolator that is
similar to Electro Dynamic EDR-
111 inthat it allowsyou to isolate
the servos; however, besidesitis
half the price of EDR-111 it deals
with fewer servos (4 vs.6) it
accomplishes the same thing.

| chose thisto isolate power to a
retract system in my Hanger 9 P40
so that | have a separate battery for
the retracts that won't take away
from my airborne pack.

| would also suggest checking out
their line of LIPO charges and any
closeouts they offer from time to
time. Right now there is a closeout
on astarter battery field charger
which sure is handy when you get
to thefield only to find you did not
chargeit!

This company specializesin Li-lon
solutions for RC and offers
solutions for transmitter pack
replacement as well as receiver
power.

Li-lon technology is the battery
technology you find in laptop
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computers, is very dependable, and
holds up better than other
alternatives.

Typicaly, atransmitter pack runs
around $100 which may sound
high; however, if you consider that
it will outlast and outperform
conventional NICAD or NIMH
technology you might consider it.
Imagine charging your transmitter
only afew times al season vs.
every session — it is possible!

The recelver solutions require a
regulator to reduce pack voltage
down to 6 volts or 5.1 volts as
needed for your application — again
more initial cost, but worth
considering for the advantages of
Li-lon.

At present thereis a promotion on a

complete Li-lon airborne solution
including battery, charger, voltage
monitor and regulator that is worth
considering.

For those who need
additional power, back up power,
dual receiver fal safe and more be
prepared to spend, but | don’t think
you will be disappointed or feel
cheated —thisis an * Ultimate’
solution for the big guns and found
in all those competition aircraft you
read about.

— 1 am thinking about it and that is
not good for my wallet!

What is new today is expensive and as these things
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mature the price will come down. We all need to
be up to speed about what is coming our way so
we can take advantage of the improved
performance and safety provided.

Asafather of two young boys, I’ ve been following
the latest Recall media-fest closely. The plot has
thickened some - Mattel has just earlier today
publicly apologized to the Chinese contract
manufacturers that made the recalled toys. It seems
that in 76% of the cases, it was design error, not
manufacturing that necessitated the recall. That's
one mgjor lesson that should be taken from all this
—agood design isthe cornerstone of quality. A
$75 Castle Creations speed controller really isn't
fabricated any differently than a $10 Towerpro
model, but they are worth every penny when it's
performance and reliability that counts. You
won't find a Towerpro Speedo anywhere near a
competitive aircraft — or their $3 servos for that
matter.

That leads me to the second lesson to be learned
here: USE COMMON SENSE. Cheap Chinese
Crap certainly hasits place in thisworld. You can
go to http://www.unitedhobbies.com - located in
Hong Kong - and outfit a Slowstick with a
brushless motor ($7), Speed controller ($10)
Receiver ($15) and servos ($3ea.) — that isn’'t abad
idea. But when it comes to models that you really
DON’ T want to crash, common sense dictates that
you select quality name brand equipment and pay
accordingly. | should note that plenty of quality
name-brand equipment is made in Asia. It'sthe
company that stands behind the product that’s
important. Neither Towerpro, United Hobbies,
eBay peddlers or the no-name companies that sell
the $3 servos are well known for backing their
goods. Asfor Mattel, the story isonly really
shocking because their quality control and design
teams had blundered so badly despite the
importance of maintaining customer loyalty and
child sefety.
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While I’'m on the theme of Common Sense, |
believe that another Chinese product that was
recently recalled was several tons of fish. | happen
to be alergic to fish, but I’'m certain that | would
get afresher product if | didn’t buy it from the
other side of the planet.
