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September’s Classic Mystery Ship oy
Bill Keller

Our Mystery Ship last month was the Russian
MiG-3, designed by Artern Mikoyan and Mikhail
Gurevich in 1938. This partnership is till
identified today by the initials "MiG, "athough the
foundersdied in 1970 and 1976 respectively. The
MiG-3 was powered by the Mikulin 1350 HP V-12
engine. Thefirst flight of the three prototypes"I-
200" wasin April, 1940. Production of thisdesign
(now called MiG-1) started and data indicates that
this plane had a fantastic top speed of 390 MPH,
reportedly the fastest production interceptor in the
world during 1940 and 1941. Only 100 were built
and had afew minor flaws (!) such as stability,
short range, and vulnerability to battle damage.
Modifications to wing dihedral, fuel capacity,
armament, and armor protection were made, and
this model became the MiG-3. There were 3422
examples built of the MiG-1 and MiG-3.

Model Of The Month
We had three models at the September meeting.

First up was Norm Berger with a Carl Goldberg
Skylark ARF. Thisisareissue of the old
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Goldberg Pattern plane of 1959 — 1960 time frame.

The planeis constructed of balsaand lite ply and is
covered with Ultarcote. Norm installed a
Sprectrum 2.4 GHz 7 channel radio. He powered
the plane with a Super Tigre 51.

Roland John showed us his Midwest Aerostar
ARF. Thetrainer iscovered in Ultracote. Roland
used an OS LA 46 motor and a Futaba 7 channel
radio on spread spectrum using 4 of the channels.
Thisis Roland sfirst mode!.

And the winner of the gallon of fuel isRich
Dvorin for his E-Flite Extra 260 ARF.
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Rich powered the 26-ounce model with an E-Flite
480 brushless motor and a 3-cell LiPo battery.
The planeis controlled by a Futaba 8 channel
radio. Five channels are used to control the
functions of the plane.

A few weeks ago | got an email from Hobby
Lobby advertising a*“Crash Sale” for a Robins 22
Co-Axia helicopter. The Chopper wasa“RTF’
version and even included the 8 alkaline batteries
for the transmitter.

So for $79 | bought ared and white helicopter.

Three days later there was a box on the front steps
of the house. Upon opening the box (which
doubles as a carrying case) | found that it was truly
ready to fly.

Neat. So, | took everything out of the box and
started to read the instructions. Actualy | tried to
read them. The fractured English was too much,
so | tossed them to the side. | grabbed the “how to
fly” booklet and quickly tossed that too.
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Next | took the included Flight Simulator (FS) CD
and loaded that into the computer. | plugged in the
USB cable to the transmitter and got everything up
running. Well, it looked like it was running -
except the transmitter did not interact with the FS.
So | clicked on the “Start” icon and | got a
narration of the program and how the helicopter
works—in Chinese, | guess. So that when into the
corner. Then | figured what the ..., turned
everything on and throttled up — the LiPo flight
battery was already charged. Surprise, surprise,
the thing took off and hovered - in our bedroom -
over the bed (potential soft landing spot?). Whoa,
cool. | cando this. Thentheair conditioning unit
came on and | started to sweat. Seemstheair
currents were blowing this thing around. And I'm
supposed to wiggle the sticks to keep this thing
from committing suicide by running into solid
objects. Right! But | did - at least for the first
time. Later, oh, well, let’s put it thisway, there are
always the spare blade sets they supplied.

Eventually | managed to go afull battery charge
without hitting anything. I’'ve actualy flown this
thing 15 times or so while looking like I'm really
in control.

S0, silly me gets bold or stupid — your call on that
one— and | take the thing outside. | was doing
quite well, well until it looked like | was flying
toward atree. | pulled back and left on the cyclic
and when it looked like | was still going to collide
with the tree | pulled another brilliant move. | cut
the throttle. Yep, just like you would do with an
airplane. The problemis, throttle down equals
blades stop. Blades stopping mean no lift. No lift
—you know where thisis going, oh yeah. Get out
the tools.

Weéll, I'm now on my third set of lower blades,
second set of upper blades and a second landing
skid set.

spare parts. | bought replacements from them.
Hobby Lobby wants $9 for 3 pairs of blades. BP
wanted $5. | ordered upper and lower blades and a
skid. With shipping it cameto $21. | ordered
them on a Sunday night and they werein my
mailbox Tuesday afternoon.

So what have | learned? My left thumb is dumb.
(Maybe al of mereally.) | guessjust too many
years of flying 3 channel planes. Throttle equals
lift. Throttle down too much and the blades will
actually hit each other as the chopper descends —
and then it turns into an expensive, breakable rock.

All indl, I'm having fun. My left thumbis
getting smarter and I'm crashing less. The cats are
getting lots of exercise as they try and escape as
quickly as possible after | launch the thing.

So, will I move up to amore sophisticated
helicopter? Probably not. But, time will tell.
