Mode Of The Month
There were two models at the November meeting.

First up was Alex Szemere with a giant Hanger 9
150 size ARF P-51 North American Mustang. The
model has an 80 inch wingspan and will be soon
sporting a Saito 180 4-cycle engine along with a
nice four bladed prop he intends to use for flying.

=

Alex purchased the model at the JCSF auction on
November 10". The plane came with al the
servosinstalled. Alex needs only a battery and a
receiver to complete the radio installation.

John Donnelly won the November M.O.M. with
his Cox Models Micro warbird F4U Corsair.

The molded foam kit model has a20” wingspan
and as shown weighs 4.4 ounces ready to fly. It
has a 180-sized motor and uses a 310ma 2-cell
LiPo battery for power. Controls are rudder,
elevator, and throttle.

Hereis how it comes out of the box, minus the
items on the left: receiver, two 4-gram servos,
battery, and a 10 amp ESC.

The water slide decals were applied by using a 2-
part decal setting fluid from the model railroad
section of the hobby shop. When dry, the decals
looked asif they had been painted onto the
surface.

Kit Review by John Donnelly

This started out as a“Bench and Field” review. As
you will see, it didn’t turn out as planned.

While touring the vendor tents at the 2007
N.E.A.T. Fair in Downsville, NY, | came across a
vendor selling flat foam kits. What drew meto the
tent was their name and tag lines -
RabidModels.com “Foamin’ at the Mouth” and
“Thereis afineline between having a hobby and a
mental illness.”

Rabid Models is owned and operated by Marc
Stermer and Steve Lawrie in their hometown of
Akron, Ohio. They specialize in profile foam
models of WWII twin warbirds. However they do
have afew single engine warbirds.

Most of their models span 28 inches and are
designed for indoor use with the recommended
GWS IPS brushed motors. With the optional CD
brushless motors the planes can be flown outdoors
in calm conditions.

So onto thekit. | picked a28” P-61 Northrop
Black Widow night fighter.

A finished model with |PS motors.

The kit comesin aclear bag with al the stuff
shown below. The bag contains all the foam,
fishing line for the pull-pull controls, plastic tubes
for guides, adowel for the control horns, and a CD
with all the instructions.
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| also purchased the motors and accessories to go
with the plane.

Shown are the two 24 gram CD motors with their

radial motor mounts and prop saver prop adapters.
There are two 10-amp brushless speed controllers
and two 4-gram servos. Not show isthe 4-channel
Berg receiver or the 2-cell, 800-ma LiPo battery.

Rabid Models recommends that foam safe CA be
used to assemble the model. The foam is masonry
insulation foam that is sandwiched with avery thin
plastic film. It has been cut to outline by alaser
process. The cut leaves an edge that is slightly
concave. So, | sandpapered and razor trimmed all
the edges. Rabid recommends that the film be
removed wherever the foam will be glued. |
wiped down the parts with denatured alcohol to
remove the foam manufacturer’s printing and to
remove all oilsfrom the surface. Using avery
sharp razor knife | cut and peeled the film as
required. | also created plywood motor mounts

and fitted them to the booms. Three hours later
the plane was ready to be assembled. | bent the
wing into an airfoil shape. | then dry fit everything
and then hinged the surfaces (Ailerons and
elevator) with hinge tape.

Twenty minutes after the dry fit the plane was
assembled. At this stage the model weighed 1.8
ounces.

| purchased a can of Krylon H20 black latex spray
paint to finish the model. Well, | sprayed on anice
coat of paint and brought the model into the garage
todry. A couple of hourslater when | checked on
the plane, the finish had run off and looked
terrible. The model now weighs 2.1 ounces.

(Bottom view of the P-61 paint mess.)

Of course, everything it dripped on looked good.
(I placed the model on a stand with adrop cloth to
protect everything.) It looked asif | had sprayed
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the paint on a sheet of waxed paper. Oh, well. So
now what | have done is lightly sand the remaining
finish with 400 grit sandpaper. Assoon asthe

weather breaks and | get awarm, dry day, | will try

again.

In the meantime everything isjust sitting around.
Oh, well, not al projects go smoothly. When
done, I'll finish this story.

Asfor Rabid Models? | like their product and |
am already looking at their 40" F7F Tiger Cat.
