40 Years Ago 
 
On March 15, 1968 this club was officially 
incorporated as the Tri-County Radio Control 
Club.  By then the club had met two times.   
 
The first meeting was February 25th, 1968.  At that 
meeting the 20 original members accepted the 
club’s constitution, by-laws were adopted, and 
four temporary officers were selected.  The 
officers were President Norman Jacobs, V.P. John 
Johnson, Treasurer Thomas Maklary, and 
Secretary Eugene Cannon.   
 
At the time, the minutes reflect that the name of 
the club would be “Iris County Radio Control 
Club”.  That was a typo since at the March 3rd 
meeting the name was to be kept the same – “Tri-

County Radio Control Club. 
 
An initiation fee of $10.00 was to be collected 
from all members and new members along with 
monthly dues of $2.00 – in advance.  Meetings 
were to be informal with no set date except “when 
needed and to be called by the officers of the 
club.” 
 
The principal flying field was to be Thompson 
Park (Monroe Township) and a minimum of 

By-Laws Discussion and Vote at March 
Meeting 

 
There was a motion made by Irwin Keshner and 
seconded by Chris Leeds to require full A.M.A. 
“Open Membership” to be a member of the Tri-
County R/C Club.  
 
This will change Article 9 Qualifications for 
membership, Section 3.  This section currently 
states “Each new member must hold a valid AMA 
license and show proof of same to the Secretary 
and Treasurer before a flying permit is issued.  
(amended 2-92)” 
 
The reason for this is the new A.M.A. approved 
“Park Pilot Membership” which limits a 
cardholder’s liability coverage and restricts said 
pilot to “park fliers or quiet-powered models that 
meet the class definition.”

monies was to be spent to keep “The Game Farm” 
up to a minimum standard for flying. 
 
At the March 3rd, 1968 meeting, Cecil Snyder had 
been nominated for Trustee by Bob Mackey, and 
the vote was unanimous to accept Cecil.  
 
A letter was sent out March 24th to the 
membership summarizing the previous meetings.  
Of note was that the meetings were to be held the 
3rd Wednesday of each month, rotating at each 
member’s house. 
 
Since that time we have had our ups and downs.  
We held the Thompson Park site until December, 
1993 when the Parks Department turned the field 
over to the growing soccer phenomenon.  The 
Parks Department then consolidated all of the R/C 
clubs in the area to the Edison Park Field that is 
still in existence.   
 
On December 22, 1993 President Rich DeLucca 
signed a one year renewable contract for our own 
private field.  The 200 x 500 foot field with a 100 
acre overfly area was located on an active farm on 
Wyckoff Road near Twin Rivers.  We kept the 
Wyckoff Field until a “Wetlands Bank” was 
constructed and the farm owner needed our field 
back for crops at the beginning of 2001 
 
We received permission to fly at the newly 
developing Heavenly Farms Park in East 
Brunswick in November, 2005.   
 
40 and Counting by Bob Mackey 
 
Every once in a while I think back on the history 
and happenings of the first 40 years of our club. 
 
As one of the founding fathers I’ve seen and 
experienced most of the things that have gone on. 
 
Our early flying sites were different.  We used 
some land that is the present site of the Rossmoor 
Development.  We flew off the side of a hill in 
Monroe.  We used a site lovingly called “The 
Swamp” in East Brunswick.  Naturally, the longest 
used was Thompson Park in Monroe.  

Encroaching neighbors and a perceived noise 
problem ended that after many years. 
 
Our group was made up of many interesting 
individuals.  Who can forget Frank (Sansone) and 
Cecil (Snyder) emerging from the woods after 
another search for an errant plane?  We had an 
individual who had a design published in a 
magazine and crashed the plane on its first flight 
months after the article was published.  Ed Price, 
our local hobby shop owner, had a twin boom 
ducted fan design which had a little problem on its 
first flight.  The plane swerved, knocked off its 
booms, lost throttle control, only to wind up 
scooting along the ground and ending up on the 
other side of Perrineville Road. 
 
