Freedom Boy Collects More Than A 
Million Paper Planes

Five-year-old Hunter Winship's quest to get in the 
Guiness Book of World Records has hit an 
unbelievable high. 
 
Family members of the Freedom boy estimate he's 
received more than a million paper airplanes. 
 
"It makes me want to cry," Hunter's mom, Cheryl 
Winship said. "I can't believe how this has taken 
off." 
 
The project began in January when Hunter was 
diagnosed with Burkitt's Lymphoma. Cheryl 
thought setting a world record would be a 
distraction for Hunter, and she was shocked to 
realize there wasn't one for the most paper 
airplanes ever received. When the project began, 
she thought maybe they'd get enough airplanes to 
fill their 15-passenger van. 
 
"Within the first day they started coming in, the 
post office said, 'We don't have room,'" Cheryl 
explained. "I said, 'What do you mean you don't 
have room, it's a 15-passenger van?'" 
 
The planes were coming in by the box load. Now, 
two months after it all began, they've taken over 
the barn, the basement, a garage, and storage shed. 
 
"Each person made these planes for Hunter. It's 
not like you can just put it aside," Cheryl said. 
"When we count, we usually have one person 
stacking, the rest of them counting, then we have 
the one person at the end of the table folding the 
planes back up." 
 
While the Winship's must count all the planes 
before Guiness officials do the official tally, 
Cheryl believes they have easily surpassed a 
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million planes. She's hoping they will officially 
make the record books by June--when Hunter will 
celebrate his sixth birthday.

When I first read Alex’s email I was surprised because 
I actually know Frank – the guy who hatched this idea 
– quite well. Matter of fact, I offered him a lot of help a 
couple of years ago in the Beginners Training Forum 
when he was first learning how to fly. There’s no cost, 
only the obligation to arrange delivery of the plane to 
the next flyer. I, along with six or seven other NJ flyers 
have signed up so far. I will try to get as much advance 
notice as possible about when I will receive the plane 
so other club members can have a turn.  
The total pilot count so far is up to 185, and all states 
are covered. Some states have only one or two flyers 
signed up, so Frank is actively recruiting – via the 
AMA, hobby shops, and the online forums – more 
flyers to help minimize the distance each has to drive. I 
feel sorry for the lone guy in South Dakota…. 
The plane itself, after some debate, has been chosen. 
Bill Stevens of www.stevensaero.com clinched it by 
offering to build, custom cover, and outfit the plane 
completely WITH a Spektrum radio. Plus, the plane in 
question is the SQuiRT (Simple, Quiet, Reliable 
Trainer) Now, Stevens has probably my favorite of all 
the little garage-shops out there. I’ve mentioned him 
before many times in this column. Bill developed the 
SQuiRT ~2 years ago or so to fill a gap between the 
plastic junk RTF’s and the fragile balsa ‘trainers’. Read 
about it here:

Original source unavailable 
Strokes: What to Look For 

Although unable to find and credit the 
original source, the following knowledge of first 
aid is always helpful. The simple steps outlined 
might save a life or lessen later complications. 
None of us is getting any younger. Spread this 
around as you see fit.      
 
Stroke Identification: 

A neurologist says that if he can get to a 
stroke victim within three hours, he can totally 
reverse the effects of a stroke. He said the trick 
was getting a stroke recognized, diagnosed, and 
then getting the patient medically cared for within 
three hours, which is tough.  
 
Recognizing a Stroke:  

Remember the “three” steps, S.T.R. Read 
and learn!  

Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are 
difficult to identify. Unfortunately, the lack of 
awareness spells disaster. The stroke victim may 
suffer severe brain damage when people nearby 
fail to recognize the symptoms of a stroke.  

Now, doctors say a bystander can 
recognize a stroke by asking three simple 
questions:  
 

S: Ask the individual to smile.  

T: Ask the person to talk and speak a 
simple sentence coherently. (i.e. It is sunny out 
today.)  

R: Ask him or her to raise both arms.  
 

If he or she has trouble with any one of 
these tasks, call 999/911 immediately and describe 
the symptoms to the dispatcher.  
 

New Sign of a Stroke  
Another sign of a stroke is this: Ask the 

person to stick out his tongue. If the tongue is 
crooked—goes to one side or the other—that is 
also an indication of a stroke. �  
—A special thanks to David Mills of the Thermal 
Thumbers of Metro Atlanta for providing this 
information.
