Are you building or
considering building a _
bigger aircraft project this year? Perhaps your
project will encompass a % scale or larger size
model?

You then need to consider fail-safe or backup
battery capabilities. This consideration is both a
safety issue and a protection of your investment
issue.

In my opinion you need to insure you have more
than sufficient battery capacity to start with.
Typically, on a larger model | would not use less
than 2400 milliamp batteries for power. In fact, |
would use two 2400’s that are connected via a
battery sharing/monitoring device.

Given the larger load experienced with the newest
digital servos, | also look to isolate the servo load
from the receiver load so that | can insure a level
of power to the receiver no matter what and
provide some level of fail-safe capability.

Nothing can ruin your day more than an out of
control big airplane that is hurtling through the air
while you stand there helplessly.

Frankly, | would never consider flying a larger
aircraft without some level of power management
system discussed here.

There are several products on the market that will
help you manage how your batteries are deployed
in your aircraft and provide some level of comfort
in the event you experience some battery failure
for any reason.

| have been utilizing products from Electro
Dynamic Systems (EDS)
http://www.electrodynam.conthat both fit the
application and are also easy on the pocketbook.
Here | display their information as it appears on
the website:

They show a separate battery and switch to power
the receiver. The only servo on the receiver
directly is the throttle servo (fail-safe.)

They also show a separate battery powering the
servos (isolating the servo load from the receiver
battery.) In this case EDS model 111 Servo
Isolator.
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Pigtails from the #111 Isolator go to the receiver
channels you want to isolate and the servos
actually plug into the isolator.

The signal is provided by the receiver as normal,
however, the servo load separately powered.
You can also consider their battery back-up unit
#108 to either power the system with redundant
batteries directly to the receiver or in addition to
the servo isolator unit.

What | really like about using the isolator in
conjunction with the battery back-up unit is that
you can apply 6 volt power to the servos with no
need to worry about glitches from too much powef
reaching servos that won't tolerate the voltage and
with no need to use a regulator because the isolator
insures you never deliver more than 5.2 volts to
the servos it controls.

This is a very cost effective and proven solution
that is easy to understand and deploy.

SMART http://www.smart-fly.combffers some
similar capabilities to EDS. These are also at
reasonable price points considering the investmenmt
we make in larger aircraft.

SSMART have products called Batt-Share Units,
Power Expander, and/or Power Systems to chooge
from.
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These are more technically complicated; however,
they require regulators unless you opt for the

A123 power sources now available.

Power Box solutions are the high end of the
solutions | am aware of and are offered by a few
people, including Aircraft International
http://www.aircraftinternational.com/

These are top of the line and have many features
that are unique, including the ability to
adjust/match the servo speeds external to the
receiver transmitter.

If you are interested in these types of systems, you
need to do your research and pick the solution that
is right for you and the situation you are trying to
manage.

Winterizing your Airframe by Rich Dvorin

Now that the winter months are upon us, and we
are not out at the flying field much, it is the time
to complete a full service on our aircratft.

Begin by washing the plane down with a good
cleaner, such as Mr. Clean, 409, or some other
type of household cleaning product. After this has
been accomplished, wash your plane down with
isopropyl alcohol (rubbing alcohol) to remove all
traces of fuel and castor oil. Make sure to clean
along the hinge line on the wing, stabilizer, and
vertical fin.

Remove the engine from the airframe, and clean
the motor mount area with alcohol, Clean this area
several times to make sure that there are no traces
of oil or fuel. Tighten the motor mount bolts that
hold the mount to the firewall. | like to take the
motor mount out of the airframe, clean the mount
and firewall thoroughly, and then when | reinstall
the motor mount, | apply some Locktite to the
bolts. Make sure to use the blue color Locktite so
that, if necessary, the bolts can be removed.

Check the entire airframe for loose or cracked glue
joins and damaged or broken parts that need
repair. Tighten all the screws that hold the servos
to the servo mount plate. Make sure that the screw
that holds the servo arm onto the servo is tight.
Check to make sure that the pushrod Z bends are
not breaking. Tighten all screws that hold the
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control horns in place. After a careful check of the
airframe, check to make sure that all the control
surfaces are tight and that there is no possible
chance for flutter.

Make sure that all wheel collars are tight.

It is now time to pay attention to your batteries.
Battery packs should be removed from the plane

and radio transmitter. Batteries should be chargedb.

fully and then check the voltage with a voltmeter,
and an EVS Meter (load meter). | like to cycle my
batteries several times before the flying season
starts. When discharging your batteries, you
should determine how many milliamp hours were
drawn out of the batteries, If that amount drawn
out is less than the rated Mah of the batterg it i
time to replace the battery. | use 1400 mah packs
so when | draw a pack down, if the pack is
1260mah or less, | replace the battery pack. This
a 10% loss. This means that the battery is starting
to fail. The figures and procedures are the same fi
the transmitter pack.

If you follow this simple procedure, your airplane
will last a long while.

Next month | will talk about servicing the engine
and ground support equipment.
