Winter Engine Storageby Rich Dvorin

Last month | wrote about winterizing an airframe
in preparation for the next flying season. This
month | will discuss minor engine maintenance.
Engines operate by internal combustion and are
fuel powered. Motors run and develop their power
by means of electricity. For this discussion | will
deal with glow powered engines.

After each flying session, | disconnect the fuel ling
going to the engine, start the engine, and burn thq
fuel that was left in the crankcase. | then add som
after run oil thru the venturi of the carburetor and
turn the engine over by hand several times to
distribute the after run oil throughout the engine.
While some experts and fuel manufactures say th
is not necessary, | have never had engine bearing
rust for lack of lubrication. | make the after run oil
by using one quart of Dexron type automatic
transmission fluid and one quart of Marvel
Mystery Oil mixed together one part to one part.
You now have ¥z gallon of after run oil.

At the end of the flying season | remove the
engine from the air frame and clean the firewall
area with rubbing alcohol. | then inspect for loose
glue joints and cracks, and repair as necessary.

After the engine is removed, | clean it down with g
product called Dawn Power Dissolver which |
purchase at my local Home Dept. The cost is
approximately $3.50 per spray bottle. This is a

mild grease remover and oven cleaner. Make sur¢

that there is adequate ventilation when using this
product, and | always wear rubber gloves to
prevent skin irritation.

Before spraying a liberal amount on the engine,
place it in an aluminum foil pan and plug the
venturi and the exhaust port with paper towel.
Spray the engine and let it stand for approximatel
% hour. Take a stiff toothbrush and brush the

engine to remove the caked on crud and oil. Then
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rinse the engine with hot water. Dry the engine

and then check to make sure the head bolts are
tight and that the screws that mount the carburetor
to the crankcase are tight. Remove the glow plug,
the back plate screws, and the back plate. Be
careful not to damage the back plate gasket or o-
ring. | wash the inside of the engine with kerosene
and then let it dry. You can help speed this process
by using a lint free towel as best you can, lubricate
the rear crankshaft bearing and the crank pin.
Then replace the back plate and snug the screws
down. Place a few drops of after run oil in through
the glow plug hole and into the carburetor venturi.
Rotate the crankshaft several times to circulate the
oil through the engine. Remove the muffler from
the engine, place a few drops of oil on the piston
through the exhaust port and once again rotate the
crankshatft several times. Tighten up the back plate
screws, replace the glow plug, and make sure the
head bolts are tight. Remove the needle valve,
wipe it with a clean lint free cloth, apply a few
drops of oil on the threads, and replace the needle.

Spray the outside of the engine with WD 40 and
then put the engine muffler attaching bolts,
crankshaft washer, thrust washer and nut in the
bag. Store for the winter. In the spring time,
remove the engine wash off the outside, and install
in the air frame.

Thinking back, I'm surprised he could
read any of it. My REAL turkey chili recipeenly
available to club membersis:

3tbsp olive ol

1 medium onion, chopped

1 cup sliced carrots — | use baby carrots

| clove garlic

1 pkg. (1 ¥ Ib.) of ground turkey

1 28 0z. can tomato sauce

1 Ib. chopped plum tomatoes

1 14 oz. can kidney beans

2 cups homemade chicken stock

Y4 tsp. chili powder (maximum)

Y4 tsp. red pepper flakes (maximum)

% teaspoon ground CUMIN - not Cinnamon!
% tsp. Paprika

Heat the olive oil over medium heat in a large pot|
Add onion and carrot and sauté 4 minutes. Add
garlic and sauté another minute — stirring
constantly. Slice turkey meat into ¥4 ‘bread’ slices
and add to carrot & onion. Stir occasionally until
turkey is cooked through.

Add broth, tomato sauce, spices, tomatoes, and
beans and bring to a boil. Reduce heat and simmj{
for an hour — uncovered so it reduces nice and
thick. Stir often to prevent sticking to the bottom
of the pot.

Serve with shredded cheddar, sour cream, nonfat
yogurt, toasted bread croutons, etc.

This aircraft has a 45” wingspan and is powered
with an E-Flight Power 10 swinging a 12 x 6 e-
prop. Poweris an 11.1 v, 2500Mah Zippy LIPO.

All'l can say about this airplane is WOW! This
thing handles like a big airplane with no funny
stuff either. It flew straight out with just a litl

down trim added. It is as smooth as smooth can b
and very gentle in any attitude.

Everyone who has seen this airplane is amazed,
and several of my buddies have ordered from
Extreme Flight as well.

The good news is they have been on sale for
$100/ea. shipped — The bad news is that it is sold
out. Fear not: there is a very similar YAK-54 at the
same price that as | write this is still available. |
obtained the YAK also and am just waiting for
some decent weather to try it out.

If you decide on one of these models and you negq
to buy a motor, | suggest you buy the Torque
model recommended and available from Extreme
Flight, as it will save you a lot of effort mounting
the motor. | bought the Torque motor for the
YAK, and it sure is a simpler effort.

So now my problem is that Extreme Flight has a
very interesting 88” 50cc sized Extra 300 that has
me intrigued as well. The question is how long
will I do without it?
