In the past few weeks | experienced some
problems charging my LIPO batteries with my
Multiplex charger | have had for years. It just
seemed like | could not get them peaked, and it
almost felt like | was losing the batteries.

| acquired an FMA CellPro 4S directly from FMA,
and my problems have been solved.
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This device is not their latest, but it is an economy
model with fantastic capabilities!

You need to choose an adapter board(s) that is/af
mated to your battery balance ports. There are
basically two adapter styles to choose from
(typical style i.e. Zippy and Thunder
Power/Hyperion/PolyQuest style.) If you've got
both you have it all covered.

It has banana jacks already installed and a pair of
large alligator clips that receive the banana jacks
when you need to use it away from home.

| power mine at home with a 10AMP Tripp Lite
transformer supplying 12V DC.

The charging process is automatic — plug in your
pack on the correct adapter, and it determines the
type of battery and charge rate by itself.

Typical charge for LIPO packs is 3C with this
charger, and that gets the job done quickly too.
You can step the unit down to a lower charge ratg
using the one button option button.

There are lots of interesting features as well as a
computer interface.

An interesting feature of the unit is that it detects
low voltage cells and tries automatically to
rejuvenate these if it can. Most times it is
successful.

Where | was concerned about a couple of my
batteries, | can now say that this unit solved my
problems and certainly is a superior device to the
older ones I've used.

Given the low price tag and the great functionality|
$49 is quite a bargain in my mind.

It has been a long winter for some of us. We have
cleaned our models and engines and checked all
the electronics. But now that the equipment has
been sitting for three months, it needs a little late
winter refresh. What am | talking about? Battery
cycling. If you are using NiCd or NiMh cells, you
will need to recharge the batteries about now.
These batteries tend to self-discharge over time.
This is also a good time to cycle the batteries and
insure that they still have the capacity to be viable
for the coming flying season, or order new
batteries if they are of diminished capacity.

Now, if you are using LiPo cells, you don’t need
to charge or cycle the batteries. However, you
should check the voltage to make sure they have
held the storage charge you gave them. You do
bring the cells to the recommended storage
voltage, don’t you? Yeah, me neither. Well, |
will be doing that soon since | bought a charger
that can put a storage charge on a LiPo or LiFe.

Oh, and while you're at it, go through yoheld

box. Dump everything out and purge stuff you
don’'t need. Put the paint stirrers (broken props) in
a container for later use or just throw them out if
you have too many already.

Check your starting and glow batteries — charge
them too. If you have a power panel, remove it
and inspect all the wiring. If you keep repair tools
in the field box, make sure they are fresh (glue,
fuel tubing, rubber bands, band aids, dressings,
ointments (for the other guy, of course), etc.)
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While you're at it get some fresh cleaning solution
and paper towels too.

Now, when the weather turns fair, you are ready t
grab your stuff and go flying.

Rekindled Interest By Glenn Bowman

flying RC. It was a MegaTech Horsefly and it was

alkaline batteries, LiPo charger, AC adapter, and
LiPo motor batteries. It looked pretty small when |
picked it up out at the flying field (16 inch rotor
size) but when | got it indoors, it was certainly a
GIANT! Gone were my hopes of hovering around
the living room, so | retreated to the basement an
learned the basic hover at 3 - 4 feet without gettin
in any trouble. | graduated to the garage and did
little back and forth, side to side hovering! When |
tried it out on the patio, | found | didn’t have the
skills to fly in even the slightest breeze. | landed it
hard a few times and broke the skids. After the
repair, | went back in the garage, got bored, and
shelved it.

But I still had that itch, and if you fast
forward a little, | attended a couple of Tri-County
meetings later that year and became your
Treasurer once again! Last month, while doing
some research for the 2009 Budget, | was going
through last year’s receipts when | found one fron
U-Fly Hobbies. Let’s see, located on Rt. 34 in
Wall, NJ! And what'’s this at the bottom of the
receipt? They even have a website!
(www.uflyhobbies.com | checked that out right
away. Look at this! An online catalog! With prices
and In Stock / Out of Stock indicators! Hours and

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And what’s this at the bottom of the Home Page?
A picture of a little yellow Micro Helicopter

sitting in the palm of a hand called “The Blade
MCX” by E-Flite.

Wow! | clicked on that picture and it took
me to the product information page. The page has
tons of information. All the specifications, links to
the manufacturer’s website, a video and several
review articles. After reading a bit and watching
the video, | hopped in the car, drove about 30
minutes down Route 34 and after a little
unplanned tour around the Wall Executive Airport,
| found U- Fly Hobbies.

Bill Bailey (the owner) gave me his superb
attention. “The Blade MCX” is “Ready to Fly”,
and comes complete with the alkaline batteries for
the transmitter and LiPo charger. He unpacked it,
installed the batteries in the transmitter, instructed
me on the proper operation procedures, and then
demonstrated it right there in the aisle! After he
trimmed it and showed off a little, he put it neatly
back in its box. U-Fly fully supports the product
line so he has spare parts on hand if needed. |
added another LiPo motor battery and all told, it
cost me $150.

When | got home, | charged up the
batteries and practiced hovering in my living
room. | did some forward movement, then some
backward, a little side to side and back and forth.
Before long, | was flying forward, turning 180
degrees, and flying back. Actually, flying a circle
pattern in the living room! Now, two weeks later,
I’'m flying figure 8’s in the living room and
practicing soft, precision landings on the coffee
table! | walk around the house, flying it from room
to room and landing on the tables. No problem.
This is really great!

My only concern when buying “The Blade
MCX” was that the LiPo charger only ran on AA
batteries and there isn’t even an AC adapter
available. Bill said I'd get about 15 charges out of
the 4 alkalines that were included. | figured |
might double that with some good name brand
alkalines, but once the 4 ran out, | just installed
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some AA NiCads | had charged up. That works
just fine.

