As I write this it’s 
Thursday before Memorial Day, and the 
Rutgers/TCRC crew has been working exceptionally 
hard to get the Ikarus ready for its initial flight. In order 
to compete, each team must send in video proof that 
their plane is airworthy. That initial Proof-of-Flight 
should have happened on Saturday May 23rd or 
Sunday May 24th, so be sure to come to the meeting to 
find out how it went. Oh, and I cannot promise this, but 
there’s a very good chance that the team leaders will 
bring the beast to the meeting!  
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I’ve been able to help out a little with their project as 
my work schedule allows, but not nearly as much as 
I’d like. My main-man Larry Kosinar has really 
stepped up and guided this project like a true teacher, 
gentleman, and model aircraft enthusiast. My hat’s off 
to you, Larry. The students we are working with are 
not experienced modelers but are bright, very hard 
working, and clearly energized by our participation in 
their project. We even managed to get several of them 
to attend our Tuesday night training, where Alex got 
them flying on the Buddy-Box.  
 The airplane now has a Giant Telemaster 12 foot wing 
and tail, modified to work with their original aircraft’s 
layout – similar to a Cessna 337 – AND they/we 
managed to build it through their exams and graduation 
ceremonies.

On Field Level by Norman Berger  

 
 
The weather is not quite yet favoring us. Lots of 
rain and heavy winds, but somehow I know the 
good days should be with us soon enough. 
 I have been waking up my sleeping aircraft one 
by one and have found various engine issues that 
need to be solved and some batteries that just are 
on their last legs. 
As some of you might know, I am a YS fan, and 
here once the engine is running well it is just a joy 
to own. If it is not running well, it can give you 
fits. 
I find that with a lot of patience and careful 
attention to detail I can usually overcome any 
engine issues with the YS engines. 
So far I have chased down a vexing problem 
related to a small fuel pressure leak where the 
lines go through the firewall on one airplane and a 
few others that just needed to be tuned. 
Batteries are more complex than ever – maybe too 
many developments all at once, or I’m getting old 
and don’t want to change. 
In the last month I started using ENE-loop 
batteries in one TX and to power one RX. They 
seem very promising since they don’t lose charge 
on the shelf and are supposed to be good for many 
cycles. 
Standard NIMh’s just don’t do it for me as they 
don’t seem to last long or last many cycles. 
NiCAD’s were better and more predictable in my 
opinion. 
I also obtained some A123 batteries for an 
airborne installation and have yet to try them out 
as they are destined for my next giant scale bird 
(Aeroworks Extra 300) that hopefully will be 
shipped to me at the end of this month. 
I did take delivery of a twin cylinder Aerovate 
52cc engine from KMP, but have yet to mount it 
in any airplane. It is serving as a nice conversation 
piece and paperweight at the moment. 
Now I need the ‘right’ airframe to put this baby 
into! 
The 26cc engine has yet to be delivered. 
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Over the weekend of the 16th of May I attended 
the Top of NJ Warbird Fly In and while it was a 
long ride, it was worth it. The place was well 
attended, with many nice airplanes flying off of a 
long hard top runway of an airport. If you like 
trees there were plenty of them and some real tall 
ones too! This is one worth going to even if you 
only observe as I did this year. 
Somehow I kind of lost track of time as I was 
intending to be ready for that one and never got 
any of my warbird material in the air so far – so as 
they say, maybe next year!

Norm Berger won a $25 check for the kit built, 
scale section with his ¼ scale Balsa USA Sopwith 
Pup.  The plane is built up with balsa and plywood 
and covered with Stitts covering.   
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The plane has a 86 inch wingspan and weighs 13 
pounds.  A Zenoah 26cc motor swings a 16x8 
wood prop.  Control is provided by a JR 9303 
transmitter and a Spektrum 6200 receiver driving 
5 JR servos.  
 

 
 
Alex is standing in for builder/pilot Derek 
Mithaug.  Derek’s entry also got him $25 for the 
winning entry in the kit built sport group.  The 
plane is a Sig 4-Star 40 that Alex had and gave to 
Derek to build.  The balsa and ply plane is covered 
in Ultracote and weighs 6 pounds.  An OS 46 pulls 
the 48” span model with authority.  The plane 
sports a 2.4Ghz radio and 4 channels  The plane 
was flown off the snow in March with the skis that 
are currently mounted.  
 
