What you can expect out of this primer as well as 
competing in IMAC? 
 

If you are a sport pilot or a 3D pilot, you will learn 
how handle your plane in any circumstance. If you 
are nervous about wind, that will go away, 
IMAC contests are normally held in winds as high 
as 25mph. When you have a properly trimmed 
plane, flying in wind becomes so much easier. It 
comes down to knowing exactly what the plane is 
going to do at any given time. You will no longer 
be content with keeping your plane from crashing, 
instead you will begin to recognize and correct for 
when your plane is 5 degrees different from where 
you want it. 
 
 To register, go to http://www.mini-iac.com/ on 
the main page, top left select regions, and go to the 
Northeast, and then to "news and events", you will 
see the event listed. Click on the event heading 
"IMAC Primer, Somerset, NJ" and fill in the 
blanks. You are now registered.

Documents will be provided for those that attend. 
At the end of the Primer, participants should feel 
knowledgeable and confident enough to start to 
practice / participate in 
IMAC Competition if they choose. For those with 
no desire for competition, they will walk away 
with some great ideas on how to setup their planes 
better. 
The sit down primer and work at the field will be 
given by Bill and other well qualified / 
experienced assistants. We will work as hard as 
possible to assist anyone in getting their plane 
properly trimmed and coach everyone who 

chooses to fly on the Basic or other sequences. 
There is no need to know the Basic sequence 
ahead of time, as we will work on it with you, but 
in the event that someone does already know the 
sequence or a higher one, we can provide 
advanced coaching to any level of pilot. 
Please do not let Basic or Sportsman class names 
fool you, while they are the two lowest classes of 
IMAC, they are just as tough as the upper classes 
until the pilot gains skill. One of the hardest things 
to do is fly a perfectly straight and level wind 
corrected line or even do a loop correctly. 
Basically all maneuvers in all classes begin and 
end with a perfect straight, wind corrected 
horizontal line.
