IMAC Primer in Bridgewater, NJ 
  
Alex and I took part at the IMAC Primer, 
sponsored by the Somerset Signal Senders, at 
North Branch Park on August 15th. The primer 
was run by Bill James, the North Eastern IMAC 
representative; and Stan Berger, the President of 
the Jersey Coast Sport Fliers, demonstrated the 
Aresti sequences, while also preparing for another 
IMAC competition next week. During the first 
part of the seminar we sat under a structure, nicely 
shaded from the heat, receiving instruction on 
properly reading the Aresti sequences, a bit about 
the behaviors of the planes flown at IMAC 
competitions, how judges score the flights, and 
generally being reassured practicing the sequences 
will make us better pilots. The second part of the 
seminar was spent on learning how to properly set 
up planes for IMAC sequences, using the planes 
brought by the participants, and then flying the 
actual sequences. Unfortunately, I had to leave 
before the second part of the seminar began, but I 
can definitely recommend going to these primers.

Model of the Month 
 

 
Larry Kosinar brought in his 1986 EX series ARF 
Bellanca Decathlon.  The model has the finished 
fiberglass parts that were fabricated from the 
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original, damaged ABS parts.  The damaged parts 
were repaired and used as a mold for the 
fiberglass.  Larry showed us the glass pieces at the 
June meeting. 
 
The Case for the Case 
 
Larry Kosinar and Norm Berger had these nice

 tool cases at 
the field.  Being a clone of Tim the Toolman, I had 
to have one too. 
 
But seriously, after breaking a switch when the 
transmitter slid in the van and then having to 
spend a lot of money to have it repaired, I needed 
something to protect my transmitters.   
 
Larry and Norm both said they picked up their 
cases from Harbor Freight 
(www.harborfreight.com) for $29.99 plus tax, so I 
stopped at the Iselin store and picked up a case. 
 

 
The case comes in a clear shrink wrap and is 
18”x12.5”x6”.  It comes with a foam insert, a few 
dividers, a shoulder strap, and a tool tray (hidden 
in the top under the foam.)  The item number is 

39196.  I mention the number because it is the 
only case on their shelf (there are 5 sizes) without 
a size listing. 
 
The foam insert is divided into 1/2” squares that 
are easily separated.  As you can see in the photo, 
two transmitters nest nicely together.  I think I’ll 
pick up a second case for my other transmitters. 
 
Wings over Piper 
 
On August 7, 8, and 9th, the Wings of 
Williamsport R/C Club sponsored the 7th annual 
Wings Over Piper.  It is held at the William T. 
Piper Memorial Airport located in Lock Haven, 
PA.  This was the original manufacturing facility 
for Piper Aircraft until a devastating flood wiped 
out almost everything in the town.  After the flood, 
Piper moved to Vero Beach, Florida.

When the runway and 
pattern was all clear, 2 air blasts would signal 
flying to continue.
