Latest Chinese Offering Brings New
Meaning to Electric R.T.F.

Norm sent me a scan of an article from “AOPA
PILOT” about a new electric plane that is being
imported to the USA. There is also a small
column in the October 2009 issue of “Plane and
Pilot.”

The Yuneec E430 electric two seat, high wing
composite vee-tailed plane has a 400 pound
payload. It is powered by a 37.5 pound, 54 hp
electric motor and six LiPo batteries. The
batteries allow a 1.5 to 2 hour flight duration. A
future 10 battery configuration will up the duration
to 2.5 hours..

The test flight plane has a 45 foot wingspan and
can take off at 40 mph in 265 feet and climb at
1,320 fpm.

The first flight of the first prototype was flown by
remote control.

These $15 gliders come in orange
and white as seen here or in reversed colors with
the wing white and fuselage orange.

A good launch by the kids gets a 50 to 150 foot
glide. If you like to launch but not retrieve, then
Google “Multiplex Fox” and there will be lots of
links to show you how to modify the little planes
for RC powered flight. | saw one at the NEAT
Fair that had twin motors attached to the wings.
The wing was sectioned and pivoted like elevons.
