and a 3S 3200ma battery. The plane comes with
Spektrum Dx5e transmitter, receiver, servos, and
charger.

The model is
constructed with balsa and lite plywood. The
covering is Monokote. The plane weighs 3 pounds
and carries a Futaba FassT radio. The 48 inch
wing span model uses a Turnigy 35-30-400
brushless outrunner and a 9x6 prop.