For a long time the highlight of the year was the 
A.M.A. pattern and scale contest.  The pilots and 
planes made for a very interesting day.  One 
nationally known flier was helped by his 
girlfriend-caller whose shorts kept getting shorter 
every year.  Don’t remember if it affected his 
score any.  I guess the demise of pattern at our 
field came about because of noise and the amount 
of area taken setting up for each maneuver.  
 
When all is said and done the hobby is all about 
the people.  We’ve had some good folks and great 
characters in our history, and maybe we can go on 
for quite a few more years. 
 
Why I Joined Tri County RC Club

Minor Engine Maintenance by Rich Dvorin 
 
In the last article I wrote about winterizing an 
airframe in preparation for the next flying season. 
This month I will discuss minor engine 
maintenance. Engines operate by internal 
combustion and are fuel powered. Motors run and 
develop their power by means of electricity. For 
this discussion I will deal with glow powered 
engines. 
      After each flying session, I disconnect the fuel 
line going to the engine, start the engine and burn 
the fuel that was left in the crankcase. I then add 

some after run oil through the venturi of the 
carburetor and turn the engine over by hand 
several times to distribute the after run oil 
throughout the engine. While some experts and 
fuel manufactures say this is not necessary, I have 
never had engine bearings rust for lack of 
lubrication. I make the after run oil by using one 
quart of Dexron type  automatic transmission fluid 
and one quart of Marvel Mystery Oil mixed 
together one part to one part. You now have ½ 
gallon of after run oil. 
   At the end of the flying season I remove the 
engine from the air frame and clean the firewall 
area with rubbing alcohol. I then inspect for loose 
glue joints and cracks, and repair as necessary. 
After the engine is removed, I clean it down with a 
product called Dawn Power Dissolver which I 
purchase at my local Home Dept. The cost is 
approximately $3.50 per spray bottle. This is a 
mild grease remover and oven cleaner. Make sure 
that there is adequate ventilation when using this 
product, and I always wear rubber gloves to 
prevent skin irritation. 
   Before spraying a liberal amount on the engine, 
place it in an aluminum foil pan.  Plug the venturi 
and the exhaust port with a paper towel. Spay the 
engine and let it stand for approximately ½ hour. 
Take a stiff toothbrush and brush the engine to 
remove the caked on crud and oil. Then rinse the 
engine with hot water. Dry the engine and then 
check to make sure the head bolts are tight and the 
screws that mount the carburetor to the crankcase 
are tight. Remove the glow plug and the back plate 
screws and the back plate. Be careful not to 
damage the back plate gasket or o-ring. I wash the 
inside of the engine with kerosene and then let it 
dry. You can help speed this process by using a 
lint free towel as best you can.  Lubricate the rear 
crankshaft bearing and the crank pin. Then replace 
the back plate and snug the screws down. Place a 
few drops of after run oil in thru the spark plug 
hole and into the carburetor venturi. Rotate the 
crankshaft several times to circulate the oil thru 
the engine. Remove the muffler from the engine, 
place a few drops of oil on the piston through the 
exhaust port, and once again rotate the crankshaft 
several times. Tighten up the back plate screws, 
replace the glow plug, and make sure the head 
bolts are tight. Remove the needle valve, wipe it 
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with a clean lint free cloth, apply a few drops of 
oil on the threads and replace the needle.
   Spray the outside of the engine with
then put the engine, muffler, attaching bolts
crankshaft washer, thrust washer and nut in 
lock bag to store for the winter. In the spring time, 
remove the engine, wash off the outside
install in the airframe.

With 
the exception of Charlie Bissette, who is the 
Instructor's Instructor - I am asking all the non
active instructors to step forward and be counted. 
  
You are invited to participate to assist in the 
upcoming season's training program at either 
flying field.  We need all the help we can get... the 
demand for R/C pilot training is high,
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, and it is 

going to increase with the planned open house and 
other cooperative participation with the 
Brunswick Recreation Department.  The 
instructors that do not participate, will no longer 
be listed as instructors, or at least will be 
designated as "inactive".  
  
The good news is that we have two individuals 
who have expressed interest in becoming 
instructors.  I have been asked:  How 
and R/C Pilot Instructor and what are the 
qualifications? Well... Read all about it in our next 
Flypaper.