This Micro Helicopter is really a lot of fun
and sure beats any Helicopter Flight Simulator yo
could buy! It gives you about 10 minutes of flight
time per charge. The charge cycle is a bit long at
about 50 minutes, but this might be a little longer
because of me using the NiCads. I'll definitely
pick up another LiPo motor battery for $10 next
time I'm at U-Fly Hobbies.

So, if you are looking to learn how to fly a
Helicopter, or sharpen your skills, or just to have §
blast, I highly recommend picking up E-Flite’s
“Blade MCX” and 2 motor batteries from U-Fly
Hobbies either in person or online. You won'’t be
disappointed.

Bill Buck is shown holding his Goldberg Pitts
Monster EP ARF that he won at our dinner in
December. The 38" wingspan model weights 2 %
pounds and is propelled by a Rimfire 2816 with a
12x6 prop. A Hitec radio with 4 servos controls
the plane.

John English is showing son Jason’s Great Planes
Reaction ARF. It is all wood with a MonoKote
finish. The plane has a 50" wingspan and is 55”
long. Mounted up front is an OS 55 engine with a
12x6 prop. A Futaba radio with 5 servos is used
for control.

A silver MonoKote covered Nitro Models P-38 is
the plane of choice for Mike Korb. He thought it a
nice model to have for his first twin. The 4 pound
52" wingspan model is powered by two 230 watt
BP-A-2217-6 motors swing contra-rotating 8x6
props. Motor power is a 1600ma LiPo battery. A
1000ma battery drives the JR radio and five
Servos.

Larry Kosinar is holding his Rich Models Long

EZ 46 ARF. The plane weighs 6 pounds,
including the one pound of lead in the nose for
balancing. An OS 46 AX and a 10x6 pusher prop
propels the 57” wingspan model. A Spectrum
6300 receiver and 5 servos supplies control from
JR 9303 transmitter.
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Emery Mersich is holding his two indoor planes.
The one in his left hand is a Park Zone Vapor BNF
(Bind and Fly.) This 14” wingspan indoor flier
weighs all of %2 ounce ready to fly with battery.
Comes complete. Just charge the 3.7v single cell
battery and bind to your existing 2.4Ghz DSM2
transmitter.

Emery’s second plane is a kit from Fancy Foam
called the Osiris. The model hasa 34 % *
wingspan, is 43” long, and weighs 5.5 ounces
ready to fly. Power is a Hacker A10-15s 2320Kv
motor with a 8x4.3 GWS prop and a 350ma 2 cell
LiPo battery. The all Depron foam and carbon
fiber model is controlled by a JR 9303 2.4Ghz
radio. Emery selected the model because it won
the last F3P ETOC championship. This is one
serious slow pattern plane. It even has the foam
surfaces milled to save weight.

Roland John also displayed two models. The first
is his Align T-Rex 280 electric Helicopter. The
heli has a 17.7” rotor diameter and is 16.9” long.
The model is constructed from carbon fiber,
aluminum, and fiberglass. All-up weight of the
heli including the Futaba 6ex 2.4Ghz radio and 4
servos is 11.6 ounces

Roland’s second model is a Great Planes ARF J-3
electric Cub. The model has a 41” wingspan and
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is constructed of balsa and lite-ply with a
MonoKaote finish. It weighs 10 ounces with a 6
cell NiMh battery, 280 motor geared 1:3.5, and a
10x4.7 prop. Two servos and a Futaba 6EX radig
controls it.

Anatoliy Yakirevich won the January Model of the
Month with his scratch built Mini Ultra Stik. The
model is constructed of balsa and is covered in re|
Solar Film. Anatoliy created the plans in a
program called VISIO from measurements he got
from a web site. The plane has a 17” wingspan, i
14” long and weighs 3.5 ounces. A WGS-50
motor turning a 3x3 prop using a 2 cell 350ma
LiPo battery supplies 50 grams of thrust. The
model is controlled by a Futaba radio and two HT
55 servos. Anatoliy used a set of powerful mini
magnets to hold the wing in place. What a great
effort.

An Artist Amongst Us, Part Deux

The two paintings
behind Charlie are of
Major George E. Preddy
Jr.’s P-47.

Charlie sent more
information on Major
Preddy this month.

Major Preddy was born in Charlie’s hometown of
Greensboro, NC in 19109.

The major first flew P-40’s in Australia before
being transferred to the European theater. When
he first got to Europe he flew P-47 Thunderbolts.

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Soon after that his group was transitioned into P-
51 Mustangs.

Major George Preddy in his P-51D “Cripes — A —
Mighty 3rd. The 324 Fighter Group had blue
painted noses on their aircratft.

While flying cover during a B-17 raid on Germany
the Major shot down six enemy planes in a span of
five minutes - “a feat never equaled.” Here Major
Preddy is indicating the six Kills to his crew chief.

Major Preddy was the highest scoring P-51 pilot
of the war. The Greensboro Historical Museum
has a display of their famous son. Shown above
are some of his medals. From the top left:
Distinguished Flying Cross, Silver Star,
Distinguished Service Cross. Bottom left: One of
seven air medals, Purple Heart, Croix DeGuerre
(France)
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Major George Preddy also had a brother flying P-
51’s in the European Theater. His name whs 1
Lieutenant William (Bill) R. Preddy ( below).

Both Preddys died during
combat. William’s plane
just disappeared. George
Preddy was shot down by
“friendly” AAA while
chasing a ME-109 at low
level during the Battle of
the Bulge in Belgium.

Kermit Weeks, owner of
Planes of Fame in Florida,
has a P-51D in Major Preddy’s colors.