 
 

 
 
Charlie Bissette brought in his big, scratch built, 
self designed “Bugger.”  Charlie didn’t fill out a 
data sheet, so I do not have any specs for the 
model.  Over the years Charlie has made a few of 
these planes, enlarging each model along the way 
and adding more power and more reliable radios.   
 

 
 
Here is a shot of some of the crowd listening to 
Charlie talking about his plane.  This was a nice 
turn-out. 
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There were 4 members that showed 5 planes in the 
kit built sport section. 
 

 
Emery Mersich brought in his repaired and 
upgraded Fancy Foam Models Osiris.  Here he is 
shown with the model in the carrying case that is 
necessary to survive gusty winds for the trip from 
the car to the hanger at Lakehurst NAS.  The kit 
uses milled Depron foam and carbon support rods.  
The finish is spray painted.  Total flying weight 
with battery is 5.5 ounces.  The model has a 34 ½ 
inch wing span.  A JR X9303 radio supplies 
control.  He replaced the Hacker motor with a 
German Mfly custom handmade (and hand 
delivered) 180-05-16(c) that can handle 30 to 50 
watts.  It drives a GWS 8x4.3 prop. This design 
was a winner at the ETOC 2009 event.  It is not a 
3-D model but is a precision aerobatics craft.  
 

 
 

Larry Kosinar is holding his Northeast 
Aerodynamics Sport Aire 40.  A JR 9303 radio 
with 4 servos controls the 60 inch wingspan 
model.  The MonoKote covered and painted plane 
uses a 10x7 prop attached to an OS Max 45 FSR 
engine to pull its 5.75 pound weight through the 
air.  This is a plans built model that replaced an 
older hanger mate. 
 

 
 
Emery had a second kit model he is proud of, a 
Raptor GS by Axon Racing.  The 1.2 ounce (with 
battery!) plane has a 16.75 inch wingspan.  The 
plane is constructed with EPP and Depron foam 
with carbon support bracing.  An Oversky AP03 
motor with a 4000Kv rating spins a GWS 4.5x3 
propeller.   Emery built this plane to practice his 
3D techniques ( Most probably in his living 
room!) 
 

 
The Raptor on its carrying case. 
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Irwin Keshner built a Black Horse Models Extra 
300S.  He picked the kit up at Hobby Horse. 
Irwin used a lightweight iron-on covering for the 1 
lb, 6 oz plane.  The 36 inch wingspan model is 
powered by a 2806 motor swinging an 11 inch 
prop.  A JR radio and 4 servos give control to the 
plane. 
 
There were three models entered into the ARF 
category.   
 

 
 
Roland John talked about the history of “Old 
Crow.”  ”Old Crow” is manufactured by Model 
Tech and is a N.A. P-51D Mustang.  The 4 pound 
model has a 43 inch wingspan and is controlled by 
a Futaba 6EX 2.4 Ghz.  An Electrifly Rimfire 35-
30-1450 motor swings a 9x6 prop. 
 

 
 
Sukrut Sonty is holding up his Parkzone P-51 
Mustang ARF.  That’s proud papa Giri smiling in 
the background.  The P-51 is constructed of 
molded foam and is controlled by 3 channels. 
 

 
 
Wahgo Cheng took home the $25 Tower Hobbies 
gift certificate for his Ultimate AMR by Precision 
Aerobatics.  The balsa and carbon fiber plane has a 
40 inch wingspan and weighs 44 ounces.  The 
motor is PA Thrust 40. 
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A very neat covering job - opaque yellow on top 
and transparent yellow underneath.  The 
workmanship in the wings is just incredible. 
A 13x6 prop will allow it to do unlimited 3D.

The new model uses a 
Rotec 7 cyl radial R2800-7.

Flite 
Metal has a covering that can be polished.  Robart 
has a 7 cylinder 4 cycle radial, JR has a new
